That Elk Grove Unified School District (USD) would run the ASES program for 200 days for the 2007-08 school year only. In the subsequent years the EGUSD will be required to run the ASES program every regularly scheduled school day per statute.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


This type of waiver has never been requested before. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The general purpose of the After School Education and Safety (ASES) program is to establish local after school educational and enrichment programs. The programs are created through partnerships between schools and local community resources to provide literacy, academic enrichment, and safe constructive alternatives for students in kindergarten and grades one through nine. The ASES program provides students with educational enrichment, physical activities, and safe and constructive environment in after school programs. State, and local evaluations of the ASES program show a consistent pattern of positive results on student achievement, attendance, behavior, and reductions in grade retention among students who participate in the program every regular school day. 

Grantees are required by statute to operate programs a minimum of 15 hours per week and at least until 6:00 p.m., beginning immediately upon conclusion of the regular school day. Programs must operate every regular school day during the regular school year.
Elk Grove USD is requesting a waiver of the portions of EC Section 8483(a)(1) and (2) that require the operation of the program on “every regular school day”. Elk Grove has operated their after school program for many years with 180 days. 

The original waiver request was to operate 180 days instead of 228, however a compromise has been reached between the department and the Elk Grove USD to allow them run the ASES program for only 200 days for the 2007-08 school year only. 
In discussions with the district it was discovered that Elk Grove USD has not known that supplemental funding is available on a competitive basis to operate an after school program in excess of 180 regularly scheduled school days or during any combination of non-school days, including weekends, holidays, summer, or intersession recess periods. Elk Grove USD was then encouraged to apply for the 21st Century Community Learning Centers (21st CCLC) Program supplemental funding. Therefore, the department is recommending that the SBE grant a waiver for fiscal year 2007-08 during which the Elk Grove USD would possibly attain a grant to serve additional students. In the subsequent years the Elk Grove USD will be required to run the ASES program every regularly scheduled school day, consistent with current statute. This one year waiver will allow the district the flexibility to transition their program to be in compliance with current EC.
