Request by Moreno Valley Unified School District to waive California Education Code (EC) Section 52055.55(b), to allow Riverside County Office of Education to continue as the School Assistance and Intervention Team (SAIT) provider at Moreno Valley High School and Mountain View Middle School as part of a secondary sanction required after the thirty-six month review for state-monitored schools that have failed to exit the Immediate Intervention/Underperforming Schools Program (II/USP).

That the district continue to work with Riverside County Office of Education as its SAIT provider for Moreno Valley High School and Mountain View Middle School, the district is required to enter into a memorandum of understanding (MOU) with the State Superintendent of Public Instruction and Riverside County Office of Education outlining the specific essential program components which remain to be substantially implemented at Moreno Valley High School and Mountain View Middle School. Should the school fail to make significant growth for the next two years (2007-08 and 2008-09) the district will need to appear before the State Board of Education regarding the status of this school therefore this waiver will only apply from May 7, 2008 through August 31, 2009.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


This is the first time that districts in thirty-six month review process who have failed to make significant growth have requested such a waiver to continue with the same SAIT provider.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Moreno Valley High School has a student population of 2,228 and Mountain View Middle School has a student population of 1,545. Both schools are located in an urban city in Riverside County. The Moreno Valley Unified School District contracted with Riverside County Office of Education in 2004 to be their SAIT provider. The school has failed to make “significant growth” under the II/USP program, therefore EC Section 52055.55(b) requires that “the Superintendent shall remove the management team, trustee or school assistance and intervention team from providing services at the school 
site.”
The district requests as waiver of this portion of the section so that the Riverside County Office of Education be allowed to continue to work with the schools. Moreno Valley High School made positive growth of 79 points and Mountain View Middle School made positive growth of 45 points in the three years that it was initially state-monitored (2004-2007). However, because they made negative growth in 2006, they are subject to the thirty-six month review for not having met significant growth per EC Section 52055.55 (b) and secondary sanctions. Currently Moreno Valley High School’s Academic Performance Index (API) is 607 and Mountain View Middle School’s API is 673.

Staff analysis of the work underway at Moreno Valley High School with the team from the Riverside County Office of Education, indicates that consistency of support seems to outweigh the need for assignment of a new SAIT for the school. At this time with the support of their principal the teachers felt empowered to organize themselves into a Professional Learning Community (PLC) to ensure they were a team of teachers that were known for building capacity. The PLC used this time to collaborate using disaggregated data collected from their electronic student achievement monitoring system. The PLC time is used to discuss how they would modify their instruction, follow pacing guides, and have dialog about the strengths and weakness in their common assessments in order to increase student achievement. The district has a great deal of respect and confidence in Riverside County Office of Education and wishes to have them continue to be the SAIT provider.

Staff analysis of the work underway at Mountain View Middle School with the team from the Riverside County Office of Education, indicates that consistency of support seems to outweigh the need for assignment of a new SAIT for the school. At this time the staff uses common assessments, formative, summative and embedded assessments on a daily basis to inform their instruction. The principal supports her teacher leaders in looking at data. She facilitates all collaborative meetings checking to see that teachers are conducting meetings around student work. School coaches act as consultants; they give feedback on lessons after they have modeled specific teaching strategies. This 
forces active learning and differentiation of instruction. The district has a great deal of respect and confidence in Riverside County Office of Education and wishes to have them continue to be the SAIT provider. 
The department recommends approval of this waiver.
