	Race to the Top Overview Including Legislation.


The Governor called for a special legislation session to consider legislation necessary for California to be competitive for Race to the Top (RTTT) funds. The Governor’s proposal,   SB x5 1 (Romero, Alquist, Huff, Wyland) was amended December 3, 2009. Assembly Member Brownley introduced a measure on December 2, 2009. Both measures are scheduled to be heard on Wednesday, December 9, 2009, in the Assembly Education Committee.

The California Department of Education prepared the attached side-by-side outlining major provisions of each bill.
On December 14, 2009, a letter was sent to county and district superintendents and charter school administrators to invite local educational agencies to participate in RTTT. (See Attachments 2 and 3.)
