	California High School Exit Examination: Program Update, Including, but not Limited to, Assembly Bill 2040: Appointment of Panel Members.


Education Code Section 60852.1 requires the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) recommend, and the State Board of Education (SBE) select, members of a panel that will make recommendations regarding alternative means for the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE). 
To identify potential panelists, a call was made requesting applications from individuals who serve students with disabilities and/or have expertise in assessment. Education Code Section 60852.1 requires that a majority of the panelists be classroom teachers. The application required an accompanying resume and two letters of recommendation from individuals who could comment on the applicant’s qualifications to serve on this panel.
Over 100 applications were receieved and considered by CDE and SBE staff. Applications and accompanying documents were reviewed for completeness in order to be considered for review. Twenty of the most qualified applicants were identified and are included in the SSPI’s recommendations.
