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Preliminary Annual Assessment Results for 2008-09 

This Item Addendum provides the Preliminary Annual Assessment Results for 2008-09. Preliminary results indicate the following: 

· The number of English learners (ELs) assessed during the 2008-2009 annual assessment is virtually unchanged compared to the number assessed in 2007-2008.
· This year, 39 percent of ELs scored at early advanced or advanced overall in English proficiency. These results are about 3 percent higher than last year.

· The overall percentage of ELs who met the SBE-adopted CELDT criterion for possible reclassification in 2008-09 is 36 percent, which is an increase of about 3 percent over last year.

Districts were allowed to edit the test purpose during the AA data correction window from February 2 to February 25.

· The percentage of students scoring at the Beginning, Early Intermediate, and Intermediate performance levels has decreased each year since the new common scale was set in 2006-07, while the percent scoring Early Advanced and Advanced has increased. Specifically, from 2007-08 to 2008-09, the percentage of students performing at the Early Advanced and Advanced performance levels has increased by three percent. The previous year’s increase was four percent.
