	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Results for July 2008 through December 2008 Administrations
The CDE has previously provided the SBE with periodic information and updates for the 2007-08 administrations related to the estimated percentage of students meeting the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) requirement.
2007-08 Waiver Data Collection
At its May 2008 meeting, the SBE was provided the annual results of the data collection of the number of local waivers for the CAHSEE for students in the Class of 2007 receiving special education services.
Assembly Bill 2040
At its January 2009 meeting, the CDE provided the SBE with a legislative update that included information on the status of the project and a report on major deliverables and key dates.

November 4-5, 2008, and December 6 and 13, 2008. The July administration was
available to all eligible grade twelve and adult students and the October, November, and December administrations were available to all eligible grade eleven, twelve, and adult students. The results will be provided in an Item Addendum. The remaining 2008-09 CAHSEE administrations will be held February 3-4, 2009, March 17-18, 2009, and May 12-13, 2009. 
2007-08 Waiver Data Collection

In accordance with Section 1207.1 of Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations, by December 31 of each year, each school district shall provide its information regarding local waivers for students with disabilities to the CDE. A summary of the number of students in the Class of 2008 granted a local waiver will be submitted in an Item Addendum.

Assembly Bill 2040

Assembly Bill 2040 (Nunez, 2008) added Section 60852.1 and 60852.2 to the Education Code. Section 60852.1 requires the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) to recommend, and the SBE to select, members of a panel that will make recommendations regarding alternative means for eligible pupils with disabilities to demonstrate that they have achieved the level of academic achievement in the content standards in English language arts or mathematics, or both, required for passing the CAHSEE.
The panel will be composed of educators and other individuals who have experience with pupils with disabilities. CDE and SBE staff are working together on the application process for selecting potential panel members. It is anticipated that the CDE will present the SSPI’s list of recommended panelists during the May 2009 SBE meeting. The panel will make its findings and recommendations to the SSPI and to the SBE by October 1, 2009, regarding all of the following:

· Specific options for recommended alternatives
· Scoring or other evaluation criteria for alternatives
· Processes to ensure that alternatives are applied uniformly across the state
· Estimates of costs, and whether each option should be implemented statewide or regionally, or both
Assembly Bill 2040 requires the SBE to determine the feasibility of creating alternative means for assessing eligible students’ levels of competence in the content standards required to pass the CAHSEE, and develop regulations for the alternatives by October 1, 2010.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Beginning January 1, 2011, an eligible pupil with a disability may participate in any alternative in the manner prescribed by the regulations adopted by the SBE. The SBE may extend this date by up to two years if it determines that an extension is necessary for the appropriate implementation of the regulations.
FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)
All costs associated with the activities relating to the recent CAHSEE administrations are included in current contracts.
All costs associated with implementation of Assembly Bill 2040 were included in an appropriation to the CDE.
