	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION ANDANDACTIONACTION


In response to a letter from former Senator Carole Migden, author of Senate Bill (SB) 319 (Chapter 355, Statutes of 2005), at its June 16, 2008 meeting, the SBE directed that the CDE, in collaboration with the Advisory Commission on Charter Schools (ACCS), convene a workgroup and draft regulations addressing various issues that had arisen regarding the implementation of SB 319’s provisions. 

At the January 2009 meeting, the SBE considered proposed regulations recommended by the CDE and regulations recommended by ACCS. The SBE voted to postpone consideration of the proposed regulations until the March 2009 meeting. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES 


SB 319 amended California Education Code (EC) Section 47660 to add specific provisions to the Charter Schools Act of 1992 that govern the establishment of a unique general-purpose funding entitlement for each conversion charter school created in a 

unified school district. In summary, the entitlement is to be established by taking what was actually spent (total unrestricted revenue) in the prior year for the school that is the 

subject of the conversion, and dividing that amount by the school’s prior-year average daily attendance (ADA). The resulting unique rate per ADA is then carried forward into future years, adjusted annually for inflation (as well as other adjustments made to school district revenue limits). The conversion charter school’s unique SB 319 general-

purpose entitlement is provided instead of the charter school’s general-purpose block grant.

At its July 2009 meeting, the ACCS discussed the matter and provided general direction to a workgroup convened for the purpose of developing draft proposed regulations. At its December 2008 meeting, the ACCS reviewed draft proposed regulations developed by the workgroup, and after making modifications, voted to recommend that the SBE commence the rulemaking process for the proposed regulations. The CDE and the SBE staffs reviewed ACCS’s recommended regulations (as presented in this item) and were concerned with elements of the ACCS-proposed regulations.
The ACCS also recommended that the SBE adopt an appeals process for conversion charter schools by which the general-purpose funding entitlements could be challenged. The ACCS recommended adopting regulations establishing the appeals process or in the absence of the necessary legal authority, pursuing a statutory change that would allow for such a process.

During the January 2009 SBE meeting, the SBE considered the CDE recommend regulations. The SBE also discussed the language proposed to ACCS. At the direction of SBE President Mitchell, the revised language discussed at the meeting has been properly prepared and brought back to the SBE for formal consideration. The revised recommendation is presented in Attachments 1 through 4. There are two differences between this revised recommendation and the original CDE recommendation. The first difference is that the revisions contain more detailed language addressing the disclosure of information considered when calculating the rate of non-instructional costs that benefit the school. The second difference is the addition of a 30-day time frame that the unified school district must follow in responding to a charter developer’s request for the calculation. The ACCS recommendation is presented in Attachments 5 through 8. For the SBE’s reference, Attachment 9 is materials presented to the SBE in January.

Subdivisions (c) through (e) of EC section 47660, added by Senate Bill (SB) 319 (Chapter 344, Statutes of 2005), provide specifically for the creation of a general-purpose funding entitlement for a conversion charter school established in a unified school district.

INITIAL STATEMENT OF REASONS

SB 319 General-Purpose Funding Entitlements

Through this rulemaking process, the State Board of Education (SBE) proposes to add Article 1.7 to Subchapter 19 of Chapter 11 of Division 1 of California Code of Regulations, Title 5. The proposed regulations elaborate upon and make more specific the provisions of Senate Bill (SB) 319 (Chapter 355, Statutes of 2005, Education Code section 47660) which required the creation of a general-purpose funding entitlement for each conversion charter school established in a unified school district. Within the proposed Article 1.7, a single provision, Section 11964, pertains to disclosure of information used in determining general-purpose funding entitlements, expenditures to be considered in determining entitlements, and preparation of estimates to enable charter petitioners to comply with provisions of statute.
SPECIFIC PURPOSE OF EACH REGULATION – GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 11346.2(b)(1)

The specific purpose of the adoption, and the rationale for the determination that the adoption is reasonably necessary to carry out the purpose for which it is proposed, together with a description of the public problem, administrative requirement, or other condition or circumstance that each adoption is intended to address, is as follows:

Proposed section 11964(a) ensures that Education Code section 47660 is implemented properly by requiring an affected school district to disclose, upon request, the information upon which the school district’s general-purpose funding entitlement was based and specifies the information that must be disclosed. These are necessary to ensure the transparency and completeness in the school district’s calculations that are central to the establishment and maintenance of a conversion charter school.

Proposed section 11964(b) requires an affected school district to disclose, upon request, any changes between the estimated amount and the actual amount recertified to the State Superintendent of Public Instruction. As with subdivision (a), this is necessary to ensure the transparency in the school district’s calculations that are central to the establishment and maintenance of a conversion charter school.

Proposed section 11964(c) requires an affected school district to provide charter school petitioners a preliminary estimate of a proposed school’s general-purpose entitlement so that the petitioners are able to prepare required financial information. This subdivision is a necessary elaboration on the statutory requirement of Education Code section 47660. In its absence, charter petitioners could be placed in the position of being unable to comply with the requirement of Education Code section 47605 to prepare financial information demonstrating the proposed charter school’s financial viability.

§ 11964. Disclosure of Information, Certification and Recertification of Funding Entitlements.
(a) On or before the day the unified school district certifies to the State Superintendent of Public Instruction the estimated general-purpose funding entitlement per average daily attendance of a proposed conversion charter school pursuant to Education Code section 47660(e), the school district shall, upon request and pursuant to Government Code section 6250 et seq., disclose the information upon which that estimate was based, including, but not limited to, source data, formulas, methodologies, calculations related to the expenditure of unrestricted revenues for instructional costs and for non-instructional costs that benefit the school, such as costs related to school district administration, school administration, maintenance and operations, centralized support services, and supporting documents.
(b) When a unified school district recertifies the amount of a general-purpose funding entitlement pursuant to Education Code section 47660(e), the school district shall, upon request and pursuant to Government Code section 6250 et seq., provide documents related to any changes between the estimated and actual data and the information upon which the changes were made.

(c) A unified school district that will be certifying a general-purpose funding entitlement per average daily attendance pursuant to Education Code section 47660(e) shall provide to the conversion charter school petitioners a preliminary estimate of the 
entitlement within 30 days of the request to allow the petitioners to develop the financial information required by Education Code section 47605.

General-Purpose Funding Entitlements

Through this rulemaking process, the State Board of Education (SBE) proposes to add Article 1.7 to Subchapter 19 of Chapter 11 of Division 1 of California Code of Regulations, Title 5. The proposed regulation elaborates upon and makes more specific the provisions of Senate Bill (SB) 319 (Chapter 355, Statutes of 2005) which require the creation of a general-purpose funding entitlement for each conversion charter school established in a unified school district. Proposed Article 1.7 would contain four sections, the purposes of which are described below.
SPECIFIC PURPOSE OF EACH REGULATION – GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 11346.2(b)(1)

The specific purpose of the adoption, and the rationale for the determination that the adoption is reasonably necessary to carry out the purpose for which it is proposed, together with a description of the public problem, administrative requirement, or other condition or circumstance that each adoption is intended to address, is as follows:

Proposed section 11964 iterates the purpose of the article, which is to guide implementation of subdivisions (c) through (e) of Education Code section 47660. By explaining the statute’s purpose and provisions, the regulation provides useful elaboration and context for the sections that follow.

Proposed section 11964.1 provides that nothing in the article shall prohibit, by mutual agreement, alternatives to specific compliance with the regulations. This section eliminates any confusion that might otherwise arise concerning whether the existence of proposed Article 1.7 somehow precludes any other alternatives that an affected charter school and school district might wish to explore.

Proposed section 11964.2(a) requires that an affected school district consider instructional costs as well as various non-instructional costs that benefit the school when determining an SB 319 general-purpose entitlement. By requiring consideration of a broad range of expenditures, this subdivision provides useful elaboration on the statutory requirement.

Proposed section 11964.2(b) requires that an affected school district consider overarching legislative intent expressed elsewhere in statute pertaining to the funding of charter schools in determining an SB 319 general-purpose entitlement. By requiring consideration of this legislative intent, this subdivision provides useful elaboration on the statutory requirement.
Proposed section 11964.3(a) ensures that SB 319 is implemented properly by requiring an affected school district to disclose, upon request, the information upon which the school district’s SB 319 general-purpose funding entitlement was based. This is necessary to ensure the transparency in the school district’s calculations that are central to the establishment and maintenance of a conversion charter school.

Proposed section 11964.3(b) requires an affected school district to disclose, upon request, any changes between the estimated amount and the actual amount recertified to the State Superintendent of Public Instruction. This is necessary to ensure the transparency in the school district’s calculations that are central to the establishment and maintenance of a conversion charter school.

Proposed section 11964.3(c) requires an affected school district to provide charter school petitioners a preliminary estimate of a proposed school’s SB 319 general-purpose entitlement so that the petitioners are able to prepare required financial information. This subdivision is a necessary elaboration on the statutory requirement. In its absence, charter petitioners could be placed in the position of being unable to comply with the requirement of statute to prepare financial information demonstrating the proposed charter school’s financial viability.

Article 1.7. General-Purpose Funding Entitlements

§ 11964. Purpose.
This article shall guide implementation of subdivisions (c) through (e) of Education Code section 47660, which provide each conversion charter school within a unified school district after July 1, 2005, with the same amount of unrestricted general-purpose revenues per unit of average daily attendance that were expended by the district for that school in the fiscal year prior to its conversion to and operation as a charter school. Once established, the funding entitlement per average daily attendance is adjusted annually by the California Department of Education (CDE) for inflation, equalization, deficit reduction, and other state general-purpose increases, if any, provided to the revenue limit of the unified school district in that fiscal year.

§ 11964.1. Alternatives to Specific Compliance.
Nothing in this article shall prohibit implementation of an alternative to specific compliance with any of the article’s provisions if mutually agreed upon by the affected school district and the petitioners for a conversion charter school.

§ 11964.2. Considerations in Determining Funding Entitlements.

In determining the general-purpose entitlement per unit of average daily attendance as provided in Education Code section 47660, the district is to consider:

(a) Expenditures of unrestricted revenues for instructional costs and also for non-instructional costs that benefit the school, including, but not limited to, school district administration, school administration, maintenance and operations, and centralized support services; and

(b) The Legislature’s overarching intent as expressed in Education Code section 47630 that charter schools are provided with operational funding that is equal to the total funding that would be available to a similar school district serving a similar pupil population.

§ 11964.3. Certification, Recertification, and Estimation of Funding Entitlements.
(a) On or before the day the unified school district certifies to the Superintendent of Public Instruction the estimated general-purpose funding entitlement per average daily attendance of a proposed conversion charter school pursuant to Education code section 47660(e), the school district shall disclose to the conversion charter school petitioners and any other requestor, information on which that estimate was based, including, but not limited to, source data, formulas, methodologies, calculations, and supporting documents.

(b) When a unified school district recertifies the amount of a general-purpose funding entitlement pursuant to Education Code section 47660(e), the school district shall identify and explain to the charter school the specific changes between the estimated and actual data.

(c) A unified school district that will be certifying a general-purpose funding entitlement per average daily attendance pursuant to Education Code section 47660(e) shall provide to the conversion charter school petitioners a preliminary estimate of the entitlement within a reasonable time to allow the petitioners to develop the financial information required by Education Code section 47605.
