The School of Arts and Enterprise (SAE) serves approximately 410 students in ninth through twelfth grades. The SAE’s 2009 growth API of 631 is lower than five of the six high schools in the surrounding Pomona Unified School District. In the September 2009 SBE Update, performance data for the SAE was reported as follows:

· The SAE did not meet the AYP graduation rate target.

The SAE appealed the accuracy of the CDE’s posting of its AYP graduation rate target as “not met,” citing a transmission error of the school’s graduation data in their year-end report, which reported zero graduates as opposed to an actual graduation rate of 96 percent of the school’s seniors. The CDE has confirmed this information, and the change will be included in the revised AYP report posting on the CDE Web site in late November/early December.
