At its July and September 2008 meetings, the SBE approved the candidates recommended by the Selection Committee. 

At its July 2008 meeting, the SBE approved the SBE staff’s guidelines and selection process for the ELAC.

The SBE discussed the need to reestablish the ELAC at its September 2007 meeting and requested SBE staff to develop committee guidelines and options for the selection process of committee members.  

The SBE established the ELAC in December 1999, and updated it in May 2004.
