	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate. There is no specific recommendation at this time. 

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In November 2009, the SBE reviewed and discussed criteria for evaluating the progress made by 44 of the 97 local educational agencies (LEAs) identified for Program Improvement (PI) Year 3 in 2007-08 (Cohort 1). 

At the September 2009 SBE meeting, the SBE adopted a two-part template to be completed by the eight LEAs assigned intensive technical assistance in Cohorts 1 and 2 (2008–09). In the first part of the template, LEAs document progress in implementing Corrective Action 6 and any recommendations made by the district assistance and intervention team (DAIT). In the second part of the template, LEAs provide detailed information regarding data collection and the use of formative or benchmark assessments. 

In May 2009, the SBE reviewed actions taken to date for LEAs in PI Corrective Action including updates and actions taken at SBE meetings from March 2008 forward. SBE members indicated an interest in understanding what LEAs were reviewing in order to measure academic achievement.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


At the November 2009 SBE meeting, the SBE expressed interest in the academic growth of selected 2007–08 LEAs in PI Year 3 in the moderate and intensive technical

assistance categories. The SBE assessment and accountability liaisons and CDE staff, after numerous discussions and data simulations determined the set of measures to be
used to determine relative LEA improvement within the cohort since the initial identification of PI Year 3. Those measures were: 
· Rank of the 2008–09 Academic Performance Index (API) Growth, 
· Rank of the Difference Between 2009 Growth API and 800, 
· Rank of the English-language arts Percent Proficient Change from 2007 to 2009,
· Rank of the Math Percent Proficient Change from 2007 to 2009, and 
· Rank of Relative Adequate Yearly Progress Performance. 
Based upon these measures, a ranking of the LEAs in order of improvement were presented at the November SBE meeting. Using this ranking, the SBE assessment and accountability liaisons have identified the following eight LEAs for additional consideration and action by the SBE: Alisal Union School District, Monterey County; King City Union School District, Monterey County; Greenfield Union Elementary School District, Monterey County; McFarland Unified School District, Kern County; Reef-Sunset Unified School District, Kings County; Arvin Union Elementary School District, Kern County; Richland Union Elementary School District, Kern County; and Modesto City High School District, Stanislaus County. Attachment 2 provides the ranked lists of LEAs. 
Also, the SBE liaisons asked that the CDE gather additional information from both the LEAs and their DAIT providers. Each LEA identified will be asked to report on implementation of Corrective Action 6 and associated DAIT recommendations. These LEAs will also be given an opportunity to provide evidence in writing and in person at the January 2010 SBE meeting. In addition, each LEA’s DAIT provider will be asked to report on:

· LEA progress on implementation of Corrective Action 6 and associated DAIT recommendations 

· Support provided to the LEA 

· Barriers to implementation of the Corrective Action, DAIT recommendations and subsequent change to student achievement

· LEA’s change in capacity to strengthen teaching, learning and student achievement

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


A timeline (Attachment 1) has been included for review of select LEAs in the moderate and intensive technical assistance categories. (Please note that Oxnard Elementary School District has been excluded from the list of the 44 LEAs as it was subsequently assigned to Cohort 2 accountability.)

	March 2008
	Ninety-five LEAs assigned a corrective action by the State Board of Education (SBE). (Del Paso Heights Elementary and North Sacramento Elementary School Districts merged with other LEAs to become Twin Rivers Unified School District and were no longer in PI status.) 

	September 2008
	AYP: First AYP data point released subsequent to assignment of corrective action.

	March 2009
	End first year under corrective actions.

	September 2009
	AYP: Second AYP data point released.
One LEA exits PI. Ninety-four LEAs remain in the program.

	November 2009
	Introduce the item to the SBE. Provide an opportunity to discuss data that are associated with previously sanctioned LEAs that were assigned intensive or moderate sanctions in March 2008. 

	December 2009
	Ongoing SBE liaison meetings. Review additional requested data regarding LEAs.

Notify those LEAs that may become subject to additional sanctions of the opportunity to address the SBE and present SBE-requested information that gives local context to the overall data for the SBE’s consideration.

Gather additional data from LEAs and DAIT providers

	January 2010

Provide opportunity for eight LEAs to present to the SBE.

	February 2010
	Continue ongoing SBE liaison meetings.  Review additional requested data regarding LEAs provided by LEA/DAIT/COE.
