Section 7: Brief Description of the Schools 

The Glenn County Office of Education runs four small schools within the LEA. The schools are small and serve very specific populations. GCOE has one Principal overseeing the three alternative schools and one Assistant Superintendent of Student Services who oversees the special education programs. The parents, teachers, and students are all part of the larger Glenn County educational community and many participate in GCOE extra curricular activities including the After School Program.  

 
In an effort to streamline the process of providing guidance to the LEA, GCOE requests a waiver to enable the district to combine the mandated School Site Councils into one entity that serves all of the schools. Combining all of the councils is an efficient and effective way to gain representation on the School Site Council. 

The proposed District School Site Council would include student, teacher, community, and parent representatives from each school. In addition to the School Site Council, William Finch Charter School has an Advisory Council and Special Education is in the process of forming an English Language Advisory Council. These two advisories will present information to the larger District School Site Council as appropriate.
