This letter is being sent to address the enrollment in Valerie Coulombe/Denice Jennison’s 3rd grade class and in Daun Abadie’s 3rd grade classrooms at Glenknoll in 2007-08.  While enrollment in these two classrooms began at 30 by the end of the first month of school it had grown to capacity and exceeded the limit by one student in each class.   
The teachers in each classroom requested to keep the new students in each of their classes rather than create and reorganize classes.
