That the Los Angeles Leadership Academy maintains increased instructional time in grades nine through twelve from the required 64,800 minutes per year, plus an additional 2,792 minutes, to a minimum of 67,592 for grade level and affected students for the 2010-11 and 2011-12 school years and report the increase in instructional minutes in its yearly audits. See chart in Attachment 1.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved similar requests with conditions. Education Code (EC) Section 46206 authorizes waivers to be granted for fiscal penalties because of a shortfall in instructional time. A waiver may be granted upon the condition that the school or schools in which the minutes, days, or both were lost, maintain minutes and days of instruction equal to those lost in addition to the minimum amount for twice the number of years that it failed to maintain the required minimum length of time.   

Although not required by statute, the SBE has verbally required the make-up for both grade level and affected students, where possible.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


During an audit of annual instructional minutes for 2007-08, it was discovered that Los Angeles Leadership Academy failed to offer the required number of minutes for grades nine through twelve. The shortage occurred because no one verified the minutes when the schedule was approved. The school has reviewed its procedures for developing the bell schedule and calendar to ensure that responsible parties are aware of the instructional minute requirements.  
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES, Cont.


Los Angeles Leadership Academy will began the scheduled make-up in 2010-11 by offering 67,659 instructional make-up minutes for grade level and affected students in grades nine through twelve and will continue to offer the same amount of make-up 

minutes in 2011-12. The chart in Attachment 1 shows the scheduled make-up for grade level and affected students, where possible, planned by the school. 
The Department recommends approval of this waiver as long as the school maintains increased instructional time for a period of 2010-11 and 2011-12. The school must report the increases for the instructional minutes in their yearly audits.
Demographic Information: Los Angeles Leadership Academy has a student population of 474 (grade six through twelve) and is located in urban Los Angeles County.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


2008-09 penalty amount of $57,275.38 is calculated as follows:

188.48 ADA for students in grades nine through twelve multiplied by $7,051 (base revenue limit) is equal to $1,328,895.09.
A 2,792 shortfall of ADA divided by the 64,800 instructional minute requirements is equal to 4.31 percent of minutes not offered.

$1,328,895.09 multiplied by 4.31 percent is equal to $57,275.38 penalty if this waiver is not approved.
