Due to the recent drop in assessed valuation within Alvord Unified School District, the District cannot issue the next series of GO Bonds without exceeding the bonding capacity limit.  The District is requesting Education Code (EC) Section 15106   15270  be waived to allow the District to exceed its bonding capacity limit of 2.50% of the taxable assessed value of the property (requesting 2.60%) in order to fully prepay the 2009 Bond Anticipation Notes (BANs). The District issued the 2009 BANs in order to fund the construction of Hillcrest High School and other modernization projects and the District was able to access the favorable construction bid climate through the funds received from the 2009 BANs issuance.

The Alvord Unified School District Citizens’ Oversight Committee met on October 12, 2010 and discussed the Alvord Unified School District's waiver request to the California Department of Education.

It is our understanding that the District intends to submit a request to waive the provisions of Education Code Section 15270 which limits the general obligation bonded indebtedness to 2.50% of the taxable property located within the district.  We further understand that this waiver, if approved, will allow the District to sell sufficient bonds without increasing the maximum tax rate approved by the voters.

The Alvord Unified School District Citizens’ Oversight Committee supports the Alvord Unified School District’s waiver request and understands that the funds generated by the waiver will be used to pay off the 2009 Bond Anticipation Notes, which allowed the District to access funds for the construction of Hillcrest High School and for related voter-approved projects from Measure H while taking advantage of the favorable bid climate.
