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SUMMARY OF THE ISSUE(S)

Following the adoption of the California English Language Development Standards (CA ELD Standards), California Education Code Section 60811.3 (e) required that the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) and the State Board of Education (SBE) present to the Governor, and the appropriate policy and fiscal committees of the Legislature, a schedule and implementation plan for integrating the new CA ELD Standards into the state public education system.

The purpose of this item is to update the SBE on the process and development of the implementation plan of the CA ELD Standards. The plan was outlined and drafted by the English Learner Support Division staff with input from multiple California Department of Education (CDE) divisions, including Assessment Development and Administration, Curriculum Frameworks and Instructional Resources, Professional Learning Support, Career and College Transition, Child Development, and the Common Core Systems Implementation office. The CDE will update the SBE on the revisions made to the implementation plan and provide a summary of the input that was received.
The CDE presented the draft CA ELD Standards Implementation Plan to the SBE at the July 2013 meeting, along with a timeline for presenting the plan to the Governor and the Legislature, no later than December 2013. The implementation plan was posted for public review and comment on the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/sp/el/er/eldstandards.asp. Following the SBE July meeting, the CDE reviewed the plan and made technical edits and other revisions, based on the comments provided by the SBE, CDE divisions, stakeholders, and the public. The Child Development and Career and College Transition Divisions provided additional input that lead to further revisions being made to strategies four and five in the plan. Public input was provided by various stakeholders and organizations, including the San Joaquin County Office of Education; California English Language Development Test Technical Advisory Group; Merced Union High School District; California School for the Deaf; Merced Union High School; Los Angeles Unified School District; The Education Trust-West; Kern County Superintendent of Schools: Advocates for Children; Orange County Department of Education Services for English Learners; Californians Together; San Diego County Office of Education; and University of California, Davis, School of Education.
RECOMMENDATION
The CDE recommends that the SBE, in partnership with the SSPI, present to the Governor and the Legislature the CA ELD Standards Implementation Plan thereby fulfilling the requirements of California Education Code Section 60811.3 (e) The CDE also recommends that the SBE designate a SBE liaison to work with the CDE staff to finalize the report.
BRIEF HISTORY OF KEY ISSUES
The CDE presented the CA ELD Standards Implementation Plan to the SBE at the July 2013 meeting, posted on the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/be/ag/ag/yr13/agenda201307.asp.
The CA ELD Standards Implementation Plan describes the philosophy of and strategies for the successful integration of the CA ELD Standards, aligned to the Common Core State Standards for English Language Arts and Literacy in History/Social Studies, Science, and Technical Subjects (CCSS for ELA/Literacy), and addresses English language and literacy skills English learners need in key content areas. The plan identifies three major implementation phases and is grounded in seven guiding strategies.
The CDE made the draft CA ELD Standards Implementation Plan available for internal and external input following the SBE July 2013 meeting. An e-mail address was established where the public could provide input to the plan. A request for the public to review the implementation plan and provide input through the established e-mail address was distributed through key stakeholder groups, including the Bilingual Coordinators Network, Title III County Office of Education Leads, English Language Development Expert Panel, California English Language Development Test Technical Advisory Group, and English Language Arts/English Language Development Curriculum Frameworks Committee. The CDE made general technical edits to the plan and made general updates and revisions to each of the seven guiding strategies. To date, public input is still being collected, while internal input was provided by the Child Development Division for Guiding Strategy Four: Collaboration with parents, guardians and early childhood and extended learning communities to integrate the CA ELD Standards into programs and activities beyond the K–12 school setting. In addition, the Career and College Transition Division provided input for Guiding Strategy Five: Collaboration with the postsecondary and business communities to ensure that all students are prepared for success in career and college.
SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION
July 2013: The CDE presented an overview of the draft CA ELD Standards Implementation Plan and the process to receive input from the public as well as internally from the CDE divisions. The CDE also presented a timeline for presenting the plan to the Governor and the Legislature.
November 2012: The SBE adopted the new CA ELD Standards.

September 2012: The CDE reviewed the CA ELD Standards development process and presented a walk-through of the CA ELD Standards. The CDE also recommended that the SBE take action as deemed necessary and appropriate. The SBE agreed with the SBE staff recommendation to adopt the CA ELD Standards in November 2012. The SBE directed CDE to work with SBE liaisons and staff to make any necessary revisions for final adoption in November 2012.

July 2012: The CDE presented an overview of the CA ELD Standards development process. The CDE also provided a detailed briefing on the draft proficiency level descriptors and CA ELD Standards template.

May 2012: The CDE presented a summary of the key activities regarding the revision of the CA ELD Standards, including a summary of the results of the focus groups and the panel of experts selection process.

March 2012: The CDE presented the timeline and provided a summary of the key activities regarding updating, revision, and alignment of the CA ELD Standards to the SBE-adopted CCSS for ELA/Literacy.

October 2011: Governor Edmund G. Brown, Jr. signed AB 124 (Chapter 605, Statutes of 2011).

August 2010: Pursuant to SB X5 1 (Chapter 2, Statutes of 2011), the SBE adopted the new Common Core academic content standards in ELA and mathematics as proposed by the California Academic Content Standards Commission.

July 1999: The SBE adopted the ELD Standards for California public schools.
