Summary of Key Issues

The prior year (2013–14) SARC template did not include tables with data from the California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP) test for English language arts (ELA) and mathematics by grade and by student group because during that school year the CAASPP was administered as a field test. The California Department of Education (CDE) proposes including these tables in the 2014–15 SARC template to ensure compliance with all state and federal regulations associated with the SARC.

The 2014–15 SARC template will be available on the CDE SARC Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/sa/ the last week of September 2015. The CDE pre-populates all tables where data are available. 
Recommendation

The CDE recommends that the SBE approve the proposed template for the 2014–15 SARC that will be published during the 2015–16 school year as provided in Attachment 1 of the regular item, and include the revisions specified above, using the Addendum Attachments 1 and 2 as model examples of all required performance assessment tables.
