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	Item 3:  Mathematics Subject Matter Committee

A.  Update on the Mathematics Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve (Mathematics Framework), 2013 Revision (Information)
The Mathematics Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (MCFCC) members have met three times, in September, October, and November. The next meeting is scheduled for December 5–7. In 2013, two more meetings are scheduled, one each in January and February. The MCFCC will complete its work on February 14, 2013. Members of the Mathematics Subject Matter Committee (MSMC) have attended each MCFCC meeting and will report on their observations of the MCFCC’s activities. 

The MCFCC has received the first draft of all the anticipated chapters in the revision framework and the second draft of chapters covering the kindergarten through grade eight standards, transitional kindergarten, technology, and the higher mathematics courses of Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II. In addition, the MCFCC has worked on the model course outlines, a list of standards to be covered in each course in higher mathematics in both the traditional and integrated pathways, during the September, October, and November meetings and will finish that work at the December meeting.
At the November meeting, the MCFCC members worked on two important tasks related to the implementation of Senate Bill 1200, regarding modifications to the mathematics standards, and Assembly Bill 1246, regarding the criteria for the 2014 adoption of mathematics instructional materials. See items 3.B. and 3.C. for additional information about SB 1200 and AB 1246, respectively.

B.  Senate Bill 1200—Modifications to the California Additions to the Common Core State Standards for Mathematics and Model Courses for Higher Mathematics. (Information/Action)

SB 1200 (Chapter 654, Statutes of 2012) authorizes the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) to recommend to the State Board of Education (SBE) modifications to the Common Core State Standards for Mathematics (CCSSM) that were adopted by the SBE on August 2, 2010. The SBE is authorized to adopt, reject, or modify the recommendations. The SBE has until March 30, 2013, to adopt the modified standards. The MCFCC served as an advisory group to the SSPI and recommended a number of modifications to the California additions to the CCSSM. 
SB 1200 requires that only one set of standards be adopted at each grade level and that the content standards for Algebra I be based on the mathematics standards developed by the Common Core State Standards Initiative (CCSSI) published in June 2010. In keeping with the requirements of SB 1200, the recommendation is to replace the unique Grade 8 Algebra I course with Algebra I or Mathematics I courses that are based on the CCSSI version of the standards. Another recommendation is to eliminate the redundant standards in grades six and seven, pursuant to SB 1200. In addition, the recommendation calls for some California additions in kindergarten through grade seven and in the conceptual categories of algebra, functions, and geometry be deleted or revised. 
Additional modifications to the California modifications may be forthcoming, in particular recommendations regarding the model courses in higher mathematics in the traditional and integrated pathways. A summary of the recommendations to date is provided in a table, Attachment 1. The recommendations for modifications to the CCSSM are presented in Attachment 2. 
Members of the Instructional Quality Commission (IQC) who attended the MCFCC meetings and Curriculum Framework and Instructional Resources Division (CFIRD) staff will provide an update on the work of the MCFCC.

C.  2014 Primary Mathematics Instructional Materials Adoption
AB 1246 (Chapter 668, Statutes of 2012) authorizes the SBE to adopt instructional materials for kindergarten through grade eight that are aligned to the CCCSM no later than March 30, 2014. An instructional materials adoption is a multi-step process involving actions by the MCFCC, Mathematics Subject Matter Committee (MSMC), the IQC, and the SBE. The adoption process is established by state statutes and regulations that support the goals of transparency and fairness in the process and the involvement of teachers and other educators in the review of instructional materials.
At the December IQC meeting, the MSMC will make recommendations to the IQC on the following adoption-related documents: 
· Evaluation criteria

· Schedule of significant events

· Application form for instructional material reviewers.

The IQC will then take action to recommend each of these documents to the SBE for action at the January 16–17, 2013, SBE meeting.
1. Criteria for Evaluating Mathematics Instructional Materials for Kindergarten through Grade Eight (Information/Action)
One of the first steps in the adoption process is the approval of the evaluation criteria. At the MCFCC November meeting, working from a draft evaluation criteria prepared by CFIRD staff, the MCFCC members came to consensus on the “Draft Criteria for Evaluating Mathematics Instructional Materials for Kindergarten through Grade Eight as Recommended by the Mathematics Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee” (Attachment 3) and recommended that it be presented to the MSMC and IQC. 
In the SBE-approved guidelines (Attachment 4) for the revision of the mathematics framework, a number of guidelines directly address the evaluation criteria (see pages 6–7). The evaluation criteria must meet those guidelines and be consistent overall with the guidelines. The evaluation criteria must also be consistent with recent statutes that set requirements related to the newly adopted English language development standards and instructional support for students with disabilities. 
The “Draft Criteria for Evaluating Mathematics Instructional Materials for Kindergarten through Grade Eight” (Attachment 5) is based on the MCFCC-recommended draft criteria but has been revised by CFIRD staff to meet the SBE’s guidelines.
At the December 10, 2012, IQC meeting, the MSMC will review both versions of the draft evaluation criteria, make any edits or changes it deems necessary, and then recommend draft evaluation criteria to the IQC. In reviewing the draft evaluation criteria, the MSMC should consider the SBE-approved guidelines, what teachers will need to provide instruction on the CCSSM, and the instructional needs of California’s diverse student population.
2. Schedule of Significant Events (Information/Action)
The Schedule of Significant Events (Attachment 6) lays out a timeline for the 2014 primary mathematics instructional materials adoption. It begins with the initial survey of interest on the part of publishers and producers of instructional materials in October 2012 and ends with the SBE adoption of instructional materials in March 2014. This is an accelerated timeline with a shorter time than usual between the SBE approval of the evaluation criteria and the date when publishers must provide copies of their instructional materials to the reviewers.
Important dates for the MSMC and the IQC include:

· April 2013, the IQC recommends reviewers to the SBE
· June 2013, IQC members participate in the reviewer training 
· September 2013, IQC members facilitate the deliberations
· January 2014, the IQC recommends instructional materials for adoption to
the SBE
The reviewer training and the deliberations take place in Sacramento. They involve not only IQC members, but also many volunteer reviewers, publishers and producers of instructional materials, and CFIRD staff. In addition, members of the public participate by attending the meetings and offering public comment on the adoption process.
3. Application for Instructional Materials Reviewers and Content Review Experts (Information/Action)
The recruitment period for instructional materials reviewers (IMRs) and content review experts (CRE) must be at least 90 days. Recruitment will begin in 
mid-January and continue to mid-April. The majority of IMRs must be current 
K–12 classroom teachers, and the CRE must have a doctorate degree in mathematics or a related subject. 

The number of reviewers who are necessary depends on the number of instructional programs submitted for review. Generally review panels consist of eight to ten IMRs and one CRE. After the reviewer training in June 2013, the reviewers will spend many hours in the summer of 2013 doing their independent review of the instructional materials assigned to their panel, and then come together as a group to deliberate in September 2013.
The questions on the application form (Attachment 7) are designed to provide information about the applicant’s instructional experience and expertise, their knowledge of the CCSSM, and their credentials and certifications. Applicants must have the approval of their supervisor to apply. Outreach to many stakeholder groups helps ensure that the reviewers represent a broad range of diverse knowledge and experience.
