E.  Bylaws of the Commission (Information/Action)

The Bylaws of the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission define and explain the internal governance of the Commission. The Bylaws were adopted by the State Board of Education in March 2009. 
Assembly Bill 250 signed on October 8, 2011 and took effect on January 1, 2012 renamed the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission to the Instructional Quality Commission. Proposed amendments to the above-referenced document only consist of changing the name of the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) to the Instructional Quality Commission (Commission), and changing the name of the Curriculum Commissioner to Commissioner. These amendments do not alter the internal governance of the Commission. (Attachment 3)
The Executive Committee will take action to recommend the proposed amendments to the full Commission. After the full Commission takes action, the Bylaws will be forwarded to the State Board of Education for approval.
