Background:

Education Code section 49533 establishes the Child Nutrition Advisory Council (CNAC), the members of which are appointed by the State Board of Education. The mission of the CNAC is to provide proactive leadership for the enhancement of health and nutrition education for California’s youth. The CNAC is committed to:

· Ensuring that all youth in California have access to high-quality, nutritious, and appealing meals and that child nutrition programs promote students’ involvement
.
· Promoting a plentiful supply of healthful, high-quality food for California’s youth in its role as monitor of the distribution of donated food commodities.
· Advocating the inclusion of nutrition as a strong component of a comprehensive integrated school health program.
· Nominating its members for state and national advisory councils and maintaining communication with these bodies.
· Maintaining a communication network among allied organizations.
· Monitoring federal and state laws and regulations and advocating changes when appropriate.

The CNAC is composed of 13 individuals representing different segments of the child nutrition community, among them is a representative of the California Department of Education, a school administrator, a school board member, a school food service director, a school food service supervisor/ manager, a classroom teacher, a curriculum coordinator, a nutrition education specialist, a lay representative, a Child Care Food Program sponsor, a secondary school student, a parent-teacher organization representative, and a nutrition, education, child care, or health and welfare consultant.
Term of Office: 

Full terms of office are three years but given the number of appointments, the SBE may appoint some persons for two years. 

Frequency of Meetings: 

The Council generally meets for one day every two or three months with travel costs reimbursed by the California Department of Education.
