	Standardized Testing and Reporting Program: Release of 2005 Results


County, district, and independently-tested charter school Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) coordinators began receiving the 2005 test results the week of 

July 16, and all but five districts will have complete results by August 8. The five districts have school years that span two fiscal years and will not complete testing in time to have results included in the first public release of the 2005 results. These districts are Fresno, Long Beach, South Bay Union Elementary, Stockton, and Travis Unified School Districts. Approximately 30,000 students in these districts will be tested during August.

The public release of the 2005 results for tests within the STAR Program will include results for the California Standards Tests (CSTs), the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA), the California Achievement Tests Sixth Edition Survey

(CAT/6 Survey) for grades three and seven, and the Spanish Assessment of Basic Education, Second Edition (SABE/2).
A complete report of the 2005 results will be presented at the September State Board of Education meeting.
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
