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Summary of Key Issues

California English Language Development Test
The California English Language Development Test (CELDT) assesses the English-language proficiency of students in kindergarten through grade twelve. The CELDT is administered as an initial assessment (IA) from July 1 through June 30 to newly enrolled students whose primary language is not English and who have not previously taken the CELDT. Local educational agencies (LEAs) also administer the CELDT as an annual assessment (AA) once per school year to students previously identified as English learners (ELs) until they are reclassified as fluent English proficient. The AA testing window is July 1 through October 31 each year. 
The summaries presented in this item are based on the 2012–13 CELDT IA and AA results provided to the California Department of Education (CDE) by the CELDT contractor, Educational Data Systems. In November 2013, DataQuest, the CDE’s online database retrieval information system, was updated to include the release of the IA and AA summary results for the CELDT 2012–13 Edition as well as the Title III Accountability reports for the same period. The state, county, district, and school level IA and AA summary results are posted on the CDE DataQuest Web page at http://dq.cde.ca.gov/dataquest/. The combined 2012–13 CELDT IA and AA results are summarized below followed by the Title III Accountability Reports.
2012–13 Initial Assessment Summary Results

LEAs use IA results to identify students as ELs or as initial fluent English proficient. In 2012–13, 298,206 students took the CELDT as an IA, a reduction of about 2.6 percent compared to the prior year. 
Attachment 1 presents the following summary of the 2012–13 IA results: 
· Table 1 – Number and Percentage of Students at Each Overall Performance Level by Grade and Total Number and Percentage Tested by Grade: Approximately 82.4 percent of students tested scored at the Intermediate level or below, with 38.7 percent of those scoring at the Beginning level. The majority (67.5 percent) of newly enrolled students tested on the CELDT are in kindergarten.

· Table 2 ​– Number and Percentage of Initial Test Takers at Each Overall Performance Level in the Top Six Identified Home Languages: Spanish is the largest primary language group, based on the home language determination by the LEA, with 74.9 percent tested for IA. Last year, 74.7 percent of students with Spanish as a primary language were in this group. The percentage of students scoring at the Overall performance levels of Advanced (A) and Early Advanced (EA) varies greatly by home language.

· Students with Spanish or Hmong reported as a primary language had the lowest percentage of initial test takers performing at the EA or A levels Overall, and the highest percentage performing at the Beginning level on the IA.
· Students with Korean or Cantonese reported as a primary language had the highest percentage of initial test takers performing at the EA or A levels Overall, and students with Cantonese had the lowest percentage performing at the Beginning level on the IA.

2012–13 Annual Assessment Summary Results

In 2012–13, 1,186,955 previously identified ELs took the CELDT as an AA, a reduction in the number tested of 4.0 percent compared to the prior year. Prior to 2009–10, students in kindergarten through grade one (K–1) were assessed only in the domains of listening and speaking. Beginning in 2009–10, K–1 students were also assessed in the domains of reading and writing.
Attachment 2 contains the following four tables with AA results for the 2012–13 CELDT:

· Table 1 – Number of ELs Tested During the CELDT AA Window by Grade Span: In K–2, the number tested on the CELDT increased slightly by 0.5 percent from last year, but in all other grade spans, the number tested decreased.

· Table 2 – Percent of ELs by Overall CELDT Performance Level by Grade Span, 2012–13: The greatest percent of ELs in grades 6–12 performed at the Early Advanced level and in grades K–5 most performed at the Intermediate level.

· Table 3 – Percent of ELs by Overall CELDT Performance Level by Years in U.S. School, 2012–13: ELs who have been enrolled in U.S. schools more than five years comprised the greatest percent of all ELs who performed at the Early Advanced and Advanced levels.

· Table 4 – Percentage of ELs who Met CELDT Criterion for Possible Reclassification and Percent of ELs Reclassified as Fluent English Proficient: From 2011–12 to 2012–13, the percent of ELs who met the CELDT criterion for possible reclassification decreased slightly (1.1 percent) from 39.1 percent to 38.0 percent. The percent reclassified locally in 2012–13 was 12.1 percent as reported in the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System (CALPADS).
Title III Accountability Reports

Title III Accountability of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act provides supplemental funding to LEAs to implement language instruction educational program designed to help ELs and immigrant students attain English proficiency and meet the state’s academic and content standards. Title III law requires states to define three annual measurable achievement objectives (AMAOs) to measure and report progress toward and attainment of English proficiency and academic achievement standards. All Title III funded LEAs are accountable for meeting the three AMAOs. The targets for the three AMAOs increase annually until 2013–14.
The Title III summaries presented in this item are based on the CELDT and the statewide assessment results. The Title III Accountability Reports include information on whether each LEA that received 2012–13 Title III funding met each of the three AMAOs: 
· AMAO 1 measures the percent of ELs making progress in learning English on the CELDT. Each EL has an annual growth expectation based on their previous CELDT results. AMAO 1 reports include CELDT AA results during the annual assessment window. 
· AMAO 2 measures the percent of ELs attaining English language proficiency on the CELDT. AMAO 2 reports include CELDT IA and AA results during the annual assessment window.
· AMAO 3 holds Title III funded LEAs accountable for meeting the adequate yearly progress academic achievement targets in English-language arts, mathematics, and graduation rate for the EL student group.

* The CELDT Criterion is one of four criteria for reclassification. California Education Code (EC) Section 313(f) 1–4 states that reclassification procedures must use multiple criteria in determining whether to reclassify a pupil as proficient in English, including, but not limited to, all of the following:

1. Assessment of language proficiency using an objective assessment instrument, including, but not limited to, the English language development test pursuant to EC Section 60810.

2. Teacher evaluation, including, but not limited to, a review of the pupil’s curriculum mastery.

3. Parental opinion and consultation.

4. Comparison of the pupil’s performance in basic skills against an empirically established range of performance in basic skills based upon the performance of English proficient pupils of the same age, that demonstrates whether the pupil is sufficiently proficient in English to participate effectively in a curriculum designed for pupils of the same age whose native language is English.

** The percentage for ELs reclassified RFEP is calculated by dividing the number of reclassified students by the prior year's EL count then multiplying by 100.
