2012–13 SBE Actions and Official Correspondence
Ingenium Charter School (ICS) received a letter from the CDE on April 11, 2013 regarding concerns about fiscal issues. ICS was required to submit a SAP based on not meeting AYP and failing to meet the target proficiency levels in English Language Arts and mathematics. 

The CDE conducted a facilities site visit on August 9, 2012 to evaluate the school site for the expansion of additional rooms on the school site. The school has addressed concerns regarding ADA access.

2012–13 Key Actions by the Governing Board (as reported in SBE-Authorized Charter School - General Information Form)
During the past school year, the Board approved annual academic and other performance goals for the school. The Board also evaluated the President on attainment of these goals. The Board oversaw the academic and social performance of the school and took necessary action to ensure that the school remains true to its mission and charter. The board also approved the annual school budget and monitored the financial well-being of the school. Lastly, it developed itself through new trustee orientation, ongoing education, and leadership succession planning.
Fiscal Management

ICS fund balance and enrollment continue to improve. Enrollment appears to have stabilized at about 390 students. With its second interim report, ICS is projecting to eliminate its negative fund balance by the end of FY 2012–13 with a positive $50,811 fund balance or 1.8 percent of expenditures and is projecting a healthy fund balance by the end of FY 2013–14 that will provide for reserves of over eight percent of expenditures. Further, in February 2013, ICS received a one year $1.3 million line of credit with conditional loan covenants that indicate ICS debt conditions have improved.

CDE staff reviewed and generally agrees with the reasonableness of the assumptions used in developing the MYP. However, to ensure proper oversight, CDE issued a letter to the charter identifying the fiscal concerns. The CDE will continue to monitor the enrollment trends and progress of the school’s budget actions and recommend to the SBE to take appropriate action, as deemed necessary.

In the 2011–12 school year, ICS had 2 suspensions, which accounted for 1 percent of the student population. In the 2012–13 school year, ICS had only 3 suspensions, which accounted for only 1 percent of the student population. Despite a population increase of 52 percent, ICS maintained a suspension rate of 1 percent. ICS has had 0 expulsions in its history.

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As this chart demonstrates, while the percentage of students and teachers who felt that the campus was a safe place remained consistently over 90 percent throughout the 2012–13 school year, parents remained below 90 percent. Thus, safety was selected as a key performance indicator in the 2012–13 school year.

ICS conducted the second quarter school safety survey shortly after the school shootings in Massachusetts, and many parents expressed concerns regarding the access points on the ICS campus. To address this, the school held multiple forums on school safety, and working collaboratively with both the School Site Council and the Booster Club, identified a series of action steps to improve campus safety, as listed below:

· Hiring a gate supervisor to monitor the entrance and exit point on the campus

· Retraining all staff on procedures and systems for campus safety

· Increasing the number of safety drills on campus

In addition, she is observing teachers during the ELD period to ensure that all Common Core State Standards and academic content are made accessible to EL students, as well as to provide teachers with explicit strategies and support for our English Learners. Furthermore, as ELD coordinator, she is monitoring all EL portfolios to ensure rigorous pacing through the ELD standards. 

Furthermore, ICS has adopted Discussions for Learning, a CDE approved curriculum that is a research-based approach to ELD. We anticipate seeing an increase in reclassification of ELs in the 2013–14 school year, as well as improved CELDT scores, as a result.
