	Concluding Report Regarding Progress Toward Reaching Annual Numerical Goals in the Elimination of the Multi-track Year Round Education Concept 6 Calendar by the Los Unified School District Pursuant to California Education Code Section 37684, Chapter 901, Statutes of 2004 (Assembly Bill 1550). 


Summary of Key Issues

The purpose of this memo is to inform the State Board of Education that the Los Angeles Unified School District has met the requirements of California Education Code (EC) Section 37684 and removed all schools from the Concept 6 multi-track year-round calendar as of July 1, 2012. 
EC Section 37684, which was added pursuant to the Eliezer Williams, et al. vs. State of California, et al. settlement, prohibits the use of Concept 6 calendars after July 1, 2012. The SBE approved the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) comprehensive action plan (CAP) on July 6, 2004. As of July 1, 2012, the District has eliminated the use of Concept 6 as established in the district’s CAP. 

LAUSD was the only district with any remaining Concept 6 schools in California. 

The provisions of the William’s settlement are not applicable to charter schools. 
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
