Carryover resulted from unexpended funds due to a department-wide state operations freeze and local assistance contract balance being released. A majority of these funds have been reassigned to 2011–12 state leadership projects. Systemically, program staff began the planning process in January in order to fund projects by September 30 of every grant year.
Title I, Part A, State Leadership, State Institutions

$127,936
Carryover resulted from unexpended funds released by the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR). These carryover funds were combined with 2011–12 state leadership funds and reallocated to state leadership priorities of the CDE.
Title I, Part C, Secondary, Adult, and Postsecondary
$2,370,535
The CDE is solely responsible for allocation of the secondary and adult education grants. The Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006 (Perkins IV), Title I, Part C, carryover funds are generated from two sources: unexpended funds due to the department-wide freeze on state operations and local grant allocations released in part or in whole by eligible recipients. All funds have been combined and reallocated to the state's local educational agencies (LEAs) in accordance with formulas established in the Perkins IV for fiscal year 2011–12. The CDE has increased technical assistance to LEAs in order to reduce the amount of unspent funds. Technical assistance includes written correspondence, workshops, and Web pages to provide information regarding the use of the funds and timelines for expenditures. The CDE continually reviews the funding process to establish consistent, timely, and orderly allocation, application, and fiscal claim processes. 
Title II, Technical Preparation                                     
$609,303
The Technical Preparation grant was defunded by the U.S. Department of Education for grant year 2011. Carryover resulted from unexpended state administration funds and local assistance contract balances. These funds will be included in the 2012–13 Title I, Part C, Secondary, Adult, and Postsecondary grant allocations.
California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office

Title I, Part A, State Leadership
$486,000
Funds set aside for California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office (CCCCO) actions on state leadership and field-based projects were reduced as a result of furloughs and other limitations. The CCCCO will re-examine amounts to be set aside for such purposes in the future. Corrective actions have been established for future activity including evaluating capacity and increased expertise in budgeting procedures.

Title I, Part A, State Leadership, State Institutions


$186,000
Carryover resulted from discrepancies with the subcontract with CDCR regarding budgeted amounts and funds necessary to achieve objectives. The CDCR has evaluated capacity, made internal system changes, and plans to expend the total funding in the future.
Title I, Part C, Secondary, Adult, and Postsecondary

$713,000
Carryover was the result of discrepancies between budgeted amounts and funds necessary to achieve objectives.
Title II, Technical Preparation
$80,100
Carryover of approximately 1 percent of the funds allocated by the CCCCO in this category resulted from discrepancies between budgeted amounts and funds necessary to achieve objectives.
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
