This project being completed by the University of
Cdlifornia, Riverside is a database of newspapers chronicling the history of Californiathrough
newspapers. “ The CNP database is the single most comprehensive source of information about
California s newspapers, detailing newspaper titles and holdings, and recording newspaper
history and genealogy, as well as information about publishers and editors.” It has “identified and
described over 12,500 titles of an estimated 16,000 newspapers held by Californiainstitutions. Of
those titles, over 7,500 are California newspapers published since 1864 and approximately 5,200
are out-of -state newspapers. The estimated number represents titles from 94 California cities and
towns, 2,513 libraries, historical societies and museums and 526 publishers.
