PROGRAM 5: INTENSIVE INTERVENTION PROGRAM FOR ENGLISH LEARNERS GRADES 4-8
INTRODUCTION
This document includes the criteria for evaluating instructional materials from the 2007 Reading/Language Arts Framework. Publishers are encouraged to complete the optional evaluation criteria map indicating where their program meets each criterion. Reviewers may use this in conjunction with the completed standards maps. These criteria will be used for the adoption of K-8 instructional materials in 2008 and any follow-up adoptions. Five types of programs will be considered for this adoption. This Optional Evaluation Criteria Map has been customized to highlight criteria that apply only to Program 5: Intensive Intervention Program for English Learners (Grades Four Through Eight). Criteria language that refers to other basic or intervention programs that is not relevant has been omitted. 

The purpose of Program 5: Intensive Intervention Program for English Learners (Grades Four Through Eight) is to provide English learners whose academic performance is two or more years below grade level and whose proficiency in English is at the beginning through intermediate levels, a stand-alone, intensive, accelerated reading/language arts program. 
The Optional Evaluation Criteria Map has been organized into two sections:
Section 1: PROGRAM DESCRIPTION – evaluation criteria identifies the basic elements for Program 5.
Section 2: CRITERIA – criteria identified in the five evaluation categories. The most critical is Category 1: Alignment with English–Language Arts Content Standards. Programs that fail to meet the content standards criteria will not be considered satisfactory for adoption. Programs must meet all criteria in Category 1. (Refer to the standards maps completed by publishers to assist in the evaluation of the program’s alignment to the content standards.) 

In Categories 2 through 5 (Program Organization, Assessment, Universal Access, and Instructional Planning and Support) there are two levels of features (must be included and should be included). If must features are omitted, the program cannot be adopted. Program features listed under should will be evaluated holistically. (To help distinguish the two levels, criteria that are listed as should are in italic font on the Optional Evaluation Criteria Maps.)

1. The Optional Evaluation Criteria Map is optional for publishers in the 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development Primary Adoption. Either using the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ci/rl/im/ (refer to the heading “2008 Reading/Language Arts/English Language Development Adoption”) or the CDE-provided compact disc, open the Optional Evaluation Criteria Map for your program type. There is a separate criteria map for each of the five types of programs.
2. Fill in the header for the document with publisher name, program title, and grade level(s).

3. Column one has been completed with the criteria language for each of the two sections.

4. Columns two and three are reserved for publishers (Publisher Citations) to use to identify primary and supporting citations for each criteria statement in both sections. These citations are not intended to be exhaustive, but should provide information to help the Content Review Panelists (CRPs) and the Instructional Materials Advisory Panelists (IMAPs) determine that the criteria have been met. Citations should cover a range of grade level(s) in the program. Accurate and succinct responses are appreciated.

5. Leave columns four and five blank, as they are provided for IMAP/CRP evaluation of whether the program is “meeting” (Y=yes) or “not meeting” (N=no) the criteria. The last column, six, is provided for CRP/IMAP comments, citations, and questions. 
6. The Optional Evaluation Criteria Map is optional for the 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development Primary Adoption. However, if you choose to complete the Optional Evaluation Criteria Map, the map must be submitted at the same time as your completed standards maps for your program. For Program 5: Intensive Intervention Program for English Learners, 4-8, the deadline is May 12, 2008. Please submit a hard copy printout of your Optional Evaluation Criteria Map(s), along with a compact disc that contains the electronic file(s).

CRP/IMAP INSTRUCTIONS
FOR COMPLETING OPTIONAL EVALUATION CRITERIA MAPS
1. For Program 5: Intensive Intervention Program for English Learners, 4-8, the reviewer will use one Optional Evaluation Criteria Map as a way to more easily track personal comments and notes. If the publisher has completed the Optional Evaluation Criteria Map, refer to the publisher citations for guidance in your review. Remember, the publisher’s citations are not exhaustive and contain samples from the range of grade level(s) in the program.
2. If the publisher has not completed the map, fill in the header for the document with publisher name, program title, and grade level(s).

3. Column one has been completed with the criteria language for each of the two sections.

4. Columns two and three are reserved for publishers (Publisher Citations) to use to identify exemplar citations for each criteria statement in both sections. These citations are not intended to be exhaustive, but should provide information to help the Content Review Panelists (CRPs) and the Instructional Materials Advisory Panelists (IMAPs) determine that the criteria have been met. Citations should cover a range of grade level(s) in the program. 
5. Complete either column four (Y=Yes) or column five (N=No) on whether the publisher has met the criteria in both of the sections.
6. Column six should be used to note citations, comments, minor edits or corrections. Detailed and succinct notations will help during panel discussion and deliberations. There will be an opportunity for the panels to direct questions to the publishers at the IMAP/CRP deliberations.  
7. Bring completed Optional Evaluation Criteria Maps and completed Standards Maps to deliberations.  
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
