Format of the Import Files

The files must be tab delimited between each field and each row must end with a carriage return and line feed. Do not include a header or column description row. Do not pad (left or right) data with leading zeros or blank spaces. Do not use quotation marks in the data files.
Level of Import Data
The system will support uploading more than one file, although the lowest level of data a file can contain is school-section level data. In other words a data file may contain data for only one school and one section and if data was previously submitted for that school and section, the old data will be overwritten with the new data. Any district-, section-level file data in either record type will also overwrite any district-, section-level data previously submitted.
