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The following content contains the business rules for finding, selecting, and applying the demographic and program participation data from the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System (CALPADS) for the production of the Academic Performance Index (API) and Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) reports. 

2014 Accountability Reporting 

At the March 2014 State Board of Education (SBE) meeting, the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) recommended to not calculate a 2014 Growth, a 2014 Base, and a 2015 Growth API. Since the SBE approved this recommendation, the CDE will only produce AYP reports for high schools and high school local educational agencies (LEAs), specifically for those that serve grades nine through twelve (e.g., 10–12; 11–12; 10 only; 12 only; etc.) for 2013–14. The AYP reports will be based on grade ten results from the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) and the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA). 
CALPADS Background
CALPADS is a longitudinal data system used to maintain student-level data, including student demographics, course data, discipline, assessments, staff assignments, and other data used for state and federal reporting. CALPADS enables schools and LEAs to collect and correct their data instead of making requests through ETS. This option provides a cost savings for schools and LEAs when correcting student-level demographic and program data.

Use of Demographic and Program Participation Data

For accountability purposes, demographic and program participation data are used to determine student groups at the school, LEA, and state levels.  Beginning with the 2012​–13 accountability cycle, the Analysis, Measurement, and Accountability Reporting Division (AMARD) extracted demographic and program participation data from CALPADS for the production of API and AYP reports.  CALPADS student records were matched against student records from the assessment data files that the California Department of Education (CDE) received from Educational Testing Service (ETS).

Scope

The demographic and program participation data stored in CALPADS are located in several tables. The data can be grouped into two broad categories: (1) data needed to identify demographic and program participation, and (2) data used to help match a student’s CALPADS data to a test record. The purpose of this document is to provide an understanding of the business rules to assist schools and LEAs reconcile their student-level CALPADS records. 
Throughout CALPADS, demographic data records are given Effective Start and End Dates while program data records are given Membership Start and End Dates. However, if the data entry reflects the student’s current status, no Effective End Date is provided in CALPADS. For example, if a student was identified as an English learner (EL) in February 2012 and was still an EL when the student took the CAHSEE in March 2014, CALPADS record would not have an End Date (i.e., an open record). 
For CDE programming purposes only, the date 6/30/2020 was applied to the End Date of all open CALPADS records and out-of-range dates (dates greater than 6/30/2014). This date indicates that the data is still reflective of the student’s current status. Some of the examples that follow will have an End Date of 6/30/2020 and should be interpreted accordingly—with the exception of a student’s National School Lunch Program (NSLP) status. A CALPADS record with an End Date of 6/30/2020 does not necessarily qualify the student to be eligible for NSLP during the school year. For information on the business rules for using NSLP data, see page 12. 

CALPADS Data Elements
The following data elements are extracted from CALPADS for accountability reporting. The location of the data in CALPADS can be found in Table 3 at the end of this document.
· Student’s English Proficiency 
· Primary Language (CAHSEE Only)

· EL Date First Enrolled in U.S. School (EL Date)
· Reclassified-Fluent-English Proficient (R-FEP)

· R-FEP Date (CAHSEE Only, and 2013 Only)
· R-FEP Student Proficient or Advanced any 3 years on the CST and/or CMA for ELA

· Eligible for National School Lunch Program (NSLP)

· Parent Education Level (PEL)

· Primary Disability Code (SWD)

· Date Student Membership Ended in Special Education (Special Education Exit Date)
· Hispanic or Latino Ethnicity Indicator Flag (HSPLT)
· Primary Ethnicity (RACE)
Other demographic data needed from CALPADS to implement business logic:

· First Name

· Last Name

· Date of Birth

· Gender

· Student’s Local ID

· School Code
The range of CALPADS data used for demographic data processing is limited to the academic year being reported (i.e., 2013-14).  CALPADS data with an Effective Start Date or Membership Start Date beginning after 6/30/2014 is not considered.

Business Rules

1. Priority Matching Rules

CALPADS records are matched to the CAHSEE and CAPA assessment records using the five methods presented below, with priority given to method A, then method B, then method C, then method D, and finally method E.
The match methods are not necessarily applied to each demographic and program participation data category, as shown in the table below. A “Yes” indicates that the match method is used for that demographic and/or program participation category.

A. First Priority Method
The CALPADS record at the school with Start and End Dates containing the test date receives first priority for selection. If two CALPADS records contain the test date, the record with a Start Date closest to the test date is selected. The Student Answer Document (SAD) data are matched with the CALPADS data using the statewide student identifier (SSID) and school code. The student’s test date, obtained from the SAD, is used to identify the most appropriate demographic or program participation data record in CALPADS.

Example A1: In the table below, there are multiple CALPADS records for the same student. The record in the last row is used because it matches the SSID and the seven digit school code, and the Test Date (in the SAD) is between the Start and End Dates (in CALPADS). This record’s Parent Education Level (PEL) data will be used for accountability purposes. The PEL value of ‘14’ in CALPADS is ‘Not a High School Graduate.’

Example B1: The table below shows that the student exited Special Education before taking the CAHSEE. The CALPADS record with a Start date closest to the test date is the last record. Therefore, this record will be used to determine if the student should be identified as an SWD and be included in the SWD student group. Although the last record identifies the student exiting from Special Education as of 12/21/2012, the student will be included in the SWD student group per accountability rules (see detailed business rules on page 10). The ‘250’ value for SWD in CALPADS is ‘Visual Impairment.’

Example B2: The table below shows that the student’s test date falls between two CALPADS program records. The first record ends on 6/20/2012, with the next record starting on 4/8/2013, which is six days after the test date. After matching records by SSID and seven digit school code, the closest CALPADS record to the test date was the last record. The ‘320’ value for SWD in CALPADS is ‘Autism.’

C. Third Priority Method
Third priority criteria are applied to CALPADS records when the seven digit school code on the SAD does NOT match the school code in CALPADS. The records are matched by SSID and the CALPADS record where the SAD test date falls between the Start and End Dates is selected.  








Example C1: The table below shows that the student test date falls between the Start and End Dates of a CALPADS program record, but the school code does not match the SAD school code. The closest CALPADS record to the test date was the last record. The ‘400’ value for Ethnicity in CALPADS is ‘Filipino.’

D. Fourth Priority Method
Fourth priority criteria are applied if the SAD and CALPADS records cannot be matched using any of the methods above. The record is matched by SSID and the most recent record closest to the test is selected. There is no match on school code and the SAD test date does not fall between the Start and End Dates.






Example D1: In the table below, the student’s data in CALPADS is not up-to-date. There is a mismatch between the SAD school code and the school code from CALPADS; therefore, the match to CALPADS is made using the SSID. There are no CALPADS records where the SAD test date falls between the Start and End Dates. For such instances, the most recent record closest to the test is used. In this case, the last record is closest to the test date. The Ethnicity value of ‘700’ in CALPADS is for ‘White.’

E. Fifth Priority Method (Race and HSPLT Data Categories Only)

Finally, a fifth method is applied to the race and HSPLT data categories after match methods A, B, C, and D are performed. For any SAD record with blank race or HSPLT data, the record is reprocessed by searching for historical CALPADS race or HSPLT data. The SAD and CALPADS data are matched by SSID only, and the most recent CALPADS record with non-blank race or HSPLT data is selected.  
Race and HSPLT are processed through this fifth priority method separately (i.e., blank race data is reprocessed regardless if HSPLT data is blank, and vice versa).

Example E1: In the example above, the matched SAD/CALPADS data after match methods A, B, C, and D have yielded blank race data. This record would be reprocessed through the CALPADS data to find the most recent non-blank race data. The record with the race value of ’300’ is selected, even though the record is from a different school during a previous academic year, and even though older records indicate a different race.
After finding this historical data, the CALPADS demographic data is updated to reflect the new data.

2. Missing Test Date from CAHSEE or CAPA Rules
Each CAHSEE and CAPA record must have a valid test date.  When the test date is incomplete in the CAHSEE or CAPA file, the following rules are applied to determine the most-appropriate test date.
a. If the test date is blank, then the test date is populated using the most common test date for the same school code.
b. If there are no matches to another test record, and the original date is missing a day (e.g., 04 2014) then the day of 15 is added. For example, 04 2014 becomes 04152014. For any remaining test dates that cannot be resolved or are blank, the test date of 3/15/2014 is used because March 15 is the midpoint of testing. 

c. For CAHSEE, there are two testing dates in the file, one for ELA and one for math. If there is no math date, then the ELA testing date is used, and if there is no ELA date, then the math date is used. If the test date is not populated then proceed with steps a. and b. above. 
3. Missing SSID from CAHSEE or CAPA Rules


If a CAHSEE or CAPA test record is missing an SSID, an attempt is made to find the SSID by matching other data from the SAD to data in CALPADS. The data used to find the SSID is listed on page 2 under “other demographic data needed from CALPADS to implement business logic.” To facilitate matching, the following rules are applied to both the SAD and CALPADS: 1) spaces are removed from the local ID number, and the number is then padded with zeroes to fifteen (15) characters, and 2) spaces are removed from the first and last names.

a. Use the local ID and the seven digit school code from the SAD and match against CALPADS. For any matches, the SSID in CALPADS is used.

d. SSIDs that are not found in steps (a), (b), or (c) are matched by the seven digit school code, birthdate, the first three characters of their last name and first name. 

4. Unmatched SSID Rules
After trying all SSID matching methods described, any CAHSEE or CAPA records that are not matched to CALPADS will be assigned “Two or More Races” and will not be considered for program participation. The programs affected are Student with disabilities (SWD), Socioeconomically Disadvantaged (SED), and Student English Proficiency (EL).

a. SED students, for accountability purposes, are students who are either ‘eligible for free and reduced price meals’ (NSLP is ‘Y’) or their parents’ education level is reported as ‘not a high school graduate’ (PEL is ‘14’).

5. Retired SSID from CAHSEE or CAPA Rules


Students may be assigned two concurrent SSIDs by mistake, in which case one is “retired.”  If the CAHSEE or CAPA SAD has a retired SSID, then the non-retired SSID is used for matching purposes.  This non-retired SSID is obtained from CALPADS. 


6. Race/Ethnicity Data Rules
The race/ethnicity data in CALPADS is converted to one of the eight race/ethnicity categories used for accountability reporting (Black or African American, American Indian or Alaska Native, Asian, Filipino, Hispanic or Latino, Native Hawaiian or Pacific Islander, White, and Two or More Races). Table 1 below provides examples for the race/ethnicity business rules. The complete list of race/ethnicity codes are provided in Table 2.

a. If a student’s CALPADS records indicate more than one race, all of which are subcategories of a main race category used for accountability, then assign the student to the main race category. For example: 
i. Student 1 is reported being Chinese, Korean, and Hmong. Assign student as Asian.

ii. Student 2 is reported being both Tahitian and Samoan. Assign student as Pacific Islander.

b. If a student’s CALPADS race crossed more than one of the eight main categories, then assign as ‘Two or More Races.’ For example: 
i. Student 3 is reported being both White and Black or African American. Assign student as ‘Two or More Races.’
ii. Student 4 is reported being both Hawaiian and Japanese. Assign student as ‘Two or More Races.’
c. Regardless of student group, if the student indicates that they are ‘Hispanic or Latino’, then they are assigned to the ‘Hispanic or Latino’ student group. For example: 
i. Student 5 is reported as Filipino, but indicates they are ‘Hispanic or Latino’ (HSPLT is ‘Y’); the student is assigned as ‘Hispanic or Latino.’

ii. Student 6 is reported as White, but indicates they are ‘Hispanic or Latino’ (HSPLT is ‘Y’); the student is assigned as ‘Hispanic or Latino.’
d. If the SAD and CALPADS records cannot be matched together, then ‘Two or More Races’ is assigned.
e. If there is a match between CALPADS and the SAD, but no race/ethnicity data is reported in CALPADS, then no race/ethnicity is reported.
7. Free and Reduced Price Meals (NSLP) Rules
a. If a student is enrolled in the NSLP for any portion of the academic year at the school where the student was tested, he/she is considered part of the NSLP program and will be included in the SED student group for accountability purposes. The academic year spans from July 1 to June 30. A student is included in the SED student group if CALPADS shows either of the following NSLP enrollment scenarios: 

i. A Start Date prior to the academic year and an Exit Date sometime during the academic year.

ii. Start and Exit Dates during the academic year.

iii. A Start Date during the academic year and no Exit Date, or the Exit Date is after the academic year (e.g., July 9, 2014).


b. A student is not included in the NSLP program if CALPADS shows a Start Date prior to the academic year and no Exit Date, or the Exit Date is after the academic year. For example: 
i. A Start Date on 6/15/2013 and no Exit Date
ii. A Start Date on 6/30/2013 and an Exit Date of 7/3/2014
8. Students with Disabilities (SWD) Rules


c. Under accountability rules, SWDs are still included in the student group if they have exited from Special Education within the last two years. For example:

i. A student’s record with a special education Exit Date after March 15, 2012, is considered to have received special education services within the past two years and is included in the SWD student group.
