INSTRUCTIONS FOR FORM J-141-T SDOI
REPORT OF TRANSFER OF SEVERELY DISABLED/ORTHOPEDICALLY IMPAIRED (SD/OI) TRANSPORTATION SERVICES

Fiscal Year 2010-11
Form J-141-T must be completed by the Local Educational Agency (LEA) that transported the pupils prior to the transfer of services, and approved by the transferring agency, the new transporting agency(s) and the county superintendent(s). 

ENTER the name of the transferring LEA and the date of service transfer in the spaces provided. The date of service transfer is the first date that a new transporting LEA begins transporting the new pupils, and must be between 7/1/10 & 6/30/11. The corresponding entitlement may be transferred in the year that services are transferred or in the next fiscal year or, most likely in the case of a mid-year transfer, a portion in both years.  
SECTION 1 INSTRUCTIONS- Severely Disabled /Orthopedically Impaired (SD/OI) Transfer
Information entered in Section 1 of this form is used to reduce the SD/OI transportation allowance (entitlement) of an LEA transferring transportation service, and increase or establish the SD/OI and/or Home-to-School (HS) entitlement of the LEA assuming the transferred service pursuant to Education Code Section 41851.7. Expenditures reported by the transferring agency on the Annual Report of Pupil Transportation (Form TRAN, Electronic Data Processing (EDP) number 133) will be transferred from the transferring agency and to each new transporting agency in the same proportion as the entitlement. Use Form No. J-141-T HS to record the transfers (reductions) of HS entitlements. 

COLUMN 1

Line 1
ENTER the name of the transferring agency.


Lines 2-5
ENTER the name of the new transporting agency(s).

COLUMN 2

ENTER the County and District code (seven digits) for each LEA in Column 1.

COLUMN 3

ENTER the transferring agency’s final 2009-10 SD/OI entitlement.
COLUMN 4

Line 1
ENTER the percent (negative number with 2 decimal places) of the transferring agency’s entitlement in Col. 3 that is being transferred in 2010-11.  


Lines 2-5
ENTER the percent (positive number with 2 decimal places) of the transferring agency’s entitlement in Column 3 that is being transferred to the new transporting agency(s) in 2010-11. The total in Column 4 must equal zero percent. 

COLUMN 5

The dollar amount transferred from/to each agency in 2010-11 is calculated automatically and displayed in this column. 
COLUMN 6

The 2010-11 base entitlement is calculated automatically and displayed in this column (Column 3 plus Column 5). Base entitlements do not include annual growth and cost-of-living adjustments (COLA). Final entitlements will include growth and COLA as applicable.                    


COLUMN 7
Line 1
ENTER the percent (negative number with 2 decimal places) of the transferring agency’s entitlement in Col. 3 that is being transferred in 2011-12.


Lines 2-5
ENTER the percent (positive number with 2 decimal places) of the transferring agency’s entitlement in Column 3 that is being transferred to the new transporting agency(s). The total in Column 7 must equal zero percent.
COLUMN 8 

The dollar amount transferred from/to each agency in 2011-12 is calculated automatically and displayed in this column. This amount will be adjusted by the prior year and current year growth and COLA, and added to the new transporting agency’s 2011-12 entitlement.
SECTION 2 INSTRUCTIONS- Home-to-School (HS) Transfer 
Information entered in Section 2 of this form is used to increase or establish the Home-to-School (HS) allowance of a new transporting agency that is receiving from another agency SD/OI entitlement dollars to transport HS pupils. Expenditures reported by the transferring agency on the Annual Report of Pupil Transportation (Form TRAN, EDP number 133) will be transferred from the transferring agency and to each new transporting agency in the same proportion as the entitlement.  

Complete Section 2 by following the procedures for Section 1. Data entered in Section 2 will reflect the entitlement(s) for HS transportation. 
SECTION 3 INSTRUCTIONS- HS & SD/OI Transfer Totals

All cells in this row contain formulas. Displayed information is calculated automatically. Check entries in Sections 1 and 2 if the totals in Columns 3 and 6 are not equal or if the totals in Columns 4, 5, 7 and 8 do not equal zero.
Send a copy of Form J-141-T to each entity listed in Column 1 for signature. Send the signed J-141-T forms to your county office of education for signature. The county office of education should forward fully executed forms to the California Department of Education by September 1, 2011.
