Warrants will be mailed to each county treasurer approximately four weeks from the date of this Notice. The total funds received in 2014–15 from the U.S. Department of Education (ED) exceeded the amount of reimbursement requested by school districts on their applications; therefore, each LEA total entitlement will be reimbursed at 100 percent.

The funding is appropriated in Item 6110-240-0890 of the Budget Act of 2014 (Chapter 20, Statutes of 2014). The California sub-allocation (pass-through) number is Program Cost Account 14831.The funds are apportioned to LEAs to reimburse test fees incurred on behalf of income-eligible students for the May 2014 exams.
