Please use this addendum to update your copy of the RFP. This addendum hereby revises RFP CN150041, as follows:
· Page 23, Section 3.5.1, Annual Interim Evaluation Reports
Add the following paragraphs:

It is anticipated that there will be only limited reporting for the September 30, 2015 report. It is also recognized that the evaluation of the 2014–15 CAASPP administration will be an ex-post-facto evaluation and that it will not be concluded by September 30 due to timing issues with respect to the contract start date and the assessment contractor’s reporting timeline for the assessment data.

The September 30, 2015 report should include the completed three-year evaluation plan approved by the State Board of Education and include reporting on how the evaluation plan was developed. The report should also contain preliminary results from any work conducted in evaluating the 2014–15 administration of the CAASPP, and document progress to date in evaluating that administration.
· Page 26, Section 4.5, Time Period
Delete last paragraph:

This RFP also includes two one-year options to renew for the periods of January 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018 and January 1, 2019 through December 31, 2019 under the same terms and conditions.
