The Child Care Facilities Revolving Fund (CCFRF) is a lease-purchase program for the purchase and installation of relocatable buildings. All funds advanced from the CCFRF program must be repaid over ten years, with no interest. This is not a grant program.
The CCFRF Contract and Lease Agreement specifies contractors will begin making repayments 180 days after the final fund release by the California Department of Education. The amount of the lease repayments may vary depending on final project costs. Contractors should review their budgets in advance to ensure they can meet the CCFRF repayment obligations in addition to any other related program costs.

The CCFRF program funds must be used for the purchase, transportation, site preparation and installation of a new relocatable facility, including architect fees and inspection fees. Funds cannot be used for permanent classroom building construction. The definition of a relocatable building is as follows:

A “relocatable building” is designed and constructed to be relocatable and transportable over public streets, and can be relocated without the separation of roof or floor from the building.

Contractors must complete the following certifications for each project:
· I certify the funds advanced to the above named contractor under the CCFRF program will be repaid in full under the terms provided in the CCFRF Contract and Lease Agreement.
· I certify funds advanced from the CCFRF program to the above named contractor will be used for the purchase, transportation, and installation of a relocatable building that meets the definition cited above.

· I certify the Governing Board of the above named contractor has authorized me to make these certifications on its behalf.

· I certify under penalty of perjury that these certifications are true and correct.
