Contractors found to be in violation of certain provisions may be subject to loss of certification, penalties and/or contract termination.

Only State of California, Office of Small Business and DVBE Services (OSDS), certified DVBEs (hereafter called “DVBE”) who perform a commercially useful function relevant to this solicitation, may be used to satisfy the DVBE program requirements. The criteria and definition for performing a commercially useful function are contained herein on the page entitled Resources & Information. Bidders are to verify each DVBE subcontractor’s certification with OSDS to ensure DVBE eligibility.

CONTRACTOR CERTIFICATION CLAUSES

1. STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE: Contractor has, unless exempted, complied with the nondiscrimination program requirements. (Gov. Code §12990 (a-f) and CCR, Title 2, Section 8103) (Not applicable to public entities.)

2. DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE REQUIREMENTS: Contractor will comply with the requirements of the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1990 and will provide a drug-free workplace by taking the following actions:

a. Publish a statement notifying employees that unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession or use of a controlled substance is prohibited and specifying actions to be taken against employees for violations.
b. Establish a Drug-Free Awareness Program to inform employees about:

All Contractors contracting for the procurement or laundering of apparel, garments or corresponding accessories, or the procurement of equipment, materials, or supplies, other than procurement related to a public works contract, declare under penalty of perjury that no apparel, garments or corresponding accessories, equipment, materials, or supplies furnished to the state pursuant to the contract have been laundered or produced in whole or in part by sweatshop labor, forced labor, convict labor, indentured labor under penal sanction, abusive forms of child labor or exploitation of children in sweatshop labor, or with the benefit of sweatshop labor, forced labor, convict labor, indentured labor under penal sanction, abusive forms of child labor or exploitation of children in sweatshop labor.  The contractor further declares under penalty of perjury that they adhere to the Sweatfree Code of Conduct as set forth on the California Department of Industrial Relations website located at http://www.dir.ca.gov, and Public Contract Code Section 6108.

b. The contractor agrees to cooperate fully in providing reasonable access to the contractor’s records, documents, agents or employees, or premises if reasonably required by authorized officials of the contracting agency, the Department of Industrial Relations, or the Department of Justice to determine the contractor’s compliance with the requirements under paragraph (a).
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7. DOMESTIC PARTNERS:  For contracts over $100,000 executed or amended after January 1, 2007, the contractor certifies that contractor is in compliance with Public Contract Code section 10295.3.

For the two-year period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract in which he or she engaged in any of the negotiations, transactions, planning, arrangements or any part of the decision-making process relevant to the contract while employed in any capacity by any state agency.
2). For the twelve-month period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract with any state agency if he or she was employed by that state agency in a policy-making position in the same general subject area as the proposed contract within the 12-month period prior to his or her leaving state service.

If Contractor violates any provisions of above paragraphs, such action by Contractor shall render this Agreement void. (Pub. Contract Code §10420)

Members of boards and commissions are exempt from this section if they do not receive payment other than payment of each meeting of the board or commission, payment for preparatory time and payment for per diem. (Pub. Contract Code §10430 (e))

2. LABOR CODE/WORKERS' COMPENSATION: Contractor needs to be aware of the provisions which require every employer to be insured against liability for Worker's Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in accordance with the provisions, and Contractor affirms to comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of the work of this Agreement. (Labor Code Section 3700)
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3. AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT: Contractor assures the State that it complies with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990, which prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability, as well as all applicable regulations and guidelines issued pursuant to the ADA. (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.)

4. CONTRACTOR NAME CHANGE: An amendment is required to change the Contractor's name as listed on this Agreement. 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7. Detailed description of work to be performed:

To develop methodologies to carry out empirical evaluations on existing Quality Rating and Improvement System (QRIS) in seventeen consortia to answer two sets of research questions on the validation of QRIS and impact/outcome analysis of QRIS. The evaluation on the validation of QRIS is to be done within the first half of the evaluation project and the impact/outcome study of the evaluation during the second half of the evaluation project. 

The tasks to be completed will include:

Year One and Two – [December 19, 2013 – December 31, 2015]
Task 1 – Coordination and Communications with CDE


The contractor shall coordinate communications with the CDE during the entire contract period. The contractor shall provide timely and accurate communication and coordination with CDE staff and other policy, administrative, and advisory groups; attend and provide minutes for required meetings; adhere to the CDE Approval Schedule Requirements (See Task 1.4) for project deliverables; and generate and deliver the required reports. The Task 1 activities include, but are not limited to, the following subtasks:

1.1 Orientation Meeting 

An orientation meeting is to occur within the first two weeks of the commencement of this contract in Sacramento, California. All key contractor and subcontractor personnel, including the management team, must meet in person with the CDE for up to four hours at the CDE headquarters in Sacramento, California. During the orientation meeting, the contractor must provide a review of each task and the proposed methods for implementation as contained in the Technical Proposal. The contractor must develop the meeting agenda in coordination with the CDE, take minutes, and, within five working days after the meeting, submit the minutes to the CDE by e-mail for review and approval. The orientation meeting must address all tasks; including timelines, questions, and concerns about implementation of the contract.

1.2 Quarterly and Biannual Management Meetings 

At a minimum, Quarterly meetings are to be held between the contractor’s Project Manager and the RTT-ELC Implementation Team and the Evaluation Workgroup to review and discuss task implementation and status, the evaluation progress, challenges, findings or trends, and recommend any updates or changes needed. Other contractor staff and any subcontractors that the CDE requests must attend the meetings as appropriate to the task. The meetings may be held in-person at the CDE office, or may be conducted via teleconference. The contractor must develop the meeting agenda in coordination with the CDE, take minutes, and, within five working days after the meeting, submit the minutes to the CDE by e-mail for review and approval.

The contractor must meet with the RTT-ELC Implementation Team, the RTT-ELC

evaluation workgroup, representatives of the consortia, and national QRIS evaluation staff including any teams working on a cross-state RTT-ELC evaluation to discuss the evaluation’s progress and other coordination related to cross-state RTT-ELC evaluation work. Meetings with national QRIS evaluation staff and teams working on a cross-state RTT-ELC evaluation will be approximately twice a year.

1.3 State and National level Meetings and Conferences

The contractor must present at state and national level meetings and conferences which may include SAC, RTT-ELC state and federal meetings, QRIS meetings and state legislature. Throughout the project the contractor will update stakeholder groups on progress of the work performed in Task 2. These meetings and presentations to provide information on the California RTT-ELC QRIS evaluation will occur at a minimum of three times per calendar year.

1.4 CDE Approval Schedule Requirements

The CDE must approve all material and/or deliverables developed in conjunction with this contract. The contractor may not disseminate any written information, materials, or deliverables to the field, public, or any other third party without the CDE’s prior written approval. The contractor is responsible for allowing sufficient time for the CDE to review the deliverables, and if necessary, for the contractor to make modifications as directed by the CDE to review and approve the revised submission. The contractor is responsible for any costs associated with making modifications to deliverables necessary to obtain approval by the CDE. The contractor’s comprehensive plan and schedule must specifically conform to the CDE approval schedule. 

Unless otherwise specified in this RFP or agreed to in writing by the CDE, the contractor must: (1) allow at least 10 working days for the CDE to initially review each submission; (2) make all modifications within five working days from receipt of the changes directed by the CDE; and (3) allow the CDE at least five working days to review the modified submission. 2.1 Validate the RTT-ELC Common Tiers and Outputs of the Rating Process  

The contractor must obtain data and overall process to validate the efficacy of California’s Race to the Top structure and components.  

Research questions to be addressed are:

1. How effective are the California Common Tiers’ structure and components/elements at defining and measuring quality in early learning settings?  
2. How is the hybrid rating strategy and rating outputs representative of meaningful levels of quality?  
3. How effective is the rating protocol
 at determining valid ratings versus an annual 100 percent assessment protocol? 
4. Do point values of each element and the final rating provide meaningful distinctions between programs and program types?  
5. Do element levels relate to each other in consistent ways (e.g., CLASS/ERS score and their relationship to other elements)?
Task 2.1 Deliverables – Initial Validation report due December 31, 2014.  

Follow up Validation report with longer-term analysis (including a revisit/review of recommended changes) must also be included in final project report.  

  2.2 Evaluate Child Outcomes and the Effectiveness of the RTT-ELC   Quality Continuum Framework

The contractor shall develop and implement a research protocol and data analysis to assess the outcomes and effectiveness of the RTT-ELC Quality Continuum Framework.  Because RTT-ELC Consortia are enrolling participating sites at varied stages of readiness for rating (i.e., Sites engaged in the QRIS with only basic portfolio documentation and whose immediate QRIS path includes more QI and support, versus sites who enter the QRIS with broader experiences including education, training, ERS/CLASS observations, etc. and are immediately ready for a full rating process) it is essential that the successful contractor consider a stratified sampling process with outcomes in varied stages of QRIS take-up and tier ratings.  
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Research questions to be addressed are:

1. How do the RTT-ELC strategies (e.g., technical assistance, quality improvement activities, incentives, compensation, family/public awareness) improve program quality, professionalization and effectiveness of the early learning workforce, and impact child outcomes?  Which strategies are the least/most effective?  

2. To what extent do the graduated elements and tiers correspond to graduated increases in child outcomes, including but not limited to children’s learning, healthy development, social/emotional health, and school readiness?

3. What incentives or compensation strategies are most effective in encouraging QRIS participation?

4. What is the cost versus benefit for various QRIS strategies relative to child outcomes?

5. What QRIS strategies/variables best impact measurable site progress through the tiers?  What barriers exist in progressing though tiers?

6. To what extent can the Consortia’s local QRIS be streamlined and still result in the same program quality level and same child outcomes? What common elements of the Hybrid Matrix and Pathways are most important to include?

7. How effective are the Consortia in increasing public awareness of the characteristics of early learning program quality that promote better outcomes for children?  

8. For which quality improvement elements does increased dosage (time and intensity of participation) impact program quality and child outcomes?

9. In context of the findings of the QRIS Descriptive Study Literature Review, are there other tiers, resources, measures, tools or system structures that should be included that support QRIS reliability, validity, and efficiency in program quality and have led to better overall outcomes in other systems or states?  

10. How effective have Consortia been at fostering an improved early childhood system to support early learning and quality improvement in their region?  To what extent have the local QRISs been used to align initiatives and projects at the local level? 

Task 2.2 Deliverables – Final report due date no later than December 31, 2015.
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Task 3: Data Files and Report Requirements



The contractor shall be responsible for a variety of activities related to data files and report requirements. The contractor must adhere to the CDE Approval Schedule as stated in Task 1.4 above in generating and delivering required reports. The Task 3 activities include the following subtasks:
3.1 Quarterly Written Progress Reports. 

Throughout the project, and in addition to regular communication and review with the CDE contract monitor, the contractor must provide a quarterly written progress report to the CDE. Each progress report must include: 1) task number and title; description of task; a report of activities completed during the prior quarter, 2) an update of current or ongoing activities and the progress noted for each, and 3) a detailed list of activities submitted quarterly with the invoice. The progress reports shall reflect all tasks specified in the corresponding quarterly invoice and each quarterly progress report will be used to evaluate the corresponding quarterly invoice. Additionally, the original quarterly progress report must be signed by the bidder’s Project Manager and submitted to the CDE with the quarterly invoice.
3.2 Half Term Report 

Approximately half way through the project the contractor must deliver a half term report based on progress reports, with updates from local Consortia, that provide a preliminary analysis of findings and propose mid-term course corrections, as needed. The half term report must include the evaluation findings for years 2013–14 and first two quarters of 2014–15 for all evaluation questions on the validation of the RTT-ELC Common Tiers detailed in Task 2.1of this RFP. The evaluation report must include, at a minimum, an executive summary; background; the literature review from Task 1and Task 2 of this RFP; evaluation questions; sites included; conceptual framework; study design; methodology; data; analysis; findings; contextual factors; and recommendations for the CDE related to validate the RTT-ELC common tiers and outputs of the rating process. The report must describe the procedures used to collect and analyze the data, describe any limitations of the findings, and challenges related to conducting the evaluations. Any surveys or other instruments developed to conduct the evaluation are to be included in the report. 
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A draft copy of the Half Term report is to be delivered to the CDE for review and approval no later than December 31, 2014. (See Task 1.4 for CDE Approval Schedule requirements). Following approval, the contractor is to deliver a Compact Disc (CD) in a Microsoft Word format used by the CDE, as well as a PDF version suitable for Web posting, and six bound copies of the report to the CDE by January 31, 2015.
3.3 Comprehensive Final Report. 

Upon completion of Task 2.2, the contractor must deliver a comprehensive final report and executive summary that will summarize the findings from the final report, provide a final report of evaluation findings for 2015–16, and provide final recommendations based upon the findings of the comprehensive evaluation. The report must include:

· Deeper insight into what common elements make the greatest impact on improving quality and are associated with improved school readiness; 

· Which QRIS elements best predict quality and child outcomes/progress; 

· Recommendations for broader implementation and modifications;

· The effectiveness of quality rating and improvement systems and the RTT-ELC QRIS Hybrid Rating Matrix and Professional Development Pathways; and

· Recommendations for implementation of local QRIS models to other parts of the state and analysis as to which elements have the greatest impact and to where limited resources should be focused.

In addition the final report will include a contextual piece that incorporates the Consortia QRIS efforts within the broader current state and federal fiscal condition.

Progress, mid-term, and final reports also will cover any information required by the federal government’s cross-state RTT-ELC evaluation.

The final report must include the evaluation findings for all the research and evaluation questions detailed in Task 2.2 of this RFP. 

A draft of the comprehensive final report is to be delivered to the CDE for review and approval no later than October 31, 2015. (See Task 1.4 for CDE Approval Schedule requirements). Following approval, the contractor is to deliver all final documents on a Compact Disc (CD) in a Microsoft Word format used by the CDE, as well as a PDF version suitable for Web posting, and six bound copies, and an electronic copy of the report to the CDE by December 31, 2015.

No line item invoiced may exceed the corresponding line item amount stated in the Budget unless the contractor requests and obtains approval in accordance with Article 6. Budget Adjustments. 

C.  With each monthly invoice submitted for reimbursement, the contractor must attach a written progress report. The written progress report must: 1) include a report of activities (task number and title) completed during the prior month, 2) include a list of activities (task number and title) in-progress or scheduled during the prior month with a description of the task(s), the results and progress noted for each task, and the amount to be paid by task, 3) address any issues or problems, and 4) include a detailed list of invoices submitted and the amount(s) paid for by task. 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2.  Budget Contingency Clause

A. 
It is mutually understood between the parties that this Agreement may have been written before ascertaining the availability of congressional or legislative appropriation of funds, for the mutual benefit of both parties in order to avoid program and fiscal delays that would occur if the Agreement were executed after that determination was made.
B. This Agreement is valid and enforceable only if sufficient funds are made available to the State by the United States Government or the California State Legislature for the purpose of this program. In addition, this Agreement is subject to any additional restrictions, limitations, conditions, or any statute enacted by the Congress or the State Legislature that may affect the provisions, terms or funding of this Agreement in any manner.
C.
It is mutually agreed that if the Congress or the State Legislature does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this Agreement shall be amended to reflect any reduction in funds.

D.

Sec. 1232g), the Information Practices Act (California Civil Code Sec. 1798, et seq.) the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act (COPPA), and California Education Code sections 49069 to 49079. Contractor hereby agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the State from and against any loss, cost, damage or liability arising out of or in connection with any claim that Contractor violated or breached any such provisions,

Use and Disclosure: Contractor shall use Confidential Information only as necessary to perform its obligations hereunder. Contactor shall disclose Confidential Information only to individuals who i) have a need to know such information for the purposes of performing Contractor’s obligations hereunder, ii) have executed formal compliance agreements regarding confidentiality and non-disclosure, and iii) have completed the training on data security and privacy required hereunder within the past 12 months. [Subject to the foregoing, Contractor must make it clear to any person providing his or her mailing information whether the information will be shared with any subcontractor, consultant, vendor or other organization (other than CDE and the Contractor). In addition, Contractor will provide the person providing the mailing information an “opt-out” (i.e. the person can elect to not have his or her mailing information shared with organizations outside of CDE and the Contractor). Contractor shall ensure that each opt out is immediately effective.}

Data Handling: Contractor shall collect, store and manage Data in accordance with the following provisions:

Preferred Variations: Contractor acknowledges that CDE has established a “common data architecture” with Preferred Variations for hundreds of common Data elements. Contractor agrees to use CDE’s Preferred Variation for each Data element collected or stored hereunder. In the event CDE has not yet formulated a Preferred Variation for a particular Data element to be collected or stored by Contractor, Contractor shall notify CDE within 10 business days, and CDE shall thereafter coordinate stakeholder discussions to identify issues and, promptly thereafter, develop and provide Contractor with the specifications for the Preferred Variation of such Data element.

Data Dictionaries: In accordance with CDE specifications, Contractor shall develop, maintain and provide to CDE a complete Data dictionary for all Data collected or stored hereunder.

Data Destruction: Contractor shall return or destroy any and all Data: i) provided by CDE here under, or ii) owned by CDE, immediately upon CDE’s request or immediately upon termination of this Contract. Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by CDE, such destruction shall include Data that is publically available; however, nothing herein shall prevent Contractor from thereafter obtaining such Data from publically available sources.
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Data Security: Contractor shall i) prevent unauthorized access, modification, destruction and dissemination, ii) ensure the Data are kept secure and confidential and iii) maintain the integrity, completeness and accuracy of Data, including as a minimum, doing the following: 

· [Signing, and requiring each subcontractor to sign, a Conflict of Interest and Confidentiality Statement (Attachment 12.]

· [Ensuring that each and every Contractor employee and each and every employee of any subcontractor, consultant, vendor or any other person with the potential for exposure to Confidential Information exercises security precautions to prevent unauthorized use, access, modification or disclosure of any Confidential Information they may come in contact with and signs the confidentiality and non-disclosure and computer security policy (Attachment 13) prior to commencing work. Contractor shall keep such signed documents on file and make them available to the CDE immediately upon request.]

· Encrypting any Confidential, Personal or Sensitive Information that is transmitted electronically or stored on portable electronic devices. Such encryption shall comply with any reasonable standards specified by CDE.

· Locking any repository for the Data and restricting access to those personnel who meet the use and disclosure requirements set forth above.

· Properly securing and maintaining any and all computer systems (hardware and software applications) used in the performance of this contract. This includes ensuring all security patches, upgrades, and anti-virus updates are applied as appropriate to secure Data that may be used, transmitted, or stored on such systems in the performance of this contract. 

· Designating a Security Officer to oversee Contractor’s Data security program, to carry out Contractor’s privacy programs and to act as the principle point of contact responsible for communicating on security matters with CDE

· Providing training on data privacy and security policies, at least annually, to any Contactor’s employees and the employees of any subcontractor, consultants or vendor involved in the performance of this Contract or with access to Contractor’s systems containing Confidential Information. Each person trained shall sign a certification indicating his or her name and the date when training was completed. The Contractor shall retain such written certifications for CDE inspection for a period not less than three years following contract termination.

· Immediately reporting to CDE any breach of security, as that phrase is used in California Civil Code section 1798.29(d). The CDE contact for such notification is as follows:

· Contractor shall take prompt corrective action to cure any such breach of security. Contractor shall investigate such breach and provide a written report of the investigation to CDE, postmarked within thirty (30) working days of the discovery of the breach to the address above. 

· Contractor shall handle and manage Data as may otherwise be reasonably specified by CDE from time to time. 

Data Ownership: The Contractor acknowledges that any and all Data that are collected, developed and/or generated by the work performed under this contract are the sole and exclusive property of the CDE and hereby assigns any and all rights in and to such Data to CDE.

4.  Resolution of Disputes
If the contractor disputes any action by the project monitor arising under or out of the performance of this contract, the contractor shall notify the project monitor of the dispute in writing and request a claims decision. The project monitor shall issue a decision within 30 days of the contractor's notice. If the contractor disagrees with the project monitor's claims decision, the contractor shall submit a formal claim to the Superintendent of Public Instruction or the Superintendent's designee. The decision of the Superintendent shall be final and conclusive on the claim unless the decision is arbitrary, capricious, or grossly erroneous or if any determination of fact is unsupported by substantial evidence. The decision may encompass facts, interpretations of the contract, and determinations or applications of law. The decision shall be in writing following an opportunity for the contractor to present oral or documentary evidence and arguments in support of the claim. Contractor shall continue with the responsibilities under this Agreement during any dispute.
5.  Prior Approval of Out-of-State Travel
All out-of-state travel by the contractor or subcontractor(s) for purposes of this contract is subject to prior written approval by the Department of Education project monitor specified in this contract.
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ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

1.  Contract Amendment
The contract executed as a result of this RFP will be able to be amended by mutual

consent of the California Department of Education and the Contractor. The contract may require amendment as a result of project review, changes and additions, changes in project scope, or availability of funding.

No amendment or variation of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing, signed by the parties and approved as required. No oral understanding or Agreement not incorporated in the Agreement is binding on any of the parties.

A contract amendment may be considered in the following circumstances: (1) CDE requests additional new work outside the scope of this RFP, (2) there is a change in scope due to legislative action, or (3) any budget line item change of more than 10%.

2.  Potential Subcontractors
Nothing contained in this Agreement or otherwise, shall create any contractual relation between the State and any subcontractors, and no subcontract shall relieve the Contractor of his responsibilities and obligations hereunder. The Contractor agrees to be as fully responsible to the State for the acts and omissions of its subcontractors and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by any of them as it is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by the Contractor. The Contractor's obligation to pay its subcontractors is an independent obligation from the State's obligation to make payments to the Contractor. As a result, the State shall have no obligation to pay or to enforce the payment of any moneys to any subcontractor.

3.  Subcontracting

The Contractor is responsible for any work it subcontracts. Subcontracts must include all applicable terms and conditions of this Agreement. Any subcontractors, outside associates, or consultants required by the Contractor in connection with the services covered by this Agreement shall be limited to such individuals or firms as were specifically identified in the bid or agreed to during negotiations for this Agreement, or as are specifically authorized by the Contract Monitor during the performance of this Agreement. Any substitutions in, or additions to, such subcontractors, associates or consultants shall be subject to prior written approval of the Contract Monitor. Contractor warrants, represents and agrees that it and its subcontractors, employees and representatives shall at all times comply with all applicable laws, codes, rules and regulations in the performance of this Agreement. Should State determine that the work performed by a subcontractor is substantially unsatisfactory and is not in substantial accordance with the contract terms and conditions, or that the subcontractor is substantially delaying or disrupting the process of work, State may request substitution of the subcontractor.
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4.  Prohibition Against Outside Agreements

 The contractor and subcontractor(s) must not enter into agreements related to products and/or services of this contract without the prior approval by the State of a work proposal and budget for the work proposed.

5.  Confidentiality

The contractor shall not disclose data or documents or disseminate the contents of documents or reports without express written permission from CDE’s Contract Monitor.

Contractor shall not comment publicly to the press or any other media regarding its data or documents, or CDE actions on the same, except at a public hearing, or in response to questions from a legislative committee.
The contractor must immediately notify CDE if a third party requests or subpoenas documents related to this contract. 
6.  Disclosure of Financial Interests

Offers in response to this RFP must disclose any financial interests that may, in the foreseeable contract, allow the individual or organization submitting the offer to materially benefit from the state’s adoption of a course of action recommended in the development and administration of the Federal Liaison Officer. 
During the performance of this Contract, should the Contractor become aware of a financial conflict of interest that may foreseeably allow an individual or organization involved in this Contract to materially benefit from this contract, the Contractor must inform the State in writing within 10 working days. If, in the State’s judgment, the financial interest will jeopardize the objectivity of the recommendations, the State shall have the option of terminating the Contract.

Failure to disclose a relevant financial interest on the part of the Contractor will be deemed grounds for termination of the Contract with all associated costs to be borne by the Contractor and, in addition, the Contractor may be excluded from participating in the State’s bid processes for a period of up to 360 calendar days in accordance with Public Contract Code section 12102(j).

Contractor should also be aware of the following provisions of Government Code § 1090:

“Members of the Legislature, state, county district, judicial district, and city officers or employees shall not be financially interested in any contract made by them in their official capacity, or by any body or board of which they are members. Nor shall state, county district, judicial district, and city officers or employees be purchasers at any sale or vendors at any purchase made by them in their official capacity.”
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7.  Correspondence

Correspondence prepared by the contractor relating to the logistics of tasks to be performed by the contractor under the scope of work of this contract or correspondence of an informational 

nature related to the program supported by this contract which is prepared by the contractor must be reviewed by CDE prior to mailing or distribution.

As a standard business practice, the contractor must "copy" CDE’s Contract Monitor on each final letter, e-mail, and memorandum prepared by the contractor under the scope of work of this contract.

8.  News Releases

The contractor must not issue any news releases or make any statement to the news media in any way pertaining to this contract without the prior written approval by CDE, and then only in cooperation with CDE.

9.  CDE Approval of Deliverables

All approvals, orders for correction, or disapprovals from CDE must be in writing. If CDE deems a deliverable or product as unacceptable, the contractor shall make required corrections within the time frame required by CDE.

Failure of the contractor to obtain prior CDE approval of deliverables or products shall not relieve the contractor of performing the related contract responsibilities and providing related required deliverables or products to CDE. The contractor must accept financial responsibility for failure to meet agreed-upon timelines and quality standards. 

CDE shall have no liability for payment of any work, of any kind whatsoever, which commences without prior CDE approval.

10. Representational Conflicts of Interest:

The Contractor must disclose to the CDE Contract Monitor any activities by contractor or subcontractor personnel involving representation of parties, or provision of consultation services to parties, who are adversarial to CDE. CDE may immediately terminate this contract if the contractor fails to disclose the information required by this section. CDE may immediately terminate this contract if any conflicts of interest cannot be reconciled with the performance of services under this contract.

EXHIBIT E 
Sample Agreement
11. Prohibition for Consulting Services Contracts:

For consulting services contracts (see PCC § 10335.5), the Contractor and any subcontractors (except for subcontractors who provide services amounting to 10% or less of the contract price) may not submit a bid/proposal, or be awarded a contract, for the provision of services, procurement of goods or supplies or any other related action which is required, suggested, or otherwise deemed appropriate in the end product of such consulting services contract (see PCC § 10365.5). 

12. Unlawful Denial of Services (Government Code Section 11135)

No person in the State of California shall, on the basis of ethnic group identification, religion, age, sex, color, or disability, be unlawfully denied the benefits of, or be unlawfully subjected to discrimination under, any program or activity that is funded directly by the state or receives any financial assistance from the state.
With respect to discrimination on the basis of disability, programs and activities subject to subdivision (a) shall meet the protections and prohibitions contained in Section 202 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. Sec. 12132), and the federal rules and regulations adopted in implementation thereof, except that if the laws of this state prescribe stronger protections and prohibitions, the programs and activities subject to subdivision (a) shall be subject to the stronger protections and prohibitions.

As used in this section, “disability” means any of the following with respect to an individual:  (1) a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits one or more of the major life activities of the individual, (2) a record of an impairment as described in paragraph (1), or (3) being regarded as having an impairment as described in paragraph (1).

13. Right to Terminate
The State reserves the right to terminate this agreement subject to 30 days written notice to the contractor. Contractor may submit a written request to terminate this agreement only if the State should substantially fail to perform its responsibilities as provided herein.

However, the agreement can be immediately terminated for cause. The term “for cause” shall mean that the contractor fails to meet the terms, conditions, and/or responsibilities of the contract. In this instance, the contract termination shall be effective as of the date indicated on the State’s notification to the contractor.

This agreement may be suspended or cancelled without notice, at the option of the contractor, if the contractor or State’s premises or equipment are destroyed by fire or other catastrophe, or so substantially damaged that it is impractical to continue service, or in the event the contractor is unable to render services as a result of any action by any governmental authority.

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14. Follow-on Contracts
No contractor, subcontractor, person, firm, or subsidiary thereof who has been awarded a consulting services contract, or a contract which includes a consulting component, (see PCC § 10335.5) may be awarded a contract for the provision of services, delivery of goods or supplies, or any other related action, which is required, suggested, or otherwise deemed appropriate as an end product of the consulting services contract (see PCC § 10365.5).

15. Evaluation of Contractor

Performance of Contractor under this Agreement will be evaluated. The evaluation shall be prepared on Contract/Contractor Evaluation Sheet (STD 4), and maintained in the Office file, and DGS, Office of Legal Services, if the evaluation is negative.

16. Contracts Funded by the Federal Government: 
 

It is mutually understood between the parties that this contract may have been written before ascertaining the availability of congressional appropriation of funds, for the mutual benefit of both parties, in order to avoid program and fiscal delays which would occur if the contract were executed after that determination was made.

 

This contract is valid and enforceable only if sufficient funds are made available to the State by the United States Government for Fiscal Year(s) covered by this agreement for the purposes of this program. In addition, this contract is subject to any additional restrictions, limitations, or conditions enacted by the Congress or any statute enacted by the Congress, which may affect the provisions, terms, or funding of this contract in any manner.

It is mutually agreed that if Congress does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this contract shall be amended to reflect any reduction in funds.

The department has the option to void the contract under the 30-day cancellation clause or to amend the contract to reflect any reduction of funds.

The recipient shall comply with the Single Audit Act and the reporting requirements set forth in OMB Circular A-133.
17. Staff Replacements 

 Changes to any of the contractor's professional project personnel or management team (e.g., Project Manager or Fiscal Officer) or contract participant/subcontractor who exercises a major administrative role or major policy or consultant role, requires formal approval by CDE's Contract Monitor, and in most cases requires a contract amendment and approval by the California Department of General Services. The staffing change may not occur until the contractor receives written approval of the change by CDE's Contract Monitor, and written approval is required at least 30 days in advance of the staffing change.

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18. Ownership of Materials


All materials developed under the terms of this agreement are the property of CDE. CDE reserves the exclusive right to copyright such material, and to publish, disseminate, and otherwise use materials developed under the terms of this agreement. No contractor or subcontractor staff may participate in any meeting or activity without prior written permission from the CDE Contract Monitor.


Copyright for CDE must be noted on all materials produced for the purposes of this contract. CDE acknowledges that any materials and proprietary computer programs previously developed by the contractor or its subcontractors shall belong to the contractor or its subcontractors.

19. Retention of Records

The contractor shall maintain accounting records and other evidence pertaining to costs incurred, with the provision that they shall be kept available by the contractor during the contract period and thereafter for five full years from the date of the final payment. The CDE must be permitted to audit, review, and inspect the contractor's activities, books, documents, papers and records during progress of the work and for five years following final payment.

20. Ownership and Disposition of Equipment 

 The purchasing of equipment is not allowed.
21.  Contractor’s Rights and Obligations
Public Contract Code Sections 10335 through 10381 contains language describing the contractor's duties, obligations and rights under this agreement. By signing this agreement, the contractor certifies that he or she has been fully informed regarding these provisions of Public Contract Code.

Insurance Requirements


1.
Contractor, at his/her own expense, shall maintain the following insurance coverage for the term of this Agreement:



a. General Liability:
General liability with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence for both injury and property damage combined. The policy should include coverage for liabilities arising out of premises, operations, independent contractors, products completed operations, personal and advertising injury and liability assumed under an insured contract. This insurance shall apply separately for each insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought subject to the Contractor’s limit of liability. If the policy contains an annual aggregate, this should be at least double the per occurrence limit.

Automobile Liability

Motor vehicle liability with limits not less than $1,000,000 per accident. Such insurance shall cover liability arising out of a motor vehicle accident including owned, hired, and non-owned motor vehicles. The Contractor shall insure that any subcontracts include the same provisions as stated herein.  
c. Workers Compensation and Employers Liability

Contractor shall maintain statutory workers compensation and employer’s liability coverage for all its employees who will engage in the performance of the contract. Employer’s liability limits of $1,000,000 are required. Contractor shall furnish a certificate for Workers’ Compensation Insurance in the State of California, including the name of the carrier and the date of expiration of insurance, or a Certificate of Consent to Self-Insure issued by the Department of Industrial Relations.

d. Professional Liability

Professional liability with limits no less than $1,000,000 per claim and $3,000,000 aggregate. The policy retro date must be shown on the certificate and must be no later than the date of the contract or the date work under the contract begins.

2.  The insurance required above shall cover all Contractor-supplied personnel and equipment used in the performance of the contract. If subcontractors performing work under this contract do not have insurance equivalent to the above, Contractor liability shall provide such coverage for the subcontractor, except for coverage for error, mistake omissions, or malpractice, which shall be provided by the subcontractor if such insurance is required by the State.
3.
The Contractor agrees that the insurance herein provided for shall be in effect at all times during the term of this contract. In the event said insurance coverage expires at any time or times during the term of the contract, the Contractor agrees to provide at least 30 days before said expiration date, a new certificate of insurance evidencing insurance coverage as provided herein for not less than one year. 

4.

The certificate(s) of insurance must include the following provisions stating that:

a. The insurer will not cancel the insured’s coverage without 30 days prior written notice to the State; and

b. The State of California, its officers, agents, employees, and servants are included as additional insured, but only with respect to work performed for the State of California under this contract. 

5.
Certificates evidencing Contractor’s insurance coverage shall be filed with CDE prior to execution of this Agreement.
