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Request-For-Interest

Purpose

The purpose of this Request For Interest (RFI) is to invite county offices of education and institutions of higher education, to submit a proposal to provide specialized English language learner instructional training, and technical assistance to county court schools and to California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR) Division of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) schools. This funding shall supplement, and not supplant, existing English learner services.

Background

California’s county court schools provide educational services to more than 12,500 students, while CDCR’s DJJ schools serve an additional 2,000 students. It is estimated that English learners (ELs), represent thirty percent of this student population
. ELs who receive their schooling in these settings face significant obstacles that put them at risk of not making the same educational progress as that of their peers. It is imperative that ELs have access to appropriate instruction and services while enrolled in county court and DJJ schools. 

Statutory Requirement

Title III, Language Instruction for Limited English Proficient and Immigrant Students, Part A, authorized under the NCLB Act of 2001, requires that Limited English Proficient (LEP) students (English learners in California) acquire English proficiency, develop high levels of academic attainment of English, and meet the same challenging state academic standards as all other students. To support this goal, the United States Department of Education allocates Title III, Part A, funds to state educational agencies, such as the California Department of Education (CDE), to provide sub grants to eligible local educational agencies. The 2008-09 California Budget Act gives the CDE authority to expend $1.6 million in one-time federal Title III carryover funds for the purposes described above, contingent on the availability of funds.   

Scope of Work 

Funds awarded to the successful contractor must be used to provide the following supplementary services to county court and DJJ schools, as part of their instructional program for ELs.

· Provide community participation programs, including family literacy and parent outreach.

Project Specifications

Potential contractors must provide a comprehensive description of their experience, qualifications, and the approach that will be used to conduct the required activities in the Scope of Work. The potential contractors must also provide the following information:

A. A detailed description of a comprehensive plan

B. Timelines

C. Budget Instructions and detail

A. A detailed description of a Comprehensive Plan 

The comprehensive plan must include a separate timeline for completing the required activities described in the Scope of Work, and must also contain the following information:
1. Detailed narrative plans to manage and accomplish the Scope of Work, including the approach to the problem and identification of any technological and/or legal limitations.

2. A detailed description of how it will provide the services and activities contained in the Scope of Work.

3. A detailed description of the contractor’s capacity and ability to perform and administer all activities described in the Scope of Work. Include résumés for all key staff/principals that would be involved in providing services.

4. A description of how the contractor will accomplish the following regarding a final report: Provide to the CDE (for the Joint Legislative Budget Committee) a comprehensive Final Report by June 1, 2011. The report shall include, but not be limited to:

A. A summary of technical assistance provided through the contracting agency to county court schools and DJJ schools for the purpose of improving education outcomes for students and schools.

B. A description of interventions, professional development, materials, tools, and corrective actions through the contracting agency.

C. A schedule of visits to each institution included in the report.

B. Timelines

Submit timelines for work that is to begin on January 2, 2010 through June 30, 2011. Contractor shall provide the CDE, revised timelines as they occur. Provide timeline for all tasks described in the Scope of Work. The timeline must include proposed task initiation and completion dates. The timeline will serve as a monitoring document to ensure timely completion of tasks.

C. Budget Instructions and Details
Submit a budget for Fiscal Years 2010-2011 that includes a Summary of all Costs by Each Task, Budget Narrative, and Budget Detail. The maximum amount available for this project is $1,506,000. Budgets submitted shall not exceed the maximum amount available. 

Create a Summary of all Costs by Each Task. The Summary of all Costs by Each Task must summarize all costs by each task for each fiscal year, or part thereof. The tasks in the budget must coincide with the tasks contained in the Scope of Work.

Note: You are not required to use the sample budget forms included here, however, the budget information requested on pages 6 & 7 is required, and must be provided in whatever format you elect.
Budget Detail:

The budget must contain, at a minimum, the following information:

1. Labor cost detail, including hourly or billing rates for all personnel and the total number of hours or days projected for this project. Include the estimated salaries to be paid to personnel for future years based on placement on salary schedules. Computations must not include rounding, and must not be computed beyond two decimal places.

2. Operating expense detail

3. Travel expenses (rates cannot exceed those established for the state’s non-represented employees.)

4. Task budget format–Include a section that summarizes all costs by task for each fiscal year, or part thereof. The tasks in the Budget must coincide with the tasks set forth in the Scope of Work
5. Budget justification explaining the breakdown of costs

6. Program administration, including indirect costs, may not exceed two percent (2%) of the total contract.

7. Any *subcontractor expense must include the same information contained in 1-6 above. Subcontracting is limited to no more than $50,000 of the total contract dollar amount may be used to retain subcontractor services to carry out the Scope of Work.  

* “Subcontractor” shall mean each and every entity (including but not limited to an individual or business) with whom a bidder enters into any agreement for the accomplishment of any task, subtask, or activity, in whole or in part, described in the RFI, or to provide goods or services in support of the work described in the RFI. All persons who are not employees of the bidder are to be considered subcontractors.

Selection Process

The CDE will review and evaluate all proposals received in response to the RFI. Submissions must be submitted electronically to elau-djj@cde.ca.gov no later than 5:00 p.m. November 2, 2009. Submissions not received by the date and time specified will not be accepted. Documentation must be complete when submitted. Incomplete documentation may be considered noncompliant and may not be reviewed by the CDE. The successful recipient will be awarded a contract as follows:
· The CDE will award a one-time, consulting services contract to either a County Office of Education (COE), or an Institution of Higher Education (IHE). 
· The contract will be for an amount not to exceed $1,506,000.00.
· Compensation is contingent upon satisfactory performance and compliance with all requirements (see 7.1 in Contract Terms and Requirements.)
· Project timeline: January 2, 2010 to June 30, 2011

· Final Project Report due to CDE no later than June 1, 2011

· Selected contractor must agree to the terms, requirements, and conditions specified in the Contract Terms and Requirements Section.

Budget Narrative

November 1, 2007–October 31, 2008

PERSONNEL

Manager:  This person will provide overall leadership, and tracking of progress of all tasks related to the workshop; manage personnel and tasks; manage oversight of development and duplication of deliverable materials related to workshops; assist with the workshop logistics; and development, coordination, maintenance of registration communication and database of potential participants. This person will monitor budget expenditures.
$17,244.00 (Daily rate = $574.80 X 30 days)
Administrative Assistant:  This person will assist with and develop and maintain the registration process, participant database, and confirmation of attendance to meetings, and oversee tasks related to the statewide workshops. She will assist with all phases of workshop logistics and securing sites, dates, times; hotel registration, confirmation, database; material duplication and distribution; liaison to facility staff and trainers, and participants forms for reimbursements of travel costs and migrant parent stipends and contracts for researchers. 
$8,548.80 (20% of FTE @ $42,744)

Translator:  This person will interpret for the Spanish-speaking parents who will be part of the work groups and will also translate all documents as needed to assist with oral and written communication.

$12,931.20 (30% of FTE @ $43,104)

Temporary translator:  One temporary translator will be needed to assist with all the groups, which will require translations due to parent involvement since each of the five work groups has a parent who may need translation services.

$2,400.00 (One translator for 80 hours at $30 per hour)
One Temporary Professional Employee–Writer:  This professional employee will be paid quarterly through the County Office of Education. The Writer will be paid a total of $28,000 for the completion of the final document, which will represent the “State Plan for Delivery of Migrant Education Services.”

Benefits–Fringe benefits include all COE negotiated benefits, including benefits of Public Employees Retirement (13.02%), State Unemployment Insurance (.05%), Worker’s Compensation (1.983%), Medical/Dental (Based on FTE Staff Salary), OASDI (6.2%), STRS (8.25%), FICA (1.45%), and Future Retiree (2.5%). Positions included are Manager, Administrative Assistant, Translators, Writer, Facilitator and Evaluator = $16,482.80
TRAVEL
Work Group Participants:  Approximately 40 participants will be paid for their travel costs to attend six meeting sessions at approximately $250 per day for air and ground travel, lodging and meals (at the $34 CDE per diem rate). Total = $60,000.00
Travel for Training Sessions:  three days of training X 10 staff at $500 for two days to cover the costs of ground and air travel, lodging and meals. Total = $15,000.00
Travel for COE staff:  Five staff to be paid for mileage and meals to attend seven days of meetings. Mileage reimbursement at .485 per mile and meals at CDE per Diem of $34. Total = $3,290.00
Management Team travel:  This group will be meeting additional dates to plan for the Work Group meetings. five staff @ $230 per day X two days = $2300.00

Out of State Travel:  Three individuals will be traveling to the National Conference where California’s State Plan will be presented in a workshop format:  The facilitator:  (insert person’s name), the Project Manager:  (insert person’s name and a Work Group participant: (insert person’s name). Registration for three = $900, Lodging for two rooms for three nights = $834, flights $1132, parking @ $10 per day for four days = $80 and car rental $254 for a total of $3200.
OPERATING EXPENSES
A budget has been established to provide the necessary items for each meeting session, management team meeting and for the three workshop presentations throughout the State. 

Books:  Books will be purchased to support the work groups in researching strategies and interventions in each of the five areas; health, school readiness, mathematics, English Language Arts/Reading, and High School. $5000.00
Office Supplies:  This line item includes estimated costs for materials related to the work group meetings, communication, preparation, and implementation of the 3 workshops such as, but not limited to, paper products, writing instruments and pads, binders, folders, post-its, paper clips, staples, staplers, tape. Average of $920.15 for 8 months = $7361.20
Training Materials/Supplies:  This line item includes estimated costs for materials related to preparation and implementation of the three workshops such as chart paper, markers, technology use, and resource/kit materials. Total costs = $10,000.00.

Training Administrative component:  This line item includes estimated costs related to workshop advertisement, registration confirmations, communication with the workshop leads and potential participants, facility and workshop logistics/liaison, and software program development and maintenance. The cost per workshop is estimated at $5000.00 for four workshop sessions. ($1250 per workshop)

Facility/AV Rentals:  This line item includes estimated costs for lease of facility and audio-visual equipment to provide services related to the project tasks and workshops. The costs per day will be $200 X 6 days @ Sand Dune Office of Ed. and $3,800 for parent training facilities elsewhere = $5000.

Duplicating:  This line item includes necessary duplicating of related literature and workshop presentation materials. The costs also include duplication of literature, correspondence, and manuals. The monthly cost for printing is $625 X 8 months = $5,000.00
Contracts:

The Facilitator will be paid a total of $24,950 in four payments from October–June. She will be in charge of coordinating the input from the work groups, the Sand Dune Regional Directors, the management team, and the researchers. She will act as the lead in the communications that go out to all participants of this project. She will oversee the collection of research and the electronic document library.

The Evaluator will be paid a total of $8,100.00 to write up the evaluation of the process for developing the State Plan. This document will assist establishing how the State will evaluate program effectiveness relative to performance targets and measurable outcomes. 

Stipends:

Parent Stipends of $100 per day will be paid to each migrant parent who participates in the work group meetings. Total of 12 parents X $100 stipends to attend 7 meetings = $8,400.00
Researcher Stipends @ $17,500: Seven researchers will be paid a stipend, which will include, presenting their research to the work groups, gathering pertinent information to send to the work groups and planning, preparation and travel. Average rate of $2500.00 per researcher. 

Postage and Shipping:  This line item includes necessary postage for mailing out literature packets related to the Group Work tasks in addition to expenses related to transporting supplies, equipment, and materials to the estimated 3 workshops. The monthly cost for postage and shipping will be $437.50 X 8 months = $3500.00
Telephones/Data/Fax Lines:  This line item includes use of four office-based phones and fax lines to facilitate communication with individuals involved with the 5 work groups, 3  workshops, logistics, advertisement, registration, confirmations, teleconferences and video conference costs, and daily business at $375 X 8 months = $3000.00
INDIRECT:  The indirect cost rate applied to this contract is 10.21% as established by the CDE for the COE, for the 2007-2008 fiscal year. This indirect cost will cover a portion of expenses incurred by the COE for human resources, accounting and business services, payroll, facility maintenance, and other related costs. Total = $27,792.00

Contract Terms and Requirements

The terms and conditions within the California Department of Education (CDE’s) proposed contract as set forth herein are not negotiable. The contractor’s submission of documentation is acceptance of these terms.

1. Compensation

For services satisfactorily rendered and upon receipt and approval of the invoices, the State of California agrees to Contractor for actual expenditures incurred in accordance with the rates specified herein. Payments shall be made in arrears on a monthly basis, upon receipt of an itemized invoice and a monthly progress report of the activities performed during the invoice period. Payment of the invoice will not be made until the CDE accepts and approves the invoice. To be approved, the invoice must include the same level of detail contained in the Budget for each task for the fiscal year in which the expense was incurred. Further, the invoice must be easily comparable by CDE staff to the Budget submitted by the contractor. Except as specified below, no line item invoiced may exceed the corresponding line item in the Budget Detail Section.

In accordance with the requirements set forth in Public Contract Code, Section 10346, the State shall withhold from the invoiced payment amount to the Contractor, an amount equal to ten percent (10%) of that payment. Such retained amount shall be held by the State and shall be released pending final completion of this Agreement to the satisfaction of the State.

All travel costs shall be reimbursed at rates not to exceed those established for CDE’s non-represented employees, computed in accordance with and allowable pursuant to applicable Department of Personnel Administration regulations.

Surplus funds from a given line item of the budget, up to ten percent of that line item, may be used to defray allowable direct costs under other budget line items with prior written CDE approval. Any budget line item change of more than ten percent requires a contract amendment and approval by the State Department of General Services if required by State law or policy. Budget adjustments shall not be allowed which increase the rates of reimbursement.

2. Prompt Payment Clause:

Payment will be made in accordance with, and within the time specified in, California Government Code Chapter 4.5, commencing with Section 927.

3. Funding Contingency

It is mutually understood between the parties that this Agreement may have been written before ascertaining the availability of congressional or legislative appropriation of funds, for the mutual benefit of both parties in order to avoid program and fiscal delays that would occur if the Agreement were executed after that determination was made.

This Agreement is valid and enforceable only if sufficient funds are made available to the State by the United States Government or the California State Legislature for the purpose of this program. In addition, this Agreement is subject to any additional restrictions, limitations, conditions, or any statute enacted by the Congress or the State Legislature that may affect the provisions, terms or funding of this Agreement in any manner.

4. Staff Replacements

Changes to any of the Contractor's professional project personnel or management team (e.g., Project Manager or Fiscal Officer) will require formal approval by CDE's Contract Monitor and, in most cases, also require a contract amendment and approval by Department of General Services. The staffing change may not occur until the Contractor receives written approval of the change by the CDE's Contract Monitor, and written approval is required at least 30 days in advance of the staffing change. 

5. Ownership of Materials

All materials developed under the terms of this agreement are the property of the CDE. The CDE reserves the exclusive right to copyright such material and to publish, disseminate, and otherwise use materials developed under the terms of this agreement. No Contractor or subcontractor may participate in any meeting to represent the CDE without prior written permission from the Contract Monitor. 

6. Retention of Records

The contractor shall maintain accounting records and other evidence pertaining to costs incurred, with the provision that they shall be kept available by the contractor during the contract period and thereafter for five full years from the date of the final payment. The CDE must be permitted to audit, review, and inspect the contractor’s activities, books, documents, papers and records during progress of the work and for five years following final payment.

7. Ownership and Disposition of Equipment 

The purchase of equipment is not allowed.

8. Computer Software Copyright Compliance

By signing this agreement, the Contractor certifies that it has appropriate systems and controls in place to ensure that computer software will not be operated or maintained in violation of copyright laws.

Information Technology Requirements (revised 10/11/07)

For contracts that require the Contractor to develop, modify, or maintain any type of Web product (which includes, but is not limited to, a Web page, Web document, Web site, Web application, or other Web service) or contracts that include a Web product as a deliverable or result, the Contractor hereby agrees to adhere to the following CDE Web standards:

1. All Web site and application pages/documents that can be seen by public users must be reviewed and approved as required by the CDE’s Department of Education Administrative Manual (DEAM) Section 3800 process. The Contractor agrees to work through the CDE Contract Monitor for this agreement to ensure that the DEAM 3800 process is implemented.

2. Within one year of signing a contract, the Contractor must ensure that the Web sites and Web applications adhere to the appropriate CDE Web Standards as specified at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/di/ws/webstandards.asp. 

3. The Contractor must provide the application and/or Web site source code, collected data, and project documentation in a form to be specified by the CDE according to the following time frame:

a. For new sites/applications: Within 30 days of implementation. For multiyear agreements, material must also be provided annually on the contract date anniversary during the contract period. Applicable encryption keys must be provided. 

b. For existing sites/applications: Within 90 days of the contract renewal or amendment execution. For multiyear agreements, material must also be provided annually on the contract date anniversary during the contract period. Applicable encryption keys must be provided.

4. The Contractor shall monitor the Web site/application on a monthly basis (or more frequently if necessary) to identify and correct the following issues:

c. Broken links

d. Out-of-date content 

e. Usability issues 

f. Circumstances in which the contractual agreement is not followed 

5. The Contractor agrees to not violate any proprietary rights or laws (e.g., privacy, confidentiality, copyright, commercial use, hate speech, pornography, software/media downloading, etc.). In addition, the Contractor agrees to make all reasonable efforts to protect the copyright of CDE content and to obtain the permission of the CDE by contacting the CDE Press to obtain permission before allowing any other entity to publish copyrighted CDE content.

6. The Contractor agrees that any Web applications, Web sites, data, or other files that are needed to restore the system in the event of disaster are backed up redundantly and that a detailed, tested plan exists for such a restoration. 

7. The Contractor shall provide the CDE with Web site usage reports on a monthly basis during the contract period for each Web page, document, or file that can be viewed by users. In addition, the Contractor shall provide an easy mechanism for users to provide feedback on the site/application, such as a feedback form. 

10. Data Management Requirements

For contracts that require the Contractor to conduct data collection services (including, but not limited to, surveys, online Web applications, program evaluation, legislative reports, and assessment), the Contractor hereby agrees to adhere to the following CDE standards:

Privacy, Security, and Confidentiality
If, in the course of carrying out this work, the Contractor gathers or processes personal (private) information, the Contractor must provide written assurance that the data will be managed in accordance with all applicable federal and California state privacy laws including, but not limited to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1984 (20 U.S.C. Section 1232g), the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act (COPPA), and California Education Code sections 49069 to 49079. Examples of personal information include, but are not limited to, name, telephone number, e-mail account, address, date of birth, and social security number. 
In addition, the Contractor will be expected to demonstrate that it has taken specific steps to ensure that the data are kept secure and confidential as evidenced by, at a minimum, the following:

· Each and every subcontractor or other person who has access to personal information is required to sign a statement that he or she understands that the information is personal and that he or she will take steps to ensure that unauthorized personnel do not gain access to personal data. 
· Personal data, while being transmitted electronically, must be encrypted.
· Any repository for the data will be locked and have access restricted to those personnel that have a legitimate need to access the data and have a signed confidentiality statement.

Any security breach must be reported to the CDE immediately.
CDE considers mailing information (including e-mail address) to be personal (private). As such, if the contractor asks a person for his or her mailing information, the contractor must make it clear to the person providing the information whether the information will be shared with any organization other than CDE and the contractor. In addition, the contractor will provide the person providing the mailing information an “opt-out” (i.e. the person can elect to not have his or her mailing information shared with organizations outside of CDE and the contractor).

Data Ownership

The Contractor understands that any and all data that are collected and/or generated by the work performed under this agreement are the sole property of the CDE.

Use of Preferred Variations

If gathering data or creating a database, the Contractor agrees to use the California Department of Education’s (CDE) preferred variations* for collecting and storing specific data.

*The preferred variation is the format or content that is accepted by CDE as the preferred way of storing and/or sharing data. It may not be the preferred variation in another organization.

Data Dictionaries

If the contractor is collecting data on behalf of the CDE, the contractor agrees to develop and maintain a complete data dictionary in accordance with CDE specifications and provide that information, in electronic format, to the Data Management Improvement Program.

11. Contract Amendment

No amendment or variation of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing, signed by the parties and approved as required. No oral understanding or Agreement not incorporated in the Agreement is binding on any of the parties.

12. Potential Subcontractors
Nothing contained in this agreement or otherwise, shall create any contractual relation between the State of California and any subcontractors, and no subcontract shall relieve the Contractor of its responsibilities and obligations hereunder. The Contractor agrees to be as fully responsible to the State for the acts and omissions of its subcontractors and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by any of them as it is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by the Contractor. The Contractor's obligation to pay its subcontractors is an independent obligation from the state's obligation to make payments to the Contractor. As a result, the state shall have no obligation to pay or to enforce the payment of any moneys to any subcontractor.

13. Subcontracting

The Contractor is responsible for any work it subcontracts. Subcontracts must include all applicable terms and conditions of this agreement. Any subcontractors, outside associates, or consultants required by the Contractor in connection with the services covered by this agreement shall be limited to such individuals or firms as were specifically identified in the bid or agreed to during negotiations for this Agreement or as are specifically authorized by the Contract Monitor during the performance of this Agreement. Any substitutions in or additions to such subcontractors, associates, or consultants shall be subject to prior written approval of the Contract Monitor. The Contractor warrants, represents, and agrees that it and its subcontractors, employees, and representatives shall at all times comply with all applicable laws, codes, rules, and regulations in the performance of this Agreement. Should the State of California determine that the work performed by a subcontractor is substantially unsatisfactory and is not in substantial accordance with the contract terms and conditions or that the subcontractor is substantially delaying or disrupting the process of work, the state may request substitution of the subcontractor.

14. Prohibition Against Outside Agreements

The Contractor and subcontractor(s) must not enter into agreements related to products and/or services of this contract without the prior approval by the State of California of a work proposal and budget for the work proposed. 

15. Right to Terminate
The state reserves the right to terminate this agreement subject to 30 days written notice to the contractor. Contractor may submit a written request to terminate this agreement only if the State should substantially fail to perform its responsibilities as provided herein.

However, the agreement may be immediately terminated for cause. The term “for cause” shall mean that the contractor fails to meet the terms, conditions, and/or responsibilities of the contract. In this instance, the contract termination shall be effective as of the date indicated on the State’s notification to the contractor.

This agreement may be suspended or cancelled without notice, at the option of the contractor, if the contractor’s or State’s premises or equipment are destroyed by fire or other catastrophe, or so substantially damaged that it is impractical to continue service, or in the event that the contractor is unable to render services as a result of any action by any governmental authority.

16. Follow-on Contracts

No contractor, subcontractor, person, firm, or subsidiary thereof who has been awarded a consulting service contract or a contract which includes a consulting component (PCC Section 10335.5) may be awarded a contract for the provision of services, delivery of goods or supplies, or any other related action, which is required, suggested, or otherwise deemed appropriate as an end product of the consulting services contract. (PCC Section 10365.5).

17. Contracts Funded by the Federal Government 
It is mutually understood between the parties that this contract may have been written before ascertaining the availability of congressional appropriation of funds, for the mutual benefit of both parties, in order to avoid program and fiscal delays, which would occur if the contract were executed after that determination was made.

This contract is valid and enforceable only if sufficient funds are made available to the State by the United States Government for Fiscal Year(s) covered by this agreement for the purposes of this program. In addition, this contract is subject to any additional restrictions, limitations, or conditions enacted by the Congress or any statute enacted by the Congress, which may affect the provisions, terms, or funding of this contract in any manner.

It is mutually agreed that if Congress does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this contract shall be amended to reflect any reduction in funds.

The department has the option to void the contract under the 30-day cancellation clause or to amend the contract to reflect any reduction of funds.

The recipient shall comply with the Single Audit Act and the reporting requirements set forth in OMB Circular A-133.

General Terms and Conditions
