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General Information
A. EETT Overview

The primary goal of the Title II, Part D, Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) program is to improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in elementary and secondary schools. The EETT program was established as part of the federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001, Public Law 107-110, Title II, Part D, sections 2401-2441 at http://www.ed.gov/legislation/ESEA02/pg34.html (Outside Source). Under this program, the California Department of Education (CDE) awards federally-funded grants to eligible and competitive projects from school districts, county offices of education, or direct-funded charter schools. The EETT Competitive (EETT C) grant is governed by NCLB guidelines at http://www.ed.gov/programs/edtech/guidance.doc (Outside Source) and state statutes specified in Education Code (EC) Sections 52295-52295.50
B. EETT Goals
The primary goal of EETT is to improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in elementary and secondary schools.
Additional EETT goals are as follows:
(1) Assist every student in crossing the digital divide by ensuring that every student is technologically literate by the time the student finishes the eighth grade, regardless of the student's race, ethnicity, gender, family income, geographic location, or disability and

(2) Encourage the effective integration of technology resources and systems with teacher training and curriculum development to establish research-based instructional methods that can be widely implemented as best practices by State educational agencies (SEAs) and local educational agencies (LEAs).

C. Eligibility

To be eligible to compete for EETT C, an eligible local entity must be a school district (or a consortium of school districts), a charter school (only direct funded charters), or a county office of education that serve grades four through eight. The local entity must have a state-approved educational technology plan AND must be classified as a high-need local educational agency OR as an eligible local partnership. 
A state-approved educational technology plan is a three to five year plan that elaborates on the strategic use of education technology by the LEA. Such plans are approved by the California Department of Education (CDE). To check the current status of your technology plan, go to our web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ls/et/rs/ap/county.asp. If your LEA does not have an approved technology plan, contact your regional California Technical Assistance Project (CTAP) representative for assistance in preparing an educational technology plan at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ls/et/rs/ctapcoordinators.asp
A “high-need local educational agency” is an entity that:
(1) Is among those LEAs in the State with the highest numbers or percentages of children from families with incomes below the poverty line, which means the poverty line (as defined by the Office of Management and Budget and revised annually in accordance with section 673(2) of the Community Services Block Grant Act) applicable to a family of the size involved (ESEA Section 9101(33)).(See the U.S. Census Web site at http://www.census.gov/hhes/www/saipe/ (Outside Source) and 
(2)(i) operates one or more schools identified for federal Program Improvement or corrective action under section 1116 of NCLB; or
(2)(ii) has a substantial need for assistance in acquiring and using technology. Substantial need is defined as having an average of 10:1 student-to-multimedia computer ratio or greater in schools serving four through eighth grades in the district or an average of less than 50 percent of classrooms connected to the Internet in schools serving grades four through eight.

An “eligible local partnership” is a partnership that includes at least one high-need local educational agency and includes at least 
a) one local educational agency that can demonstrate that teachers in schools served by the agency are effectively integrating technology and proven teaching practices into instruction, based on a review of relevant research, and that the integration results in improvement in 1) classroom instruction in the core academic subjects; and 2) the preparation of students to meet challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards; 
b) an institution of higher education that is in full compliance with the reporting requirements of section 207(f) of the Higher Education Act of 1965 and that has not been identified by its State as low-performing under section 208 of such Act;
c) a for-profit business or organization that develops, designs, manufactures, or produces technology products or services, or has substantial expertise in the application of technology in instruction; or 
d) a public or private nonprofit organization with demonstrated experience in the application of educational technology to instruction; and may include other local educational agencies, educational service agencies, libraries, or other educational entities appropriate to provide local programs.
The partnership may also include other LEAs, educational service agencies, libraries, or other educational entities that are appropriate to provide local programs.
D. Partnership and Consortium

Partnership

If the applicant LEA has formed partnerships as part of their comprehensive program, the partnership should be referenced appropriately in the program narrative and included in the Partnership and/or Consortium Applicants (Form 7). 

To receive the maximum points on the Scoring Criteria for a partnership, the LEAs application package must include a one-page letter from each partner that briefly summarizes how the alliance with the LEA is mutually beneficial to the LEA and the partner and how it supports the comprehensive program. The letter must be written on the partner’s letterhead, and be signed by the lead contact for each partnership. In addition, the partnership must be referenced in the appropriate section of the narrative.
Consortium

A consortium is a group of school districts and/or direct-funded charter schools. At least one school district within the consortium must meet the eligibility definition. One school district within the consortium, that meets the eligibility definition, must be designated as the lead district with responsibility for program and fiscal accountability.

Funding Partnership or Consortium

Grant awards for successful applicants applying as a consortium and/or partnership will be based on the grade four through eight enrollments of all funded schools for only those school districts that meet the EETT C eligibility definition. Grants will be awarded to the lead school district on behalf of all eligible school districts applying within the consortium on behalf of all consortium members and schools listed on Form 6. All school districts applying as a consortium and/or partnership are also required to have an approved technology plan that is current at the time of grant funding, whether or not they meet the eligibility criteria. 
Eligible LEAs can submit either a single application or a consortium application. Partners, including non-eligible entities, may be part of more than one application.
E. LEA and Regional Funding Limits

EETT funding for the federal fiscal year (FFY) 2010 has been significantly reduced from the prior federal fiscal years. The total amount will be about $5.5 million that will be awarded to eligible LEAs on a competitive basis. The total EETT funding will be distributed equitably to the eleven regions in the state based on the proportionate enrollment of pupils in grades 4 to 8, inclusive. 
Regional Funding Limit

Pursuant to Education Code Section 52295.35, each region must be allocated at least $500,000 or two percent of the total available EETT C grant funds, whichever is greater. For Round 9, we estimate that each region will be allocated about $500,000. Further, state law governing EETT C states that applicants in each of the eleven regions will compete only against other applicants from the same region.
LEA Limits

The minimum amount that an individual LEA can be awarded will not be less than $25,000 and the maximum amount can be no more than 60 percent of the funds allocated to that LEAs region (For Round 9, we estimate that the maximum will be aaproximately $300,000). Funding is based on $300 per student enrolled in grades four through eight at the eligible schools listed in priority order on Form 6, subject to the limits specified above until all funds are exhausted. 
Program and Fiscal Accountability Requirements
A. Program Performance Reports - EETT C Round 9 recipients will be required to file an annual report for each year on its performance as it pertains to the performance goals, objectives, and benchmarks identified for the EETT C project and as listed on Form 3. The semi-annual performance reports will not be required, but optional for Round 9. Performance reports are to be filed electronically by e-mail to the CDE at edtech@cde.ca.gov.
B. Assessments - Each teacher participating in the professional development program at each school site funded by this grant will complete a pre and a post Ed Tech Profile (ETP) (Title II, Part D Section 2413(b)(1) of NCLB), assessment each year to determine the increase in technology literacy and their ability to integrate technology into their classroom instruction:

ETP may be accessed at http://edtechprofile.org/ (Outside Source). It can be used to collect participating teacher and target student baseline data to help set benchmark performance targets.

C. Use of Funds - LEAs and eligible local entities should give consideration to strategies that will help build sustainable capacity for technology integration, improve student achievement, and advance education reform in the following four strategic areas:

· Increasing teacher effectiveness and addressing inequities in the distribution of effective teachers through high-quality professional development and teacher incentive programs designed to attract and keep effective teachers in hard-to-staff schools in rural and urban areas;  

· Using advanced technology systems to collect, manage, and analyze data in order to track student progress from pre-K through college and career and foster continuous improvement; 

· Implementing technology-enhanced strategies that support rigorous college- and career-ready, internationally benchmarked standards, supplemented with high-quality assessments that are valid and reliable for all students, including limited English proficient students and students with disabilities; and

· Targeting intensive support to high-poverty, high-need LEAs to improve access to and the effective use of advanced technologies to turn around the lowest-performing schools.
An eligible local entity can use Title II, Part D, Subpart 1 funds on such activities as:
· Increasing accessibility to technology, particularly through public-private partnerships, with special emphasis on access for high-need schools.

· Adapting or expanding applications of technology to enable teachers to increase student academic achievement, including technology literacy, through the use of research-based teaching practices and innovative distance learning strategies.

· Implementing proven and effective courses and curricula that include integrated technology and that are designed to help students reach challenging academic standards.

· Using technology to promote parental involvement and foster communication among students, parents, and teachers about curricula, assignments, and assessments.

· Preparing one or more teachers in schools as technology leaders who will assist other teachers, and providing bonus payments to the technology leaders.

· Enhancing existing technology and acquiring new technology to support education reforms and to improve student achievement.

· Acquiring connectivity linkages, resources, and services for use by students and school personnel to improve academic achievement and technology literacy. Acquisitions may include digital equipment and materials that will help participants in meeting EETT goals and objectives.
· Using technology to collect, manage, and analyze data to inform and enhance teaching and school improvement efforts.

· Implementing enhanced performance measurement systems to determine the effectiveness of education technology programs funded with Ed Tech funds.

· Developing, enhancing, or implementing information technology courses.

Additionally, all federal funds are governed by the "cost principles" of Office of Management and Budgets. Cost principles are the Federal rules that determine the extent of reimbursement of grant expenses. Generally, allowable costs include costs that are reasonable and necessary for the successful completion of the project.
D. Payment Schedule - To ensure the timely and proper cash disbursement and accounting of federal funds paid under the EETT C program, the CDE will release funds on a flexible payment schedule. EETT C grant funds will be disbursed in three installments (40-40-20) over the period of the grant.

· First Installment: The first payment of 40 percent of the grant award will be processed after the receipt by the CDE of a properly signed grant award notification letter (Form AO-400).
· Second Installment: The second payment of 40 percent of the grant award will be processed after the receipt by the CDE of the LEAs Certification of Expenditure report certifying that at least 40 percent of the grant award has been obligated or expended. Payment is also conditioned on the LEA filing all required EETT C program performance reports. 

· Final Installment: The final payment of 20 percent of the grant award will be processed after the receipt by the CDE of the LEAs End of Period (EOP) Expenditure Report certifying that the total grant award has been obligated or expended in compliance with the conditions of the grant. The final payment is also conditioned on the LEA filing all required EETT C program performance reports. 

Application Review, Scoring Selection Process and Criteria
A. Review and Scoring Process 

The competitive score will be based on the Scoring Criteria rubric (see Appendix G). A maximum of 100 points is possible and an application must score a minimum of 50 points to be considered for funding. All applications scoring 50 to 100 rubric points will be grouped into five deciles within each of the 11 CTAP regions: (1) 100-90, (2) 89-80, (3) 79-70 (4) 69-60 and (5) 59-50 and then ranked within the decile by score. Specific scores will not be shared with the LEAs. The CDE reserves the right to make grant awards under this program without discussion with the applicants; therefore, proposals should represent the applicant’s best effort to ensure a quality proposal from both a technical and cost standpoint. 
2009 ARRA EETT C applicants: An eligible applicant who submitted an application for the ARRA EETT C in October of 2009 may choose to substitute that score from that application for use in Round 9 of the EETT C. The scores from the October 2009 ARRA EETT C applications and the scores from new Round 9 applicants will be merged for ranking and awarding purposes. 
LEAs opting to use their October 2009 ARRA EETT C score are only required to submit Form 1- Application Title Page. If the LEA is awarded an EETT C grant, the LEA will be required to revise the following forms and file them along with the Grant Award Notification: 
· Form 2a: Program Profile & School Data
· Form 3: Program Goals, Objectives, Benchmarks, and Data Collection
· Form 4: Strategies and Timeline
· Form 5: Projected Budget and Budget Narrative

C. Small School District 

After all eligible applicants are ranked in each of their respective regions; the CDE is required to provide priority scoring to eligible small school districts as follows:
An eligible small school district will be provided priority ranking at the top of the percentage range in the decile upon which they scored. In the event of a tied score, the applicant with the higher substantial need in acquiring and using technology as determined by the CDE will be ranked first in the applicable decile group. The small school district priority scoring will not apply to a consortium applicant, unless all members of the consortium are small school districts.

Education Code Section 52295.30: a small school district or a consortium of small school districts is eligible to receive priority scoring. The Project Summary Small School District Addendum (Form 2b) must be filed with the grant application. A small school district is: A unified school district having an Average Daily Attendance (ADA) of less than 1,501; an elementary school district having an ADA of less than 901; and a high school district having an ADA of less than 301.

D. Other

The CDE reserves the right to make grant awards under this program without discussion with the applicants; therefore, proposals should represent the applicant’s best effort to ensure a quality proposal from both a technical and cost standpoint. Grants are not final until the award notification letter is executed. To ensure confidentiality and independence in scoring, applicant scores will not be released or shared, although the final ranking order of the grants will be shared and successful applicants will be posted on the CDE Web site.

Application Packet Requirements

All applicants are required to submit all of the following:

Each copy of the application must be covered with the Form 1: Title Page (or a reasonable facsimile). Except for the one unbound copy with original signatures referenced previously, all two copies of the applications should be stapled or bound in such a manner that the application lies flat when opened. Do not submit applications in hard cover binders.
Completed application packets with required signatures must be in the possession of the California Department of Education (CDE) Education Technology Office (ETO) by the deadline. Late or incomplete submissions will not be considered; faxed or e-mailed applications will not be accepted. Applications not received at the CDE by the deadline date will not be considered for funding unless the applicant can show proof that the application was either sent by registered or certified mail not later than five (5) days before the deadline date or sent by an express overnight mail service or courier not later than 24 hours before the deadline.

If application is being delivered in person, please check in at the security booth and ask the security guard to call the Education Technology Office. An ETO staff member will accept the application and provide a CDE delivery confirmation receipt. Applications delivered by hand will be accepted daily between the hours of 8 a.m. and 5 p.m., PST, except Saturdays, Sundays, or state holidays at 1430 N Street, Sacramento, CA 95814. On February 1, 2011, only, the ETO will have a table set up to receive applications in the CDE lobby from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. 
B. Application Format & Components 
Applicants will not be allowed to correct deficiencies or include missing items for resubmission after the EETT C application deadline. Applications will be disqualified if any required components are missing, including copies and the CD, or if any format requirements are not followed. 

Application Format
· All application pages must be submitted in print format on 8 ½ x 11 inch white paper, printed only on a single side, with no less than single line spacing and with one inch margins.

· A minimum font size of 12 is required to promote readability throughout the entire document. With the exception of the required forms, a portrait orientation format rather than a landscape orientation is required. 

· Each page of the Project Narrative must be numbered and limited to 25 pages.
· A bibliography or citations document is optional and will not count as part of the Project Narrative 25-page limit. 

· All Project Narrative pages must include line numbers. Pages must be individually lined numbered with the first line on each page beginning with line one. No more than 36 lines are allowed per page.
· If charts, tables, or graphs are included as part of the Project Narrative, the number or lines of text on the page does not change, so the lines of text must be decreased to provide room for the charts, tables or graphs. Additionally, any charts or tables may not increase the word count for the page to exceed the number typically found on a page with 36 lines of text.

· All six sections of Project Narrative must be addressed under separate headings. Applicants must use Program Narrative section headings and subheadings that match the rubric Scoring Criteria.
Additional Format Requirements
· For each identified partner on Partnership and/or Consortium Applicants Form 7, an original signed partnership support letter, on the partner’s letterhead, must be included with the application. Letters from Consortium members are not required.

· Do not submit any material not specifically required, including supplementary materials such as videotapes, DVDs, commercial publications, etc. If submitted, these items will be removed from the application package. These items will not be reviewed when the application is scored, nor will they be returned to the applicant.

The EETT C, Round 9 program is governed by the availability provisions in the “Tydings Amendment” which allows the LEA an extra year to obligate federal funds. Any funds that are not obligated at the end of the federal funding period (July 1, 2010 to September 30, 2011) shall remain available for obligation for an additional period of 12 months (or September 30, 2012). 

Prepayments

Prepayments are amounts paid for goods and services to provide for future benefits over a specified time period. They apply when it is a generally accepted industry practice to pay for items such as rents, subscriptions, and maintenance agreements in advance of the service being provided. Expenditures are not posted until the end of the accounting period at which time the expiring portion of the prepayment is recorded as an expenditure with the unused balance remaining on the books an asset. So, as an example, if an LEA contracts for a 5 year maintenance agreement that begins on 7/1/2011, then the LEA can only charge this EETT C program a prorated (3 months divided by 60 months) share, not the entire 5 year cost of the maintenance agreement.
