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Section I. EETT-F Information
A. Legislation and Overview
Legislation

The Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) program was established as part of the federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001, Public Law 107-110, Title II, Part D, sections 2401-2441 at http://www.ed.gov/legislation/ESEA02/pg34.html (Outside Source). The primary goal of EETT is to improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in schools. It is also designed to ensure that every student is technologically literate by the end of eighth grade and encourages the effective integration of technology with teacher training and curriculum development to establish successful research-based instructional methods. 

Overview

The U.S. Department of Education provides EETT funds to the California Department of Education (CDE) on the basis of its proportionate share of funding under the federal Title I, Part A. CDE distributes the funds in two ways: half determined by formula and half through competitive grants. The first half would go to local educational agencies (LEAs) that have approved Education Technology Plans and is based on whether the LEA received funds from the Title I, Part A program. The other half would go those LEAs that are selected through a competitive process.
The CDE, Education Technology Office administers EETT. As the State Educational Agency (SEA), the CDE allocates EETT funds to eligible local educational agencies (LEA) equally on a formula and a competitive basis in accordance with NCLB, Title II, Part D, section 2412 as follows:

(A) the SEA shall award subgrants by allocating to each eligible LEA that submitted an application under section 2414 (an application is a new or updated local long-range strategic education technology plan that is consistent with the objectives of the statewide education technology plan described in section 2413(a), and such other information as the SEA may reasonably require) for the activities described in section 2416, an amount that bears the same relationship for such year as the amount received under Title I, Part A for such year by such LEA bears to the amount received under such part for such year by all LEAs within the State. This component of the Title II, Part D is known as the Formula Grant Program.

(B) The SEA shall award subgrants, through a State-determined competitive process, to eligible LEAs that have submitted applications to the SEA under section 2414, for the activities described in section 2416. This component of the Title II, Part D is known as the Competitive Grant Program. Additional information and guidelines on the EETT- 
Competitive Grant Program is located on our Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ls/et/ft/eettcomp.asp.
B. Goal and Purpose  

The primary goal of EETT (NCLB, Title II, Part D, Section 2402) is to improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in elementary schools and secondary schools. Additional goals are: 
(A) To assist every student in crossing the digital divide by ensuring that every student is technologically literate by the time the student finishes the eighth grade, regardless of the student's race, ethnicity, gender, family income, geographic location, or disability; and
(B) To encourage the effective integration of technology resources and systems with teacher training and curriculum development to establish research-based instructional methods that can be widely implemented as best practices by State educational agencies and local educational agencies.
The purpose of EETT (Section 2402):

(1) Provide assistance to States and localities for the implementation and support of a comprehensive system that effectively uses technology in elementary schools and secondary schools to improve student academic achievement.

(2) Encourage the establishment or expansion of initiatives, including initiatives involving public-private partnerships, designed to increase access to technology, particularly in schools served by high-need local educational agencies.

(3) Assist states and localities in the acquisition, development, interconnection, implementation, improvement, and maintenance of an effective educational technology infrastructure in a manner that expands access to technology for students (particularly for disadvantaged students) and teachers.

(4) Promote initiatives that provide school teachers, principals, and administrators with the capacity to integrate technology effectively into curricula and instruction that are aligned with challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards, through such means as high-quality professional development programs.

(5) Enhance the ongoing professional development of teachers, principals, and administrators by providing constant access to training and updated research in teaching and learning through electronic means.

(6) Support the development and utilization of electronic networks and other innovative methods, such as distance learning, of delivering specialized or rigorous academic courses and curricula for students in areas that would not otherwise have access to such courses and curricula, particularly in geographically isolated regions.
(7) Support the rigorous evaluation of programs funded under this part, particularly regarding the impact of such programs on student academic achievement, and ensures that timely information on the results of such evaluations is widely accessible through electronic means.
(8) Support local efforts using technology to promote parent and family involvement in education and communication among students, parents, teachers, principals, and administrators.

C. Eligibility
An LEA is eligible to participate in EETT-F if it received funds under Title I, Part A or applied as part of a consortium with an LEA that received funds under Title I, Part A. Further, an eligible LEA must have a new or updated local long-range strategic educational technology plan that is consistent with the objectives of the statewide educational technology plan described in section 2413(a), and such other information as the CDE may reasonably require, at such time and in such manner they may require for the activities described in section 2416. The CDE shall award to the eligible LEA an amount that bears the same relationship as the amount the LEA received under Title I, Part A to the amount received under such part by all LEAs within the State.
D. Education Technology Plan Process
As a condition to receiving any technology grant administered by the CDE, California Education Code Section 51871.5 states that school districts must have a current three to five year education technology plan that complies with the guidelines and criteria (Appendix C - Criteria for EETT Technology Plans) developed by the State Superintendent of Public Instruction.
An LEA that wants to participate in a technology grant administered by the CDE must prepare a technology plan that meets the content requirements prescribed in the NCLB - EETT Section 2414(b) (refer to Appendix D) and the state’s guidelines and criteria (refer to Appendix C – Criteria for EETT Technology Plans). Following are the review and approval process of EETT educational technology plans:
1) An EETT education technology plan is reviewed for compliance to the requirements prescribed in NCLB Section 2414(b) (see Appendix D – EETT Technology Plan Requirements) and the state’s guidelines and criteria (see Appendix C – Criteria for EETT Technology Plans).
2) EETT education technology plans must be submitted to the LEAs designated regional California Technology Assistance Project (CTAP) office for the initial reviews. A list of the CTAP regional offices is located at the following Web site: http://www.cde.ca.gov/ls/et/rs/ctapcoordinators.asp Contact your CTAP coordinator designated for your regional area.
3) CTAP reviews each EETT education technology plan twice for compliance. The first review is performed by the regional CTAP office of the LEA while the second review is independently done by a CTAP office outside of the region. CTAP uploads all EETT education technology plans into the state’s Education Technology Plan Review System (ETPRS) for processing and final approval by the CDE. 
4) CDE reviews and approves all EETT education technology plans. ETPRS will notify the LEA of its plan approval by generating an e-mail.
5) To distribute the workload evenly over the fiscal year, an LEA may submit its technology plan with CTAP in one of three cycles (Cycles A, B, and C). Generally, CTAP will complete its reviews within a month and submit the plan to the CDE for approval. Upon completion of CTAP reviews, the CDE will review and approve the EETT education technology plan within 15 business days. 

a. Cycle A deadline is October 9, 2009

b. Cycle B deadline is December 4, 2009

c. Cycle C deadline is April 9, 2010

6) EETT education technology plans must be filed electronically and: 
a. Be formatted in .doc (Word) or .rtf (Rich Text Format)

b. Be crossed referenced to Criteria for EETT Technology Plans (App. C).
c. Include Appendix I – Technology Plan Contact Information.
E-Rate Technology Plan

A technology plan developed for the E-rate program pursuant to the requirements prescribed by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) Fifth Report and Order (FCC 04-190, released August 13, 2004) does not satisfy the requirements for eligibility to EETT- Formula grant funds or any other technology grants administered by the CDE. However, the FCC will consider an EETT education technology plan as an acceptable technology plan for E-Rate purposes, if it is accompanied by a current operating budget. Pursuant to Paragraph 59 of the Schools and Libraries Fifth Order, states that the USAC:

“Has been treating technology plans approved under the U.S. Department of Education’s EETT program as acceptable technology plans subject to one qualification. Consistent with the FCC requirement that program applicants demonstrate that they have the necessary resources required to utilize E-rate discounts, USAC has required that the EETT technology plans be supplemented by an analysis that indicates that the applicant is aware of and will be able to secure the financial resources it will need to achieve its technology aims, including technology training, software, and other elements outside the coverage of the Commission’s support program.”

An LEA may use its own budget analysis, but the CDE has also developed an optional supplemental budget analysis form that can also be used to meet this requirement. The analysis form can be accessed on our Web site at

CDE has delegated its authority for approving E-rate only technology plans to the County Offices of Education (COE). The CDE has two designated Certified Technology Plan Approvers for each COE. The LEA will submit its E-Rate only technology plan to its COE of jurisdiction, not the CDE or CTAP. E. Information on Funding and Use of Funds
How the EETT- Formula grant amount is determined
The CDE calculates and allocates the EETT Formula amount based on the LEAs proportionate share it received to the state’s total Title I, Part A entitlement. For example, District ABC received 1.255 percent of the state’s total Title I, Part A entitlement, hence ABC district will be allocated 1.255 percent (rounded to the nearest thousandths) of the total Title II, Part D. So, if the total EETT- Formula funds were $14 million, District ABC would be awarded an EETT-F grant of $175,700 ($14 million times 1.255 percent). 
How the EETT- Formula grant is disbursed

EETT Formula Grant awards are fully paid to the LEA on a reimbursement basis. Upon the approval of an End of Period Expenditure (EOP) Report that certifies that EETT-F funds were expended in accordance with the federal provisions detailed in NCLB, Title II, Part D, Section 2416, the LEA will receive its grant award.
CDE will process EOP reports once the full grant award amount has been expended, but no later than September 30, 2011. An original EOP form will be sent along with the grant award notification (Form AO-400), however, the LEA can also join our listserv to obtain a copy of the EOP report. Simply send a "blank" message to join-eett-formula@mlist.cde.ca.gov.
CDE can reduce the EETT-F grant award for non-compliant items reported on the EOP Report by the LEA. The grant award and reimbursement can be reduced for two reasons: 1) the LEA reports that grant award was not fully expended or 2) the LEA reports that it did not spend at least 25 percent of the grant award on professional development. Additionally, if an LEA does not file its EOP report by the due date, the total grant award will be forfeited and future awards may be jeopardized.
Alternative uses of EETT- Formula Funds
LEAs awarded small EETT formula grant awards may take advantage of the flexibility provisions allowed by the NCLB to address local needs more effectively (e.g., alternative uses of funds under the Rural Education Achievement Program and Transferability). The flexibility programs available are as follows:
Rural Education Achievement Program (REAP-Flex)
An LEA with an Average Daily Attendance of less than 600 may use all of its EETT-F funds in combination with other federal program funds to assist them in addressing its local academic needs more effectively. This flexibility is provided for under the REAP-Flex program, which allows the use of federal funds from the Improving Teacher Quality State Grants, Education Technology State Grants, Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities, and the State Grants for Innovative Programs for activities authorized under one or more of the following ESEA federal programs: 1) Improving the Academic Achievement of the Disadvantaged, 2) Improving Teacher Quality State Grants, 3) Education Technology State Grants, 4) Language Instruction for Limited English Proficient and Immigrant Students, 5) Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities, 6) 21st Century Community Learning Centers, and 7) State Grants for Innovative Programs. Please note that an approved education technology plan is still a condition for receiving EETT Formula grants. An LEA that chooses to exercise its REAP-Flex authority will notify CDE on their EOP Report that EETT-F funds were flexed. Further, if the LEA has exercised REAP-Flex for three years it must indicate on the EOP Report that it has made adequate yearly progress in order to continue with REAP-Flex.
Transferability
Transferability allows an eligible LEA to transfer up to 50 percent of the formula allocations from the Teacher and Principal Training and Recruitment, EETT, Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities, and the State Grants for Innovative programs to the Title I, Part A program. LEAs identified for improvement under Title I, section 1116(c), may transfer no more than 30 percent of the formula funds and may transfer only for school improvement activities. LEAs that are in corrective action status are prohibited from transferring funds under this authority. An LEA that chooses to exercise its Transferability authority will notify CDE on their EOP Report and report the percent of EETT-F funds transferred.
Use of EETT- Formula Funds 
The recipient of EETT Formula funds must spend at least 25 percent of the total grant award (Section 2416) to provide an ongoing, sustained, and intensive, high-quality professional development. The recipient shall provide professional development in the integration of advanced technologies, including emerging technologies, into curricula and instruction and in using those technologies to create new learning environments, such as professional development in the use of technology to:
(A) access data and resources to develop curricula and instructional materials;

(B) enable teachers to:
(I) use the Internet and other technology to communicate with parents, other teachers, principals, and administrators; and

(ii) retrieve Internet-based learning resources; and

(C) lead to improvements in classroom instruction in the core academic subjects that effectively prepare students to meet challenging State academic content standards, including increasing student technology literacy, and student academic achievement standards.

The remaining EETT funds can be used to carry out support activities consistent with the purposes of EETT and the LEAs technology plan to include the following activities:
(1) Establishing or expanding initiatives, particularly initiatives involving public-private partnerships, designed to increase access to technology for students and teachers, with special emphasis on the access of high-need schools to technology.

(2) Adapting or expanding existing and new applications of technology to enable teachers to increase student academic achievement, including technology literacy:
(A) Through the use of teaching practices that are based on a review of relevant research and are designed to prepare students to meet challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards; and

(B) Through the development and utilization of innovative distance learning strategies to deliver specialized or rigorous academic courses and curricula to areas that would not otherwise have access to such courses and curricula.

(3) Acquiring proven and effective courses and curricula that include integrated technology and are designed to help students meet challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards.

(4) Utilizing technology to develop or expand efforts to connect schools and teachers with parents and students to promote meaningful parental involvement, to foster increased communication about curricula, assignments, and assessments between students, parents, and teachers, and to assist parents to understand the technology being applied in their child's education, so that parents are able to reinforce at home the instruction their child receives at school.

(5) Preparing one or more teachers in elementary schools and secondary schools as technology leaders who are provided with the means to serve as experts and train other teachers in the effective use of technology, and providing bonus payments to the technology leaders.

(6) Acquiring, adapting, expanding, implementing, repairing, and maintaining existing and new applications of technology, to support the school reform effort and to improve student academic achievement, including technology literacy.

(7) Acquiring connectivity linkages, resources, and services (including the acquisition of hardware and software and other electronically delivered learning materials) for use by teachers, students, academic counselors, and school library media personnel in the classroom, in academic and college counseling centers, or in school library media centers, in order to improve student academic achievement.

(8) Using technology to collect, manage, and analyze data to inform and enhance teaching and school improvement efforts.

(9) Implementing performance measurement systems to determine the effectiveness of education technology programs funded under this subpart, particularly in determining the extent to which activities funded under this subpart are effective in integrating technology into curricula and instruction, increasing the ability of teachers to teach, and enabling students to meet challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards.

(10) Developing, enhancing, or implementing information technology courses.

Further, EETT funds are to be used to implement and support the comprehensive program described in the application in a manner consistent with EDGAR, accessed at http://www.ed.gov/policy/fund/reg/edgarReg/edgar.html (Outside Source) under Title 34 Education and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) which oversees and coordinates the Administration's procurement, financial management, information, and regulatory policies at http://www.whitehouse.gov/omb/circulars/a021/a21_2004.html#c (Outside Source). 

F. Grant Award and Reporting Process
Grant Award Notification
The CDE will send each eligible recipient two forms: 1) Notification of the EETT-Formula award (Grant Award Notification, Form AO-400) and 2) End of Period Expenditure (EOP) Report. The LEA will return the Form AO-400 to the CDE within ten business days indicating whether it accepts or declines the EETT-F grant award. Upon fully expending the grant award amount, the LEA will complete, sign, and file the EOP with the CDE to obtain reimbursement. 
Accepting the EETT-F Grant Award

To accept the EETT-F grant award, the LEAs authorized representative must read, sign, and return the Form AO-400 to the CDE. The LEA should return the AO-400 within ten business days after receiving the form but no later than the end of the federal grant funding date of September 30, 2010. Failure to file a properly signed Form AO-400 by the due date will result in the forfeiture of the entire grant award.
Declining the EETT-F Grant Award
To decline the EETT-F grant award, simply draw a line through the Form AO-400, write “DECLINE” on the form, sign and return the Form AO-400 to the CDE. 
Reporting End of Period Expenditure (EOP)
To obtain EETT-F grant award funds, the LEA must first fully expend the grant award amount. The LEA will file a final expenditure report known as the EOP after the grant is completed and fully expended. Upon review and approval of the EOP, the CDE will reimburse the LEA up to the grant award amount. To obtain an electronic copy of the EOP, join our listserv by sending a "blank" message to:

The CDE must receive a properly signed and postmarked Form EOP no later than September 30, 2011. Failure to file a properly completed and signed EOP by the due date will result in the forfeiture of the entire grant award and no grant reimbursement will be made. 
Expenditures must be made in accordance with the approved EETT technology plan and comply with the Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR) under Title 34. Adequate documentation to support expenditures is required and shall include, but not be limited to, records which fully disclose the amount and disposition by the grantee of those funds, the total cost of the activity for which the funds are used, the share of that cost provided from other sources, and such other records as will facilitate an effective audit. The recipient shall maintain such records for five years after the completion of the activities for which the funds are used (34 CFR 76.722, 76.730, 76.731, 76.734, 76.760; 34 CFR 80.42).
To facilitate LEA reporting and monitoring of the EETT- Formula program, the CDE established separate general ledger accounts in accordance with the Statewide Account Code Structure pursuant to the California School Accounting Manual (CSAM) as follows:

G. Other Grant Conditions
Following are the other EETT Formula grant conditions:
1. Complete the EdTechProfile Assessment located on the CDE Web site at http://www.edtechprofile.org (Outside Source). Assessment will need to be completed by teachers participating in professional development. 
2. Ensure that purchases of curriculum-based software are: (A) part of a state-adopted program; or (B) reviewed by the California Learning Resources Network (CLRN) and found to be consistent with State Board-adopted Content Standards. Information about CLRN may be found at http://www.clrn.org (Outside Source).
3. Comply with the equitable participation requirements in Subpart 1 of Part E of Title IX of the ESEA. LEA will maintain and provide upon request to the CDE a written affirmation signed by officials of each participating private school that the consultation required under ESEA has occurred (see Appendix F). 

4. Assist with any evaluation of the program conducted by or for the United States Secretary of Education, the CDE, or other federal or state officials. Submit, if requested, an annual performance reports for the ED or program evaluation data for the CDE or the ED.
5. Ensure that computer purchases or leases using grant funds meet minimum LEA specification standards and be of high quality to last three to five years (refer to Appendix G). Used, refurbished or sub-standard hardware and non-compliant software should not be purchased with grant funds.

6. Maintain title to all equipment and materials purchased with EETT funds.  

7. Assist with evaluations, if requested, regarding the LEAs processes and accountability measures used in evaluating the effectiveness of activities funded with EETT regarding (a) integrating technology into curricula and instruction, (b) increasing the ability of teachers to teach, (c) enabling students to meet State standards, and (d) meeting the goals of EETT (refer to Appendix H).

Use federal funds in a manner consistent with EDGAR, accessed at http://www.ed.gov/policy/fund/reg/edgarReg/edgar.html (Outside Source) under Title 34 Education and OMB which oversees and coordinates the Administration's procurement, financial management, information, and regulatory policies at http://www.whitehouse.gov/omb/circulars/a021/a21_2004.html#c (Outside Source). 
9. Comply with Assurances and Certifications. Applicants must maintain the general assurances and certification and keep them on file to be available for compliance reviews, complaint investigations, or audits. The Assurances and Certifications are located at http://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/fo/fm/ff.asp.

(8) Innovative delivery strategies – A description of how the applicant will encourage the development and utilization of innovative strategies for the delivery of specialized or rigorous academic courses and curricula through the use of technology, including distance learning technologies, particularly for those areas that would not otherwise have access to such courses and curricula due to geographical isolation or insufficient resources. 
(9) Parent involvement – A description of how the applicant will ensure the effective use of technology to promote parental involvement and increase communication with parents, including a description of how parents will be informed of the technology being applied in their child's education so that the parents are able to reinforce at home the instruction their child receives at school.

Any funds that are not obligated at the end of the federal funding period (July 1, 2009, to September 30, 2010) shall remain available for obligation for an additional period of 12 months (or September 30, 2011). 

Appendix F – Private/Nonprofit Schools
Equitable Participation of Private, Nonprofit Schools

The equitable participation requirements in Subpart 1, of Part E of Title IX of the ESEA apply to the Title II, Part D, EETT programs. Consultation must occur before the LEA makes any decision that affects the opportunities of eligible private school children, teachers, and other educational personnel. LEA must provide the SEA with a signed affirmation by officials of each participating private school that consultation occurred.

LEA must engage in timely and meaningful consultation with appropriate private school officials during the design and development of programs and must continue the consultation throughout the implementation of these programs. Offering services or inviting them to participate in a program, without sufficient follow-up or additional dialogue does not satisfy the consultation requirement. Therefore, the consultation should begin during the development of the local grant proposals. Eligible school districts that seek both competitive and formula funding under EETT may engage in consultations that simultaneously involve the EETT Formula and Competitive grants.

LEA must provide, on an equitable basis, special educational services or other benefits that address the needs of children, teachers, and other educational personnel in private schools in areas served by the districts and local entities. Expenditures for educational services and other benefits for private school children, teachers, and others must be equal to the expenditures for participating public school children. The law requires consultations to address:
· How children’s needs will be identified.
· How, what, where, and whom will services be provided and offered.

· How services will be assessed and how results of the assessment will be used to improve those services.

· Size and scope of the equitable services to be provided to the eligible private school children, teachers, and other education personnel and the amount of funds available for those services.

· Method used to determine the number of children from low-income families in participating school attendance areas who attend private schools.

· How and when the agency will make decisions about the delivery of services, including consideration and analysis of views of private school officials on the provision of contract services through potential third-party providers. If the district disagrees with the private school officials on the provision of services by third-party providers, the district must provide to private school officials a written explanation of the reasons why the district has chosen not to use a contractor.
Appendix G – Minimum Specifications for Purchases or Leases 

The CDE recommends that the LEA consult with their information technology department to ensure that any hardware or software purchased with grant funds meet the minimum and technical specifications of the LEA. Used, refurbished, or non-compliant standard hardware or software should not be purchased with grant funds.

Thin Client Systems
Some schools are integrating “thin client” or “Internet PC devices” into their technology plans. The computing power, storage, applications, and data reside on powerful “server” computers. Students utilize a “client” device to gain access to the resources. Many client devices do not have a hard drive, a floppy drive, or a CD-ROM, but they must have a reliable network to be functional.

Schools may use these funds for thin client systems (both servers and clients) under the following conditions:

· LEA or site technology plan supports installation of a thin-client system.

· LEA or site has access to staff to maintain such system.

· LEA or site has a reliable network with sufficient bandwidth to accommodate the traffic, along with a plan and identified funding source to maintain and support the network.

· Selected technology gives users a similar computing experience to a multimedia computer, in terms of access to the Internet and access to educational content and the LEA or site reports that the thin client devices are “connected to the Internet” or are “multimedia computers” for the purpose of data collection or surveys.

· LEA or site keeps a maintenance agreement for all equipment acquired through this program at the time of purchase/lease or otherwise identifies funding for maintenance/support of the equipment for a period of not less than three years.
· LEA or site selects a technology that can evolve with the changing requirements of software, either through upgrades to servers, or desktop devices.
