1. The contest is open to students in grades seven through twelve who are California residents. Contestants under the age of eighteen must have a parent/guardian co-sign the Contestant Entry and Release Form. Submissions will be accepted through April 30, 2016.

In order to be eligible to win the prize, the contestant must provide accurate and complete information on the Contestant Entry and Release Form. Incomplete or inaccurate entry forms will not be considered.
