	Instruction includes information on the nature of HIV/AIDS and its effects on the human body.
	
	

	Instruction includes information on the manner in which HIV is and is not transmitted, including information on activities that present the highest risk of HIV infection.
	
	

	Instruction includes: 

· methods to reduce the risk of HIV infection;

· emphasis on sexual abstinence, monogamy, avoidance of multiple sexual partners, and abstinence from intravenous drug use;

· statistics based on latest medical information citing the success and failure rates of condoms and other contraceptives in preventing sexually transmitted HIV; and

· methods that may reduce the risk of HIV transmission from intravenous drug use.
	
	

	Instruction includes discussion of the public health issues associated with HIV/AIDS.
	
	

	Instruction includes information on local resources for HIV testing and medical care.
	
	

	Instruction includes development of refusal skills for overcoming peer pressure and using effective decision-making skills to avoid high-risk activities.
	
	

	Instruction includes discussion about societal views on HIV/AIDS, including stereotypes and myths regarding persons with HIV/AIDS, and compassion for persons living with HIV/AIDS.
