CIVIL RIGHTS FACT SHEET

[image: image1.wmf]All forms of communication available to the public regarding program availability must contain the appropriate nondiscrimination statement. The nondiscrimination statement must be prominently displayed on the document in bold print and no smaller than the general text of the document.

The current nondiscrimination statement is:

In accordance with Federal law and U.S. Department of Agriculture policy, this institution is prohibited from discriminating on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability.

To file a complaint of discrimination, write USDA, Director, Office of Adjudication, 1400 Independence Avenue, S.W., Washington, DC 20250-9410 or call 866-632-9992 (Voice). Individuals who are hearing impaired or have speech disabilities may contact USDA through the Federal Relay Service at 800-877-8339, or 800-845-6136 (Spanish).

Single page documents that do not have space for the full nondiscrimination statement may contain the following shorter version:

“The USDA and the CDE are equal opportunity providers and employers.”

· Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and 45 CFR Part 80 requires that there be no discrimination based on national origin. Limited English Proficient (LEP) people have the right to ask for free language interpretation of oral or written material.

· In all communications where photographs or other graphics are used, participants of different races, colors, and national origin shall be portrayed.
