Section 4 of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act provides cash to states to assist schools in purchasing food for all school meals and is equal to the amount of “Paid” reimbursement for all the National School Lunch Program reimbursement levels.

** 
Section 11 of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act supplements Section 4 payments and provides additional cash assistance to aid schools in providing F/RP lunches.

Base reimbursement is equal to the amount ”Paid” reimbursement for meals or snacks. For afterschool snack and breakfast programs, it does not differ depending on the percentage of needy students in the school. When calculating reimbursement, this amount (by program type) is to be multiplied by the total number of meals or snacks claimed for reimbursement.

Additional reimbursement supplements the “base” reimbursement. When calculating reimbursement, the applicable amount for the reduced-price or free category is to be multiplied by the number of meals or snacks claimed for reimbursement in that category.
