The SSFO combines features of the National School Lunch Program (NSLP), the School Breakfast Program (SBP), and the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP). The purpose of the SSFO is to feed children in low-income areas during the summer months or during extended breaks of a year-round school schedule. The SSFO reduces paperwork and the administrative burden that is normally associated with operating all three programs. To accomplish this, the above Public School District or County Office of Education (PSD/COE) requests an exemption of significant portions of the SFSP federal regulations of Title 7, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 225 (7 CFR, Part 225). The specific provisions to be exempted are identified on page 4 of this document, under the heading “Exempt SFSP Regulations.” In lieu of the exempt SFSP regulations, the PSD/COE will follow applicable regulations in the NSLP and the SBP (7 CFR, Parts 210 and 220, respectively).

This certifies that the PSD/COE and participating SSFO sites under its jurisdiction shall comply with all provisions in accordance with 7 CFR, Parts 210, 220, and 225. All children in attendance at approved sites will be offered the same meals with no physical segregation or other discrimination because of race, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability (not all prohibited bases apply to all programs). I understand that deliberate misrepresentation or withholding of information may result in prosecution under applicable state and federal statutes. I understand that I may not alter or amend this document in any possible manner.

To operate SSFO sites, the PSD/COE must:
Schools must wait for approval before serving SSFO meals at proposed sites. Failure to receive pre-approval will result in loss of reimburesment.
1. Complete a SSFO Site Application in CNIPS for each proposed site.

2. Establish SSFO feeding sites during school vacation or off-track periods.

3. Sign and submit the signature page of the Seamless Summer Feeding Option Agreement.
SPECIAL PROVISIONS OF THE SEAMLESS SUMMER FEEDING OPTION


1.
 Program Requirements
As required in 7 CFR, Part 225.14(c)(1), the PSD/COE must demonstrate financial and administrative capability for program operations and accept final responsibility for all SSFO operations at all sites.

2. Site Eligibility

There are several types of sites that can be established by using the appropriate site eligibility. The PSD/COE must follow all of the SFSP site type and eligibility policies. Additional information regarding the SFSP site eligibility are in the body of SFSP regulations, handbooks, and other written SFSP guidance materials.

To the greatest extent possible, sites will be located in eligible areas where fifty percent or more of the children are eligible to receive free or reduced-price meals. The PSD/COE must not operate any sites without receiving prior CDE approval.

Schools that operate academic summer school sessions as SSFO sites must advertise and make meals available to all children in the community. Meals served only to summer school children receiving academic credit may be claimed for reimbursment under the NSLP or SBP.

Year-round schools may operate SSFO sites for off-track students, provided that the sites advertise and make meals available to all children in the community. Meals for on-track students are to be claimed for reimbursement based on the individual student’s eligibility for free, reduced-price, or paid rates under the NSLP or SBP.

Schools operating open sites may limit participation after experiencing safety, security, or control issues. However, the site must remain open to the community-at-large and serve meals on a first-come, first-served basis.

3. Participant Eligibility

All persons meeting the definition of children in 7 CFR, Part 225.2 are eligible to participate. This includes all persons in the community who are eighteen years of age or younger, and those persons over age eighteen who meet the CDE definition of mentally or physically disabled persons.

4. Meal Service
The PSD/COE must follow the NSLP meal service requirements contained in 7 CFR, Part 210.10 for lunch or snacks, and the SBP meal service requirements contained in 7 CFR, Part 220.8 for breakfast. With CDE approval, the PSD/COE may serve a supper meal using applicable NSLP meal service requirements for lunches.The following provisions apply to meal service at SSFO sites:
· The PSD/COE may offer second lunches and snacks, but may not claim these meals for reimbursement. Served in accordance with 7 CFR, Part 220.9 (a), second breakfasts may be claimed and are reimbursable.

· Meal production and menu records that show compliance with meal requirements will be maintained for three years plus the current year.

· 
The designated lunch period will be between the hours of 10 a.m. and 2 p.m., unless otherwise exempted CDE.

· The PSD/COE may allow “offer versus serve” meals at SSFO sites.

5. Number and Types of Reimbursable Meals

The number and types of meals will comply with the SFSP requirements in 7 CFR, Part 225.16(b), as described below:
· 
All Sites (except Camps or Migrant sites) - With CDE approval, the PSD/COE may serve up to two meals 
at all sites. Meal service may include breakfast, lunch, snack, or supper. The PSD/COE may not claim both 
lunch and supper meals at the same site on the same day. Sites within one quarter mile of each other must 
explain how the two sites will not serve the same group of community children for the same meal.

· Camps and Migrant Sites - With prior CDE approval, the PSD/COE may serve up to three types of meals, or two meals and a snack, per day.

6. Free Meals for Eligible Participants

Meals at all approved SSFO sites (except camps) must be served free to all children in accordance with 7 CFR, Part 225.6(e)(4) of the SFSP regulations. Sponsors of camps may charge for meals served to children who are not eligible to receive free or reduced-price meals.

7. Claims and Reimbursements

Meals served under the SSFO are reimbursable at the applicable federal free rates prescribed by the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) for the NSLP (including snacks) and the SBP. However, meals served at camps that are approved as SSFO sites are reimbursable at the free rate only for children who are eligible to receive free or reduced-price meals.

Supper meals, if permitted by the CDE, may be claimed at the free rate for NSLP lunches. All lunches and suppers served under the SSFO will receive the standard commodity support rate available for the NSLP. SSFO sites that qualify for the Severe Need Breakfast rate will continue to receive the differential.

8. Monitoring

The PSD/COE will review meal counts, claim procedures, and meal pattern compliance within three weeks of starting operations for all new sites and sites operated by non-PSD/COE personnel. At the CDE’s option, the PSD/COE does not have to review SSFO sites that were reviewed within the last two years and had no significant operational deficiencies.

Edit checks, as outlined in 7 CFR, Part 210.8, will not be required for food service operations of SSFO sites.

9. Additional Reports/Reviews/Evaluations

The CDE will include SSFO sites in the management review requirements described in 7 CFR, Part 210.18 of the NSLP regulations. If the CDE conducts a Coordinated Review Effort, the review team will visit at least one SSFO site.

The USDA Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) reserves the right to conduct an evaluation of any SSFO site. The evaluation may include periodic special reviews. The PSD/COE agrees to cooperate as necessary, including making all applicable records and operations available for review.

The FNS may request additional information for evaluation purposes. In the event that additional information on SSFO site operations is required, the FNS will allow sufficient time for the CDE and the PSD/COE to comply with the request.

NON-EXEMPTED SFSP PROVISIONS
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SFSP regulatory provisions of 7 CFR, Part 225 that remain in force provide that PSD/COEs must:

7 CFR, Part 225.6(d)(1): 
Serve meals in needy areas, that are not served by another site

7 CFR, Part 225.6(e)(4): Agree to serve meals at no cost (except camps)

7 CFR, Part 225.6(e)(7): Claim reimbursement only for approved meals served without charge to children at approved sites during approved meal service periods. Prohibits permanent changes to the serving time of any meal unless approved by CDE

7 CFR, Part 225.14(c)(1): Demonstrate financial and administrative capability to operate the program, and accept final financial and administrative responsibility for the total program operations at all sites

7 CFR, Part 225.14(c)(2): Not have been declared seriously deficient in operating the program

7 CFR, Part 225.14(c)(3): Conduct a regularly scheduled food service for children from areas in which poor economic conditions exist (except camps)

7 CFR, Part 225.14(d)(2): For meals served to children enrolled in summer school, open the meal service to children in the community as well as the summer school students

7 CFR, Part 225.16(b): Limit the number of meals that may be served, as specified

NSLP AND SBP REGULATIONS

Although PSD/COEs are not exempt from the federal regulations governing the NSLP and the SBP, some provisions may be difficult.Therefore, the USDA will provide technical assistance as necessary to the CDE and the PSD/COE in adapting requirements.
