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Executive Summary
Introduction
On October 14, 2007, Senate Bill 601 was Chaptered and placed into California Education Code (EC) the requirement of an annual report to the Governor and the Legislature that summarizes data collected through categorical program monitoring of physical education.
The annual report is to address monitored school’s compliance in nine areas specified in EC Section 33352(b).
Findings for 2008–09 School Year
During the 2008–09 school year, 150 local educational agencies (LEAs) were originally scheduled for onsite categorical program monitoring (CPM). Of these, 21 were scheduled for monitoring of physical education.
During November and mid-December 2008, 45 of the 150 LEAs received an onsite CPM visit. This included five LEAs monitored for physical education.
Of the five LEAs receiving an onsite physical education monitoring visit, only two had a finding of noncompliance.
EC Section 33352(b) items deemed noncompliant in two LEAs for 2008–09:
(1)
Provides instruction in physical education for a total period of time of not less than 200 minutes each 10 schooldays to pupils in grades one to six, inclusive.

Funding
Physical education is not a categorical program and neither State nor Federal categorical funding is available to the California Department of Education (CDE) for monitoring or providing support for physical education. The Federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act as reauthorized under the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 prohibits the use of any NCLB Title funds for physical education purposes.
The CDE does not receive State Operation funds for the monitoring of physical education, the hiring of an Education Programs Consultant for physical education, or for developing, producing, and distributing the required annual report. All costs come from State General Funds.
