	POSITION STATEMENT 

	This is the entry and first journey level in the series. This class is used as a permanent level for lesser-skilled functions and as a training level for the Nutrition Education Consultant or comparable class. Under the general supervision of an Administrator, incumbents perform administrative and coordinative assignments; provide consultation and professional assistance to local educational agencies; and develop and implement components of the Nutrition Education Program in the less complex phases of the program. Assistants may also work under the guidance of a consultant.

	ELIGIBLE LIST INFORMATION 

	A Departmental Open-spot eligible list will be established for the California Department of Education in Sacramento County.  The names of successful competitors will be merged onto the list in order of final scores, regardless of test date.  Competitor’s eligibility will expire in 24 months after it is established.  Competitors must then retake the test to reestablish eligibility.

	REQUIREMENTS FOR ADMITTANCE TO THE EXAMINATION 

	NOTE:  All applicants must meet the education and/or experience requirements for this examination at the time the application is submitted.  Your signature on your application indicates that you read, understand, and possess the minimum qualifications required.

NOTE:  All applications must include: “to” and “from” dates (month/day/year), time base, civil service or private sector titles, and the duties performed.  Applications received without this information will be rejected. Qualifying experience may be combined on a proportionate basis if the requirements stated below include more than one pattern and are distinguished as “Either” I, “or” II “or” III, etc.  For example, candidates possessing qualifying experience amounting to 50% of the required time of Pattern I, and additional experience amounting to 50% of the required time of Pattern II, may be admitted to an examination as meeting 100% of the overall experience requirements.

	MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS 

	Possession of a valid teaching credential or credential of equivalent authorization.
Applicants who do not meet the credential requirement will be admitted to the examination, but must meet the requirement before they will be considered eligible for appointment. [Possession of an earned Master's or Doctorate Degree or equivalent in Education or subjects related to nutrition education (such as nutrition, public health nutrition, health education, food service management, or home economics with a food and nutrition emphasis); or registration with the American Dietetic Association may be substituted for the credential requirement].

One year of administrative, supervisory, or equivalent staff level experience in nutrition, health education, dietetics, home economics, or food service involving nutrition education in one or a combination of the following settings: (1) a State or local educational institution or agency, or other public agency; (2) a community nutrition program emphasizing nutrition education; (3) a food service program with an education component; or (4) a health education program emphasizing nutrition education.

	EXAMINATION INFORMATION 

	This examination will consist of a Qualification Assessment Questionnaire weighted 100%. In order to obtain a position on the eligible list, a minimum score of 70% must be attained.

If you meet the requirements stated on this examination bulletin, you may take this examination, which is competitive.  Possession of the entrance requirements does not assure a place on the eligible list.  Your performance in the examination described on this bulletin will be rated against a predetermined job-related rating, and all candidates who pass will be ranked according to their scores.
The California Department of Education reserves the right to revise the examination plan to better meet the needs of the service, should the circumstances under which this examination was planned change.  Such revision will be in accordance with civil service laws and rules and all competitors will be notified.

Candidates needing special testing arrangements due to a disability must mark the appropriate box on the application and/or contact the testing department.

General Qualifications:  Candidates must possess essential personal qualifications including integrity, initiative, dependability, good judgment, and the ability to work cooperatively with others; and a state of health consistent with the ability to perform the assigned duties of the class.  A medical examination may be required. In open examinations, investigation may be made of employment records and personal history and fingerprinting may be required.

Eligible Lists:  Eligible lists established by competitive examination, regardless of date, must be used in the following order:  1) sub-divisional promotional, 2) departmental promotional, 3) multi-departmental promotional, 4) service-wide promotional, 5) departmental open, 6) open.  When there are two lists of the same kind, the older must be used first.  Eligible lists will expire in one to four years unless otherwise stated on the bulletin.
Veterans’ Preference:  Will be awarded in this examination, pursuant to Government Code Section 18973.1, effective January 1, 2014, as follows:

1.
Any veteran, widow or widower of a veteran, or spouse of a 100 percent disabled veteran, who achieves a passing score in an entrance examination, shall be ranked in the top rank of the resulting eligibility list.  Any veteran who has been dishonorably discharged or released is not eligible for veterans’ preference.

2.
An entrance examination is defined, under the law, as any open competitive examination.

3.
Veterans’ Preference is not granted once a person achieves permanent civil service status.
