Addendum to Final Statement of Reasons
Local Control Funding Formula Regulations

REQUEST FOR REGULATIONS TO BECOME EFFECTIVE UPON FILING WITH THE SECRETARY OF STATE
The State Board of Education (SBE) requests an early effective date pursuant to Government Code section 111343.4, subdivision (b)(3). SBE requests the regulations become effective upon filing with the Secretary of State. Good cause exists for early adoption of these regulations, based upon the following: These regulations implement provisions of the Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) legislation (Assembly Bill 97 [Chapter 47, Statutes of 2013], as amended by Senate Bill 97 [Chapter 357, Statutes of 2013]). The regulations govern the expenditures of LCFF funds apportioned to California’s local educational agencies (LEAs), including supplemental and concentration funds for pupils who are low income, English learners, and foster youth. In addition, the LCFF legislation required LEAs to adopt Local Control and Accountability Plans (LCAPs) and annual updates that specify goals, actions, and related expenditures to meet the pupil needs in state priority areas such as academic achievement, facilities, attendance and school climate and safety. The SBE is required to adopt an LCAP and annual update template (LCAP Template), and LEAs are required to use it. LEAs are currently in the process of developing LCAPs and annual updates which must be adopted by July 1, 2015. The SBE earlier adopted emergency regulations for LCFF expenditures and LCAP Template which are due to expire January 27, 2015. It is necessary that these permanent regulations are effective upon filing with the Secretary of State so that LEAs will be able to effectively carry out the required extensive public participation process required for development of an LCAP and annual update and adopt LCAPs and annual updates by the statutory deadline of July 1, 2015.
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
