Purpose of Report

This report is used to verify the expenditures or legal obligations made during the grant award period and to determine the grant payment based on the expenditures reported. Indirect Rate Cost

· Beginning 2015–16, all districts must have a negotiated approved federally recognized indirect cost rate (ICR) for agency-wide and general management costs according to CFR Part 200.331(a)(4). · A single-district Special Education Local Plan Area (SELPA) must provide their ICR on the Final Expenditure Report. A multi-district SELPA must provide their member districts’ ICR on the ICR Report and submit with the Final Expenditure Report. 
Payments

· The grantee must complete and submit to CDE the Expenditure Report and the signed Certification of Acceptance of Grant Requirements on the Grant Award Notification (AO-400) which certifies that the grantee accepts and agrees to the conditions of the grant. Upon receipt of these documents, initial payment will be issued on a reimbursement basis and determined by the reported expenditures.

· In accordance with Title 31 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 205.10, the CDE grant payments must be limited to the actual immediate cash requirements of the grantee. Payments will be issued up to the reported expenditures.

· Title 34 CFR Section 80.20(b)(7) requires that if the state’s sub-recipients receive payments, procedures must be followed to minimize the time between the receipt and disbursement of federal funds. 

Private Parentally Placed Individual Service Plan (PPP ISP) Expenditures (Resource Code 3311)

*Report 4 Budget Plan Requirement

· The CDE is requiring the submission of a budget plan that provides estimated expenditures and an explanation of the intent to expend funds by September 30, 2017, in order to ensure the grantees are fully expending federal funds within the grant award period.

· The grantee must complete the Budget Plan provided by the CDE, if funds are not fully expended by September 30, 2016. The Budget Plan must be signed by an authorized agent and submitted to the CDE by October 30, 2016.

· The Budget Plan is not required if Report 4 indicates all funds were fully expended by September 30, 2016.

· Failure to submit a Budget Plan with the Expenditure Report 4, will result in a delay of future payments to the grantee.
