Specific instructions regarding the identification and reporting of eligible immigrant students are contained on page seven of this Directory.

The names of countries are organized in alphabetical order according to the English language names. In cases where a country may be referred to by more than one name, the various names are included in the directory but the code is provided only for the version of the name that should be used for the compilation of SNOR data. The two-letter country codes are taken from the Data Dictionary of the California Student Information System (CSIS).

Specifications for Identifying and Reporting

Eligible Immigrant Students
Definition of Immigrant Youth and Children
Eligible Immigrant Students. Sections 3301(1) and (6) of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) define immigrant children and youth as individuals who:

(A) are aged 3 through 21; 

(B) were not born in any state; and 

(C) have not been attending one or more schools in any one or more states for more than 3 full academic years.

Section 3301(14) of the ESEA defines state as each of the 50 states, the District of Columbia, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.

All County Offices of Education, School Districts and Direct Funded Charter Schools will enter their number of immigrant students in the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System (CALPADS). Only private schools complete the Student National Origin Report (SNOR).
SNOR Form

All private schools are asked to submit the appropriate version of the SNOR form annually. Private schools should use Fall date of data collection when completing the SNOR form online between March and April of each school year. 
Private schools that experience a two percent increase in enrollment of eligible immigrant pupils in the previous school year as compared to the average of the previous two years and that are within the geographic jurisdiction of a qualifying LEA may participate in the Title III Immigrant Subgrant Education Program.
