Updating the Local Educational Agency Plan Goal 2
Directions 
1. When applying for Title III Limited English Proficient/Immigrant funding for any fiscal year (ESEA, Title III Part A, section 3114), eligible Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) must have an approved plan consistent with ESEA, Title III Part A, Section 3116. Funds must be used to supplement other federal, state and local public funds. 

2. LEAs who have not missed any Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs), known as Year 0, are in year 1 improvement status, or are beyond the Year 4 improvement status (known as Year 4+) and whose LEAP Goal 2 is not in CAIS, these LEAs should update the LEAP Goal 2 including the projected budget for the entire entitlement for the subgrant year. The LEA must post the LEAP Goal 2 including the updated budget on the LEA’s Web site, and provide the direct Uniform Resource Locator (URL) on the CARS Certification of Assurances Web page when applying for funding. 
3. Section 3122(b)(4) of the ESEA, requires LEAs that did not meet one or more Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives for four consecutive years, to modify their curriculum, program, and method of instruction for ELs. LEAs in Year 4+ improvement status may address this requirement by updating their LEAP Goal 2 based on an evaluation of the actions taken when implementing their previous LEAP Goal 2, and developing a projected budget justification for the subgrant year that links Title III expenditures to the curriculum changes the LEA plans to make. Therefore by addressing these requirements in the LEAP Goal2 with the projected budget for the entire entitlement for the subgrant year, the LEA will also be fulfilling the Year 4+ accountability requirement. 
4. LEAs in Year 2 or Year 4 accountability, whose plans are in CAIS, may use their current “accepted” Year 2 or Year 4 improvement plan if the LEAP Goal 2 contains a projected budget for the entire entitlement subgrant year. If not all entitlement was used for the Year 2 or Year 4 improvement plan, then the LEA can include a proposed budget addendum so the entire entitlement for the subgrant year is addressed. The LEA must post the plan containing Goal 2 including the projected budget(s) on the LEAs Web site, and provide the direct URL on the CARS Certification of Assurances Web page when applying for funding. 

5. LEAs in Year 3 or 4+ accountability whose LEAP Goal 2 plans are in CAIS should update the LEAP Goal 2 including the projected budget for the entire entitlement for the subgrant year. The LEA must then post the document on the LEA’s Web site, and finally, provide the direct URL on the CARS Certification of Assurances Web page when applying for funding. 
6. The LEA may use the LEAP Goal 2 template that contains the budget columns for the required annual budget update, but be sure to include a proposed budget for the entire entitlement for the subgrant year. If the LEA uses a template without the budget 
columns, the proposed budget for the entire entitlement for the application year (e.g.2015−16) must be attached. 

7. The LEA may use the LEAP Goal 2 Budget Update Template as an addendum to the multi-year LEAP Goal 2 to show the projected budget for the entire entitlement for the subgrant year for which the LEAS is applying. The projected budget is to be tied to the activities that are allowable in ESEA, Title III, Part A, Section 3115. The budget update in not designed to be used in lieu of a full LEAP Goal 2, but as an update to it. As it only addresses the fiscal part, that is, the allocation of projected monies for the activities which will occur in the applicable subgrant year. The LEAP Goal 2 including the projected budget is only valid when all the information is included and the template is complete as part of the LEAP Goal 2. Also it does not satisfy or replace the required Title III Year 2 or Year 4 Improvement Plan required under Section 3122 of Title III.  
8. In FY 2015−16 and thereafter, the LEAP Goal 2 and budget or Title III Year 2 or Year 4 Improvement Plan and budget should be updated and approved locally by June 30 in order to receive the first apportionment in August. Funds will be released to LEAs after confirming that the current plan and budget are posted at a designated Web address with a valid Web URL.  

9. The LEA must provide an update of the goals and activities for the plan. Also, the budget must account for all Title III allowable activity expenditures.

10. The LEAP budget must identify all items to be purchased in support of the activity described in Goal 2 of the plan. This would include personnel, materials, programs and services consistent with the required and allowed activities of Title III, and are supplemental to other state, federal, and local funds.

11. The LEA may use the enclosed “Local Educational Agency Plan Goal 2, Title III Allowable Costs” (Enclosure 3) document when updating the budget to assure that the funding is used to supplement the level of federal, state, and local public funds. 
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
