This information comes from the “Information Page” that is completed as a part of the DRDP (2015) assessment. Table E fields E–1 through E–30 provide the field specifications for demographics and program information.


2) SELPAs will provide DRDP (2015) assessment ratings on all measures from the DRDP (2015) assessment instrument for all eligible children. Table E fields E–31 through E–142 provide the field specifications from the Rating Records.

DRDP 2015 Instrument Update 

Several measures were removed from the collection and the filler fields replaced them so that the data structure can remain the same as the previous year.  However, these filler fields will be verified for blanks.
