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Executive Summary
This annual report to the Legislature and the Department of Finance on the use of Economic Impact Aid (EIA) funds and the number of pupils served in Juvenile Court Schools is required under Provision 2, Item 6110-128-0001 of the 2010–11 Budget Act. Assembly Bill 1610, Chapter 724, Statutes of 2010 added Section 54021 to the California Education Code (EC), establishing the eligibility of County Offices of Education (COE) operating Juvenile Court Schools to apply for these funds to support EIA programs in those schools. Prior to 2010–11, Juvenile Court Schools were not eligible to receive EIA funds.
This report identifies the 2010–11 Economic Impact Aid allocations to the COEs, how these funds were used, and the number of pupils served by these funds in Juvenile Court Schools.

Economic Impact Aid Allocated to Juvenile Court Schools
Report of Fiscal Year 2010–11
This annual report to the Legislature and the Department of Finance on the use of Economic Impact Aid (EIA) funds and the number of pupils served in Juvenile Court Schools is required under Provision 2, Item 6110-128-0001 of the 2010–11 Budget Act. Assembly Bill 1610 (AB 1610), Chapter 724, Statutes of 2010 added Section 54021 to the California Education Code (EC), establishing the eligibility of County Offices of Education (COE) operating Juvenile Court Schools to apply for these funds to support EIA programs in those schools. Prior to 2010–11, Juvenile Court Schools were not eligible to receive EIA funds.

Economic Impact Aid Program Overview

As specified in EC sections 54020–54028, EIA is a state categorical program for kindergarten through grade twelve to support additional programs and services for English learners, limited English proficient, and State Compensatory Education services for educationally disadvantaged students as determined by the local educational agency.

Assembly Bill 1610—County Office of Education Economic Impact Aid Eligibility

As required by the authorizing statute, Juvenile Court Schools receiving EIA funding are “required to report on the use of funds, and the number of pupils served no later than March 31, 2011.” The report herein is based on the following considerations:

· Due to the late enactment of AB 1610, COEs choosing to receive EIA funds did not receive their first apportionment (40 percent of estimated allocation) until November 2010, with the final apportionment not scheduled until May 2011—two months after the annual report is required to be submitted.

· There is no restriction on EIA fund carryover. Consequently, the use of these funds may not be fully identified until well after the fiscal year in which the funds were allocated and much later than the March 31, 2011, report date.

· Since a comprehensive list of the “use” of EIA funds and the number of pupils served are both contingent on the expenditure of the full year’s allocation, an accurate list of fund uses and the number of pupils served cannot be determined until all program funds, including carryover funds, have been expended.

Consequently, this first year report will address the following:

· Determination of COE allocation.

· 2010–11 EIA allocations to COEs for Juvenile Court Schools, including the number of students used to determine individual COE allocations and the total anticipated allocation.

· Appropriate uses for EIA funds.

Determination of County Office of Education Allocation

Economic Impact Aid funding for county operated Juvenile Court Schools for 2010–11 is based on: (a) the schools’ prior year (Spring 2010) English Learner population counts; (b) Adjusted Prior Year Free Meal eligibility pupil counts (October 2009); and (c) a Weighted Concentration Factor (EC Section 54023). The sum of these three items is multiplied by the 2010–11 Statewide Average of Funds per Eligible Pupil for school districts of $318.87 to determine an individual COE’s allocation. 

2010–11 Economic Impact Aid Allocations to County Offices of Education for Juvenile Court Schools
Attachment 1 identifies the 49 COEs receiving EIA apportionments in 2010–11. These apportionments were based on a total student eligibility count of 8,663 with a total statewide allocation of $2,832,120.

Use of Economic Impact Aid Funds

Economic Impact Aid expenditures are to be consistent with purposes as stated in EC Section 54025. These restrictions are as follows:
(a) A school district shall expend economic impact aid funds to serve and assist English learners and economically disadvantaged pupils and may not expend those funds at school sites that do not have English learners or economically disadvantaged pupils.

(b) A school shall use funds received pursuant to this article to support programs and activities designed to assist English learners achieve proficiency in the English language as rapidly as practicable and to support programs and activities designed to improve the academic achievement of English learners and economically disadvantaged pupils.

(c) Funds received by school districts pursuant to this article shall supplement, and not supplant, existing resources at the school site.

The requirement that this legislative report be provided prior to the close of the reporting year makes reporting of actual fund use impossible at this time.
