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Defining Accountability

 Defining accountability has become more
complex

* Expanded purpose of accountability, not simply
to identify and punish ineffective schools and
districts

* The focus includes capacity building and
providing appropriate technical assistance and
support (County Superintendents, California
Collaborative, California Department of
Education), to increase effectiveness.

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Overview Standard Setting

* The California Model uses percentiles to create a 5
by 5 grid (giving 25 results) that combine “Status” and
“Change” that are equally weighted to make an
overall determination for a “Performance Category”
(represented by a color) for each indicator.

e Status (outcome) is based on the current year
performance.

 Change (Improvement) is the difference between
performance from the prior year and current year, or
between the current year and a multi-year average—
If available.
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Overview of the Standard Setting

Example:

An LEA or school with a “High” Status and an “Increase” in
Change will receive an overall performance of Green for
most indicators.
